at the Central high, but a miss would bare 
meant a touchdown, and a disgraceful one, for 
It would not have been made thru a fluke. 

Last Year's Score Increased. 
Minnesota made twenty-one points more last 

Saturday than in last year's game with Law­
rence, but the badgers explain that their team 
was then far superior to this year's eleven. 
Minnesota played a careless game in the main. 
Only four of the players remained in the game 
from beginning to end, substitutes being sent in 
early in the contest. There was, of course, no 
occasion to work hard and take chances of in­
juring players, with the Wisconsin game only a 
week away. The team seemed to play together 
fairly well, but there was so little dash to the 
movements that there was not much opportunity 
to note whether or not there has been any im­
provement. 

Either Lawrence is especially brilliant at end 
runs or Minnesota was> discouraglngly weak and 
it looked as if the latter condition was responsi­
ble for some of the developments of Saturday 
afternoon, which caused the rooters to hold their 
breath with anxiety until Harris stilled their 
fears. Marshall was out of the game, and 
while this brilliant lad can hold his own any­
where in the west, the followers of the Minne­
sota team naturally become apprehensive when 
considering the substitute material. 

" S i g " In Form. 
Harris played at quarterback and It filled 

the old guard with pleasure to see his bulging 
piano legs making quarterback runs and running 
back kicks or to watch his reassuring confidence 
as he wulte'd to bear down upon a runner who 
had broken away from the bunch. The team 
was not playing with any great speed and 
Harris probably ran the eleven as fust as It 
would go. 

O'Brien was at right half in the first half 
and did excellent work in carrying the ball dur­
ing the short time he was allowed to play. Dan 
Smith was at guard only a few minutes and 
Brush was not in the lineup at all. These strong 
men are needed against Wisconsin, and are being 
saved. 

A detailed story of the making of twelve touch, 
downs will doubtless be of very little interest to 
T h e J o u r n a l readers. Every man was 
given the ball and felt disgraced if he did not 
miike. at least five yards for a first down. Once 
in a while it would be necessary to make two or 
three trials in order to gain the distance, but 
this was rarely the case. Occasionally a Law­
rence player would break thru the Minnesota 
line to get the man with the ball, btu even 
then it was possible to make a substantial gain. 
Long runs were too frequent to mention, Harris, 
Davies and O'Brien giving some nice exhibitions 
of shifty work when running with the ball thru 
a broken field.

Poor little Lawrence college of Appleton, Wis., 
sent its football squad to Northrop field on Sat­
urday afternoon to give the gophers a stiff 
practice, and the badgers went home with a 
score of 69 to 0 as the fruits of a desperate 
fight on their part. Minnesota made twelve 
touchdowns and kicked nine of the twelve goals, 
white Lawrence, in spite of its plucky and ear-
Best game, never had any show to score. 

Lawrence played with the true football spirit, 
and won tne approbation of the spectators by 
their courageous work, receiving generous ap­
plause thruout the game. So heartily in sym­
pathy with the visitors were the spectators that 
they shouted disapproval whenever a penalty 
was inflicted upon them by the officials. To ex­
pect them to accomplish anything against the 
gophers was about as reasonable as to expect 
a featherweight to make a show ugalnst a 
heavyweight. The little fellows served about 
the same purpose as a dummy or a punchlngbag. 
Nevertheless they worked until they wore them­
selves out, and all honor is due them. Shephen-
eon, at left end; Wolters. at right tackle; 
Roesoh, left half; Wood, fullback, and Captain 
Gochnauer attracted considerable attention by 
their spirited play, and had the whole eleven 
been up to their standard there might have been 
something doing in the scoring line. 

While Minnesota found the visitors ridicu­
lously easy, there were several occasions when 
Minnesota was very near to being dishonored by 
a touchdown. Twice, at least, the left end was 
circled for twenty-five yards, and the runner had 
a clear field except for "Sig" Harris. The run­
ner had no chance when it came Harris' turn 
to break in, for he was dropped as if shot by 
one of those lightning tackles that Sig learned

ball." This was tLe rooter verdict at the con­
clusion of the Iowa-cornhusker fracas Saturday 
afternoon. 

'Nebraska played rough football." This came 
from the hawkeyes. 

The hawkeye backs are swift, and Bender 
made few end runs of more than twenty-five 
vards. He could get thru, but they always 
got him. Captain Benedict was slugged In the 
lace and he probably will be disfigured for life. 
Hooters accused Stoltenberg of the slugging, and 
asked that he be put out of the game, but the 
referee did not see any foul play. Rough work 
prevailed on both sides after this alleged fouling, 
and the game was the .fiercest of the season. 

Iowa is strong on the defense and excellent 
on punts. Trick plays do not fool the hawkeyes, 
and they are sure on tackling. 

The contest of the season will be next Saturday, 
and Nebraska will have a stronger team than 
in the Minnesota game. Assistant Coach West-
over will probably be in the game. So will 
Hunter and Ringer, and it is rumored that Coach 
Booth may also get into the scrimmage.

Madison, Wis., Nov. 7.—Despite the internal 

war of which the outer world has heard so, 
much this fall, the badgers have evidently had 
the time, material and disposition to make a 
football team which is going to prove a formid­
able opponent for Minnesota next Saturday. .The 
Wisconsin authorities speeded their team up to 
its limit for the Michigan game. After that 
the men who are depended upon to "do things" 
to Minnesota were fired out of the practice for 
a week and told to take things easy. They 
began work again today, and by Saturday Min­
nesota will confront just as strong a team, if 
not stronger, than the one which faced Yost and 
his cohorts. 

The badgers have evidently had all sorts of 
material from which to make a team this year. 
They have big men, and the big fellows have 
speed. In Saturday's game they were pitted 
against Beloit, a team which did not make first 
down at any time, and which did not hold the 
badgers for downs but once. Then the ball 
was on the Beloit 8-yard line, and the little fel­
lows braced up, fought like demons and held 
their big opponents. 

Saturday's game was fought out entirely In 
Beloit's territory. The big badgers smashed 
thru their line for long gains almost at will. 
The only place where Beloit put up any showing 
was In the work of her two little ends. These 
chaps got away under every punt by the Beloit 
fullback, and In nine out of ten cases got the 
badger who caught the ball before he could re­
turn five feet. As the Beloit team kicked every 
time they had the ball, these fellows almost ran 
their little hearts out before sundown. 

Played in the Dark. 
The game of Saturday was late in starting 

on account of Beloit's late arrival. When it 
finished it was so dark that the spectators could 
not discern the ball when it was In the air, 
and the struggling mass of players on the field 
represented nothing more than a wriggling con­
fusion of dull color. The final score was 36-0, 
and could have as well been sixty had it not 
been for the one weak spot in the work of Wis­
consin—fumbling. 

No less than nine times during the fifty min­
utes' play did the badgers fumble, and in every 
Instance one of the diminutive Beloit men flashed 
on the ball, and on three occasions the fumbles 
were made when badger line bucks would have 
resulted in touchdowns. Beloit promptly kicked 
the ball out of danger. 

Playing against such slight resistance, and 
with substitutes in the team, it was a hard 
matter to get a true line on badger form as con­
trasting with Minnesota. It did develop, how­
ever, that Minnesota must play her game from 
the first kickoff to the tooting of the whistle 
marking the end of the second half, or gopher 
colors will be trailed in the dust and the first de­
feat of a Minnesota team on Northrop field be 
registered in local football history. Minnesota 
is up against a proposition where they must play 
the game, play it safely and smoothly, not fum­

ble and fight like wildcats at all stages. 
Minnesota cannot depend upon weight in her 

offense or defense. Wisconsin has that neu­
tralized by a line as heavy as Minnesota's, If 
not heavier, and the backfield is another section 
of speedy beef. 

Men Play Hard. 
Wisconsin's play appears slightly crude, but 

this is counterbalanced by the "devil-may-care" 
style in which the members go into the scrim­
mage. Every man in the team gets into it. 
No one stands by and lets the other fellows at­
tend to the work. The minute the ball Is 
snapped, every badger gets busy like a flash, and, 
despite the disparity in size and the old idea 
that a little man is faster than a large one, the 
Madison men got the charge on Beloit on every 
occasion. 

To give some Idea of the Wisconsin team one 
has only to figure the weights and the men. Here 
is a list of the players of the first team and 
eubs, with their weights:

Are Ground Gainers. 
The most dangerous-looking men on the team 

are Vanderboom, Bertke, Remp and Findlay. 
Vanderboom was at the left half Saturday and 
was a whirlwind at carrying the ball. The 
line worked, well In front of him and wherever 
there was a gap he went thru for long gains. He 
hurdles well and when he gets bis swing and into 
the air is a hard man to stop. Remp had an easy 
time with the Beloit center, pushing him about 
as he pleased. Waggoner and Fisher, who played 
at the fullback position, had no trouble In gain­
ing whenever called upon. 

The press dispatches of yesterday told of the 
bad work of Wisconsin," but Minnesota can­

not gain any hope from that. The fumbling and 
crudities were the work of the substitutes put 
In to fill In while the big fellows were resting 
preparatory to working for Minnesota. They were 
not in evidence in the Michigan game. 

Compared with Minnesota. 
As compared with Minnesota, the Wisconsin 

offense is just as strong, just as quick and 
snappy. The linemen carry the ball effectively 
and the forwards are, to my mind, quicker on the 
charge than those of Minnesota. On defense 
Beloit did not make enough of a fight to test 
the real strength of Curtis' men. Wisconsin is 
not good at running back punts and if Minnesota 
ends will work fast the gophers will get the 
best of every exchange of kicks. There is noth­
ing sensational in. the working of the quarter­
back who was in Saturday and the only thing of 
a tricky nature exhibited was a double pass, 
which gave Wisconsin about fifteen yards. The 
badgers, however, were, not forced to resort to 
tricks to go over Beloit. They could whip them 
easily on straight football. To hold Wisconsin's 
offense Minnesota's line must work better than 
It has worked in any game of this year. Not 
only will the line have to fight every second but 
the backs will have to be quick to brace up the 
assaulted points of the line. To lick Wisconsin. 
Minnesota will have to make the best of every 
minute of the time left for preparation before 
Saturday. If one unit of the Minnesota forces 
quits or lays down" for a second in the Wiscon­
sin game, the victory will go to the visitors. It 
is natural to suppose that Minnesota will face a 
stronger team than did Michigan, as Curtis and 
Cochems will have had two weeks to eliminate 
faults and brace weak spots. It is "up to 
Minnesota" at present. 

Kilpatrick Resigns. 
Just at present every, one in Madison is talk­

ing of the resignation of C. H. Kllnatrick. He 
goes on Jan. 1 to a Chicago sporting goods house. 
Kilpatrick Is known from coast to coast and 
abroad as an athlete, and in Madison seems to 
be one of the most popular men in the city 
The trouble seems to arise more from a discon­
tent over athletic defeats than from anv other 
cause. Naturally coaches and managers have to 
bear the brunt of losses of the kind. Kilpatrick 
is much of a man" and despite some criticism 
which has been aimed at him, has only kind 
words for every one connected with Wisconsin 
athletic affairs. Thruout Madison a general 
regret is expressed that he has decided to relin­
quish his control of badger athletics.

They had by no 
means reached their best form when they played 
Chicago. The team has improved greatly since 
that game, and with a few shifts in the lineup 
have a much stronger and heavier team than

The team is a little •light for western cham­
pionship honors, if an average of 175 is consid­
ered light.

The addition of Davis and his 235 pounds of 
beef at center is'bound to give stability to that 
part of the line. At present Davis is somewhat 
green, but he has the right spirit and works all 
the time in a way that promises well. 

With Davis at center, the guard positions are 
strengthened by putting Carlson at right. Carl­
son is a godo worker and has experience 
and weight. Ward, weighing 195, at left guard, 
gives no cause to the coach for worry. He 
Is aggressive and shifty. 

At tackles, Allen and Kaper are playing their 
fourth year, and they possess that football wis­
dom and spirit which comes with experience. 
Either can carry the ball well, and at defense 
It is much easier to outweigh tnan it is to 
outplay them. 

Davidson, Weinberger and Williamson at ends 
are fast, heady men. Davidson is the best of the 
three. He Is crafty and spirited and when he 
tackles a runner In the open the man has no 
desire to creep. 

The backfield Is light. Johnson, at quarter, 
weighs 140, but he has demonstrated that 
weight don't always. tell the story. Turner is 
a good subquarter. He is a drop kicker and 
secured a nice field goal against Oshkosh. 

Colton and Simpson are a pair of excellent 
halfbacks. Simpson is, the better ground gainer, 
but there is no choice in the defense work of the 
two. Each Is very fast and dangerous in the 
open. The fullback position is well cared for in 
Reuber and Gllbreth. Eeuber is the better de­
fense man, while Gilbreth can plunge and hurdle 
the line for more ground. 

The students are greatly encouraged over the 
outlook and assert that the team will give a 
good account of themselves in the games with 
Illinois and Minnesota. —J. C. M.

The four teams 
that are left in the race, Minnesota, Michigan, 
Chicago and Illinois, all met weak foes, and 
the scores give.the followers of the game little 
help in anticipating the results of the crucial 
games of next Saturday, when the climax of 
the western season will be reached. 

The three overshadowing contests for next 
Saturday will bring together Michigan and Chi­
cago, Minnesota and Wisconsin and Northwestern 
and Illinois. Northwestern and Wisconsin have 
already been counted out of the race on account 
of decisive defeats. Michigan or Chicago must 
give up the struggle for the laurels and defeats 
for Minnesota and Illinois would practically set­
tle the race, the winner at Ann Arbor being the 
only unbeaten team left. If Chicago wins she 
would still have to beat Wisconsin to have a 
dear title. 

Wisconsin seems to have the smallest chances 
of victory of any of the teams, and It looks more 
than probable that Illinois will defeat Northwes­
tern, altho the purple is playing far better foot­
ball than when it met and was defeated so de­
cisively by Chicago. 

Poor Wisconsin, already made to suffer an 
overwhelming defeat by Michigan, will face an­
other hard proposition when she meets the Min­
nesota team. The gophers are intent upon run­
ning up a higher score on Wisconsin .than Michi­
gan was aSle to do. thereby gaining the right 
to dispute with Michigan, if the wolverines beat 
Chicago, the claim for the western champion­
ship.

To 
interpose such a claim, however, the northern 
eleven must defeat Wisconsin by as large or 
nearly as large a score as that of Michigan a 
week ago, and win from Northwestern in the 
game with the Methodists Nov. 19. 

If Chicago should win, on the other hand, 
there would still be the tie game with Illinois 
on its record, and, altho it might reasonably 
claim the championship on its past record, in 
spite of this there would still be room for dis­
cussion, especially If the down-state team should 
make a whirlwind finish in its games with 
Northwestern, Iowa and Nebraska. A Wiscon­
sin victory over the gophers would not mean a 
great deal except that it would eliminate the 
Minnesotans from the race. The badger eleveu, 
while winning glory in such an event, would be 
no closer to claiming the championship, unless 
it should pull out another victory from Chicago 
after the latter team had defeated Michigan—a 
most improbable happening. 

Inter Ocean—The race for the western college 
football championship has now reached the semi­
finals. After a week of comparative relaxation, 
the big elevens are now pointed toward another 
round of critical games. Next Saturday Chicago 
and Michigan, Northwestern and Illinois, Minne­
sota and Wisconsin will do battle to maintain 
prestige or retrieve fallen fortunes. 

Of these teams, Northwestern and Wisconsin 
have already been decisively beaten. Hence the 
games in which they are scheduled for this week 
are secondary in Importance to the Chicago-
Michigan game, a struggle between unbeaten 
elevens. 

The other games next Saturday look easier 
for the dopesters than the Chicago-Michigan 
contest. Wisconsin will probably be over­
whelmed by Minnesota. The gophers have a 
great ambition to go one better on Michigan in 
this respect. 

The Northwestern-Illinois contest should go to 
the lllini on the basis of comparative showings 
against Chicago, but McCornack may be able to 
get his team together and win the game. If he 
does, it will be a surprise. 

Chronicle—Football teums, both in the east and 
the west, came nearer to playing to form Satur­
day than they have yet done this season. As far 
as the east is concerned, the results were only 
about what had been expected by unbiased crit­
ics. There were a couple of instances in the 
west, however, where scores gave an indication 
of some new strength or weakness of elevens. 

Probably the most significant game was that 
between Iowa and Nebraska, in which the corn-
huskers were given a hard tussle by a team that 
has not been accounted as even a second-rater. 
Iowa, in addition, was handicapped by several 
of its regular players being out of the game on 
account of injuries. Under these circumstances 
a 17-to-6 victory does not speak very well for 
Nebraska, which played Minnesota almost to a 
standstill a week ago. 

If Minnesota can do no better than this against 
* * ! ! ? m * . o f N e b r a s l £ a's class it does not look 
at this time as tho it could establish a very valid 
claim to the western championship, especially as 
it does not meet Michigan or Chicago, two strong 
contenders. Under the circumstances compara­
tive scores are about all the gophers will have 
to go on in establishing fheir claim to champion­
ship, even if they should win both the Wiscon­
sin and Northwestern contests, and the Nebran-
ka game will probably prove to be a very black 
eye. 

That Michigan was not able to defeat Drake 
more than 34 to 4 was only what was to have 
been expected with Heston out of the game. 
Outside of Heston, who is an instinctive and in 
many respects an Individual football player, 
Yost has a very ordinary team, with a lot of 
bulk and not overburdened with aggressiveness. 
There are three or four teams in the west that 
could enter a contest with the players Yost sent 
in to meet Drake Saturday on even terms. 

Next Saturday the championship race is to open 
in earnest, when Minnesota meets Wisconsin,
