. CANADIAN WHEAT 

DRAWBACKS MAY M A E S BOND­
ING UNNECESSARY. 

Agents of the Treasury Department Are 
Now Here Looking into the Matter 
With Officials of the Pillsbury-Wash-
burn Co.—The Demand For Flour Is 
Improving. ' » 

Awai t ing the passage of the amended 
Clark liquor license ordinance the Home 
Protect ion league will rest awhile be­
fore beginning i ts crusade against wine-
rooms. When the campaign begins the 
league wants to be prepared to inflict 
the heaviest possible damage to the 
saloonkeepers who willfully mainta in 
evil resorts and the Clark ordinance 
gives the weapon desired. This meas­
ure has been prepared so as to meet the 
objections raised by Mayor J . C. 
Haynes in his v«to of t he original 
ordinance. 

The new measure is identical in terms 
wi th the old one, wi th the following 
proviso added: 

" P r o v i d e d , however, t h a t any owner 
of such license may recover from said 
ci ty the portion of said license fee 
corresponding to the unexpired t e rm of 
said license by filing wr i t t en notice of 
his intent ion to surrender said license 
wi th the c i ty clerk of said ci ty a t least 
t h i r ty days before such applicat ion; 
and before such recovery filing wi th 
said ci ty clerk, the certificates of the 
clerks of the distr ict and municipal 
courts of th is county and city, t h a t no 
prosecutions have been pending wi th in 
said th i r ty days against the holder of 
said license for violat ion of any law 
regulat ing the sale of intoxicat ing 
l iquors . ' ' 

*' Mayor Haynes will have some diffi­
culty in finding excuses for vetoing the 
ordinance wi th th is proviso a t t a c h e d , " 
said a leading member of the league 
th is morning. "Pe r sona l ly , I do not 
believe tha t he gave his real reasons in 
the veto message, bu t he is on record 
there, and we are satisfied t h a t he will 
not a t t empt to kill the ordinance again. 
There is no question of i t s passage by 
the council, as we have more t h a n 
enough promises from aldermen to in­
sure i t . "

Eany. The big Minneapolis concern 

ad applied to the t reasury depar tment 
to have the two buildings placed under 
bond, and arrangements had about 
been perfected. The company has now 
decided to read into the law very closely 
before t ak ing the step and to ask ex­
per t opinion wi th a view to ascertain­
ing if i t is not possible to mill Canadian 
wheat by paying the duty and obtain-
ing the rebate for exports, pending ac­
tion on the Lovering drawback bill a t 
the next session of congress. J t is un­
derstood the Washburn-Crosby plants 
will be bonded as previously ar ranged 
for. Meanwhile J . C. Armstrong, as­
sis tant secretary of the t reasury, L . B . 
Kemp of the department , and Henry L.

league as regards the qualifications of 
the candidates are quite generally re­
spected. 

' ' A t the pr imary election the league 
assisted material ly in eliminating vari­
ous undesirable candidates. Ten of the 
eleven aldermanic candidates indorsed 
by the^ organization were nominated, 
and three of the four successful candi­
dates for county commissioner had i t s 
backing. Several of the undesirable 
survivors were finally disposed of a t the 
recent election. At the final election 
the league recommended nine candi­
dates for aldermen and three for coun­
t y commissioner. I t centered i ts ef­
forts , however, in the first, second and 
th i rd commissioner distr icts and the 
th i rd and ten th wards, where there was 
the most a t s take for the cause of good 
municipal administrat ion. The league ' s 
men won out in the first and second 
commissioner distr icts and in the 
ten th ward, while Alderman Mumm of 
the th i rd ward, wi th the backing of the 
most effective ward machine in the city, 
was re-elected by the slim margin ox 
but 21 votes. A recount may change 
the result here. 

" T h e candidates recommended in the 
second, fourth, fifth, t en th and thir­
teenth wards were elected. The can­
didates recommended in the seventh, 
ninth and twelfth wards were defeated. 
While the league believes t h a t in the 
interests of efficient ci ty administra­
tion the voters in these three wards 
used bad judgment, there is not the 
same cause to deplore the results as in 
the case of the third. 

" T h e best results for good municipal 
government were obtained in the first 
and second commissioner distr icts. Both 
a t the primaries and in the final elec­
tion men unsuited for public service 
were prominent f aetors in the respective 
contests. Some of them were defeated 
a t the primaries. The others were 
snowed under a t the final election, and 
by such crushing majorit ies as to en­
courage the hope t h a t they are 
permanently removed from the politi­
cal field. Wi th M. W. Nash and PetSr 
Nelson wiped off the political map in a 
single season, the taxpaying pa r t of 
the community is in position to con­
gra tu la te itself.

VOLUNTEERS ARE AT IT 

" T h a t a fraud and imposition has 
been perpet ra ted upon the court by 
Loren F l e t c h e r , " is the s trong allega­
tion in a pet i t ion filed in the probate 
court asking tha t Mr. F l e t che r ' s acts 
as adminis t ra tor of the estate of the 
l a te Jed ida S. Eas tes be revoked and 
t h a t he be removed from t h a t position. 
The peti t ioner is Sarah Hill , residing 
a t West Gouldsboro, Hancock county, 
Maine, who was a niece of Mrs. Eastes . 

Mrs. Eaates was the mother-in-law 
of Loren Fletcher , and she made her 
home with him from June 15, 1887, t i l l 
her death, April 28, 1897. I n her will, 
executed J an . 29, 1892, she made Mr. 
Fle tcher her executor and requested 
tha t he should not be required to fur­
nish a bond for the performance of his 
duties. She also willed her ent i re 
es ta te to him aside from bequests to 
relat ives, of which the pet i t ioner is 
one, which aggregated $2,500. The be­
quest to the pet i t ioner was $500. 

The pet i t ion goes on to assert t h a t 
Mr. Fletcher allowed a claim of his own, 
which more t han consumed, the ent i re 
estate . This claim was for $17,512.04, 
which made a balance due him from the 
estate of $1,089.72, and included charges 
for board, nursing and medical a t ten­
tion to Mrs . Eastes , nine years and ten 
and a half months, aggregat ing, $11,850. 

I t is claimed tha t th is amount is 
great ly in excess of wha t i t should have 
been; t h a t Mrs. Eas tes was charged 
with $100 for board and room, when 
one-half t h a t amount should have been 
sufficient. I t is set up tha t Mr. Fletch­
er should not be allowed to act both as 
creditor and executor; t h a t he never 
filed an inventory of the estate, as is 
required by l a w ; ' t h a t the value of the 
estate was more than $16,000, and t h a t 
the allowing of his claim for an amount 
in excess, was to cut off the bequests to 
other legatees. 

I t is also claimed t h a t there was no 
notice of the probat ing of the estate , 
other than publication m a weekly pa­
per a t Minneapolis, al tho the executor 
knew o f the pe t i t ioner ' s whereabouts 
and address; also, t h a t he answered a 
le t ter addressed to him Dec. 28, 1902, 
in which he denied any knowledge of 
a will or i t s bequests; t h a t he failed 
to answer other l e t t e r s asking for in­
formation concerning the estate . 

I t is asked tha t the probat ing of t he 
will shall be reopened; t h a t Mr. Fletch­
er be required to make oath to an in­
ventory and t h a t t he court shall order 
his removal as executor.
