The Northeast Minneapolis Improve­
ment league is to be reorganized. Well-
known Northeast Minneapolis business 
men are now making a thoro canvass 
of the field to see how much the steady 
trend of improving and building has 
renewed the slowly ebbing interest. 
Their actions will be in accordance 
with the state of affairs, and on it will 
depend their course during the next 
l ew months. After the holidays the 
league will be properly incorporated, 
ana by February it is hoped that every­
thing will be in perfect shape to take 
up the spring campaign. 

Columbia PaTk, at the very outskirts 
of the city, on the Central avenue car 
extension line, is to be the very fiist 
item of importance the league will take 
up. The park must be improved and 
the park board will be presented with 
a petition for the same. The park of­
fers every possible excuse for being 
made attractive, but at present the 
160 acres of park land are nothing 
moie or less than a sand wilderness. 
No stone will be left unturned to make 
it what it is supposed to be. For the 
last six years not a single improve­
ment worth speakmg of has been made 
at Columbia Park, altho the park board 
has collected the park-acquiring taxes 
for the past ten years.' The taxes of 
seventy acres of land alone were $7,511 
since 1895. All taxes have now been 
collected and the park is free. Each 
year the board collects $125 from the 
sale of hay. This is quite a revenue 
and the property owners in the vicinity 
feel that some money should be spent 
on the park. Up to the present time 
residents have not paid much atten­
tion to the matter and no demands have 
been made on the board for improve­
ments, but owners and taxpayers real­
ize now that they own the largest pub­
lic park next to Minnehaha park, and 
thru the men who are promoting the 
Northeast Minneapolis Improvement 
league, are expressing their justified 
demands for recognition t of rights 
which-have thus far been-ignored. • «-
