Chicago, Nov. 21.—Minnesota triumphed over 

Northwestern Saturday in the face of what 
seemed to be a series of obstacles any of which 
is calculated to throw a football t eam off i t s 
balance. In the flist place, the disqualification 
of Captain St iathern had a disheartening effect 

t eam did not play a s fas t as In the Wisconsin 
game, or wi th the sam% tel l ing spirit . The 
plays were executed wi th more deliberation and 
less precision. Sig Harris gave a g i e a t exhi­
bition of his generalship He determined early 
in the play where Minnesota could gain and 
where failure w a s sure to result . This deter­
mined, he l a n the team to the best advantage 
wi th such men as he had available for the play. 
Minnesota played a creditable game. 

Northwestern started off l ike a whirlwind, but 
Minnesota soon caught her bearings and began 
to make trouble for McCornack's men. After a 
t ime Johnson weakened from formation at tempts 
and resorted to s traight football , using up Blair, 
the Northwestern star, by repeated cal ls . Blair 
w as the only man who could do anything against 
the gopher l ine, and he called forth cheer after 
cheer from the Minnesota delegation on the 
bleachers. Johnson is quick on h i s feet , but 
beyond that gave l i t t l e evidence of football great­
ness . He harangued his players l ike a fish­
wife , but could not ge t their fighting up to the 
scoring point. 

Minnesota Had Staying Power. 
Minnesota rose to the occasion whenever the 

s i tuat ion demanded it . On defense, the gophers 
held the Methodists wi thout g i e a t effort, the 
secondary defense not being necessary save in 
one or two instances. When the purple menaced 
the maroon and gold goal, there w a s a stand 
which brought Minnesota to i t s feet in the 
stands, and this w as fol lowed by the long kick 
of the day, when Sig Harris dropped back of the 
goal l ine and sent the ball to the center of the 
field. Northwestern demonstrated more speed 
and pluck than abil i ty. The gophers dropped 
all a t t empt at fancy work and se t about beating 
the suburbanites. They succeeded. 

When the gophers s tarted carrying the ball , 
they appeared to be irresistible. They marched 

w i t h a wearing persistence. Blair succeeded In 
gaining over him, but met such a resistance that 
he wa s obliged to retire from the game. 

The tackl ing of Northwestern w a s hard and 
sure, better than any the gophers have y e t en­
countered. I t w a s quick and hard and the gopher 
who got thru generally had a man or two wi th 
h im as barnacles. 

Minnesota "followed the ba l l" w i t h a fidelity 
which w a s pleasing to the admirers of the t e a m . 
They got i t every t ime there wa s a chance, altho 
the Methodists held to i t w i th tenacious grip. 
The l inesmen covered themselves wi th g lory . 
Whenever there wa s "something doing" wi th 
the backs the gopher forwards " s e t " l ike blocks 
of granite and allowed the Methodists to charge 
to their heart 's content. Whenever there w a s 
anything worth looking at going on back of the 
Northwestern line, Minnesota went thru to look 
into i t . Max Ricker twice found a kick in 
progress and blocked i t on these predatory excur­
sions. 

In their preparation for Minnesota, Northwes­
tern had practiced the kicking game extens ive ly . 
Harris did not have good luck in ge t t ing h i s 
punts i w a y , and as a result Blair had a s l ight 
advantage in the kicking. One of these punts 
sai led over Harris' head, but he w a s in a way 
excusable. He w a s acting as the field captain of 
the Minnesota team, and had been up to the 
l ine "on bus iness ," and did not have t ime to ge t 
to h i s s tat ion before Blair put the force to the 
ball . 

Northwestern's Football. 
From a comparative standpoint. Northwestern 

played better football than did Wisconsin . They 
bad been better trained and k n e w the game. As 
to power, they were deficient. They had ample 
we ight and size, but McComack has evidently 
paid closer attention to ! speed than to developing 
power. The men appeared to have been trained 

I more for sprinters than for football p layers .

upon the team. "Mose" i s the idol of every 
man on the team, and when they marched on 
the field of play without him every player fe l t 
out of sorts and "shaky ." There w as nothing 
l ike a lack of confidence in Max Ricker, who 
took Strathern's place Every man knew that 
Ricker would play the game as long as he could 
stand on his feet . Ricker has been trained as 
a guard this year, and It w as asking much of him 
to play the center. I t called for the laying 
aside of the crutches by "Sunny" Thorpe, who 
gave such an exhibit ion of nerve and defiance of 
physical suffering as i s seldom seen on a grid­
iron. I t cal led Dan Smith into the play, and, 
with the knowledge that Marshall w a s "on one 
l e g " and Case scarcely able to raise his l e f t 
hand to h i s shoulder, i t would be smal l wonder 
if the team did not s tart w i th a feel ing of de­
pression. 

Added t o th i s w a s the oppressive warmth of 
the afternoon. The Minnesota team has been 
trained In the sharp, clear air of the northwest, 
and the change w a s a trying one. I t w a s so 
warm that almost everyone In the big stands 
removed overcoats and wraps, and the gophers 
went out to batt le against a finely trained team 
in an atmosphere which w a s trying, to say the 
least . 

McComack Was Truthful. 

All of these things told against Minnesota in 
the first half of the play. McComack had made 
good h is assertion that he had a fas t team. H e 
had more. He had a l ine which w a s as heavy, 
within a f ew pounds, as the Minnesota l ine. The 
Chicago press referred to the gophers as "giants 
of the north," and continued to call McCornack's 
men " l i t t l e , " but there w as not the difference 
in we ight in the teams which one might be led 
to suspect . 

Against all these odds Minnesota put on a 
fighting front and won by a score of 17-0. The 

up the field, but seemed unfortunate in the rul­
ings of the officials Their watchfulness led to 
overlooking many minor offenses by McCornack's 
men, but every t ime a gopher offended the t eam 
lost. This w a s probably brought about by the 
old charge, fostered for a purpose in some quar­
ters in Chicago, that the gophers play rough 
football, and the officials were watching No 
one believes that the officials would wi l l ing ly 
show partial i ty, but the fact remains that North­
western w as repeatedly offside without penalty 
and that Minnesota w a s "soaked" every t ime 
there was an offense. I t brought Jeers from the 
crowd when Current's touchdown w a s not al­
lowed. 

The play w a s fierce from start to finish. Mc­
Cornack's men fought like t igers , altho hope­
less ly . Minnesota did not fight with her accus­
tomed brill iance, but wi th a dogged purpose. 
There w as more versat i l i ty in the Minnesota 
game than in that of Northwestern. The team 
play w a s better, and individually the men played 
a better game. Minnesota w a s quick to -analyze 
the purple's offense and generally gave splendid 
support to the attacked point. On the other 
hand, McCornack's men could not solve the 
Minnesota play up to the las t . They were be­
wildered by the attack and this made long 
gains thru them fairly certain. 

Good Men on Ends. 
Northwestern's ends played bri l l iant ly thru-

out the e n t h e contest . At no t ime could Harris 
feel safe of gain on an end play. When in 
doubt he chose to smash the l ine and sent Case, 
Brush, Smith and Davies thru wi th te l l ing effect. 
These men worked as they had never worked 
before The resistance which they m e t in the 
Northwestern line w a s not of the stiff, bruising 
kind, but w a s s w i f t and fairly strong. North­
western attempted to profit to the full by her 
disqualification of Strathern and pounded Ricker

He had evident ly believed the stories In general 
circulation as to Minnesota's great we ight and 
had expected to see the gophers come to the field 
a company of lumbering giants , depending upon 
we ight and brute s trength. Instead, his t eam 
faced a splendidly trained and fas t eleven. Chi­
cago wa s amazed at the way the gophers went 
thru the Northwestern line, and attributed i t to 
strength and " w e i g h t . " Northwestern l inesmen, 
if they care to, could tel l of great holes opening 
up in their line before the man with the ball 
reached the spot . There are "wheelB wi th in 
w h e e l s " in football . 

How They Played. 
Marshall played a splendid end. Johnson tried 

that end two or three t imes and gave i t up . 
Fred Burgan al lowed himself to be sucked in on 
several plays in the early s tages , but after that 
w a s wary, and Northwestern gave up her serious 
at tempts at gain thru the end. They seemed t o 
prefer to pound Sunny Thorpe and Ricker. Bla ir 
made some effective gains and the Minnesota en­
thus iasts did not deny him the praise to which 
he wa s entit led. 

Brush and Case again' distinguished themselves 
unti l thev were knocked out bj the fierceness of 
their play and the heat . Dan Smith played bet­
ter than he has this year . He wa s strong in his 
defensive work and carried the ball wel l . Ricker 
filled every demand made of him, playing a re­
markable game Harris, as usual, p layed a 
heady game, and much of the credit for the vic­
tory i s due to him. H e w s l imited, b y ' inju­
ries, to a rather more narrow circle of offense 
than Minnesota i s accustomed to play, but de­
spite this Chicago wonders at Minnesota's versa­
t i l i ty . They only got a small part of w h a t Min­
nesota would have dished out had the men been 
in condition to play the game, and Strathern i n . 
Dav ies did not play his true game by any means, 
altho he worked hard and fa i thful ly . H e lacked 
his accustomed bril l iancy and made gains more 
thru plodding than thru h i s usual dash and v i m . 
Kremer had bad luck in carrying, the purple 
players ge t t ing him once or tw ice on end at­
tempts . At ge t t ing thru the line he w a s the 
star of the day, on t w o occasions breaking thru 
to g e t a Methodist for a loss. Current played 
just as tho he did not have his hand in a spl int 
and w a s a terror a t ge t t ing into the defense at 
the proper moment. He was , as usual strong 
on the offense nad material ly ass isted Brush and 
Case in their l ine-smashing crusade. 

Subs Played Well. 
The subst i tutes coveted themselves w i t h glory. 

Vita, Ittner, Cutting and Hannon got into the 
going wi th a vigor that piled up much woe for 
the Northwestern fo ices . Cutting fol lowed the 
bal l as a bull terrier pup stalks the house cat . 
Vita and Ittner tore up the Methodist deacons' 
row about every t ime they took a notion. Han-
non's plunges were spectacular and he did not 
fal l to ga in every t ime he wa s cal led on. 

Game Was Clean. 
I t w a s a c lean game, and Captain Allen, after 

i t w a s over, expressed an opinion that the talk 
of Minnesota playing '^'dirty bal l" w a s a fiction. 
H e complimented the ,Minneso ta team upon i t s 
sportsmanlike conduct on rthe gridiron. Minne­
sota fans present were wi l l ing to compliment 
McCornack's players upon -their plucky fight 
and sportsmanlike conduct—but right there the 
complimenting w a s cut off with a meat -ax .

ern's 26-yard l ine . Wil l iamson w a s downed In 
h i s tracks . Ruber got a w a y around right end 
to the 50-j ard l ine and Minnesota lost five yards 
for offside play. Van Ruyper made a yard over 
l e f t tackle and Ruber g o t ; thre eyards thru 
r ight guard. Van Ruyper then tried r ight guard 
for no gain and the ball went to Minnesota on 
the 63-,yard Une.CtiB*. wnA^ QT&r l e f t tackle 

for five yards and Smith ploughed five yards 
over left tackle . Brush hit the right guard for 
a yard and Kremer wa s thrown for a loss of 
four yards on a trial on right end. Harris 
punted to Northwestern's 10-yard l ine and out 
of bounds. Ruber could not gain thru the r ight 
side of the l ine and Minnesota lost another five 
vards for Offside. Ruber again tried his plunge 
against the gopher l ine to lose about a yard 
and Blair punted out of bounds on Minnesota's 
49-yard line. Case started the back trip by 
a flve-vard plunge thru l e f t tackle and w a s 
hurt s l ight ly in the smash. Brush w e n t over 
right tackle for three yards and thru center for 
t w o yards. He wa s sent again for a yard and 
Harris then took the ball himself , losing a yard 
In the tackle . Davies went a yard around 
lef t tackle and Harris punted to Northwestern's 
18-yard l ine. Johnson returned the punt five 
yards. Blair made five yards thru center and 
Brown w a s thrown for a loss of t w o yards, 
Kremer breaking thru and ge t t ing him. Blair 

gunted to the gopher 10-yard l ine and " S i g " 
[arris wriggled back thirteen yards. 
Davies went four yards around right end and 

Brush went over Northwestern's mammoth center 
for three yards . He then tore thru right guard for 
three yards, and Harris went around lef t tackle 
for two v a r d s . " Marshall lost a yard on a l e f t 
tackle a t tempt and Case got into the going for 
four yards. Harris toed the ball to North-
western's 40-yard l ine, Ruber bringing i t back 
e ight yards. Van Ruyper lost a yard on a l ine 
buck and Johnson could do nothing in attempt­
ing to go thru Thorpe. Blair then punted over 
Minnesota's goal l ine from the 45-yard l ine. 

A Kicking Contest. 
On the free kick Harris dropped the ball to 

the 55-yard l ine and Ruber brought i t back 
to Minnesota's 40-yard l ine. Blair hurdled two 
yards over center and Allen got be tween Thorpe 
and Ricker for t w o yards. Ruber got by Brush 
for -four yards and Kafer made a yard in the 
same place. Blair again jumped Minnesota's 
center for three yards but on the next at tempt 
Jim Kremer shot thru both l ines and got Ruber 
to carry him bacy for a seven-yard loss. Ruber 
dropped back for a place kick from the 89-yard 
line and Ricker smashed thru to block the kick 
Marshall darted around the end and snatching the 
ball g o t to the 54-yard line before he w a s 
downed. Harris made one yard around le f t 
tackle and Case tried the center for no gain. 
Harris booted to the 20-yard l ine . Johnson 
fumbled and Current got the bal l to carry i t over 
for a touchdown. I t w a s not al lowed on the 
ground that Minnesota wa s offside on the kick 
and the ball wa s brought back, the Minnesota 
supporters leering the official and the North­
western adherents fa int ly applauding. Harris 
kicked again from the 50-yard l ine and the 
kick w a s too high, Johnson ge t t ing i t on the 
25-yard line and running i t up to Northwestern's 
84-yard l ine . Blair started his line bucks again 
and made a yard over center. Ruber tried right 
tackle for no gain and Northwestern w a s again 
forced to prnt . Blair sent the bal l to Minne­
sota's 22-yard line and Harris ran i t back twenty 
yards. Current went down from an accidental 
kick in the side but wa s able to Continue in the 
play. Brush took the ball three yards over 
r ight guard and thru le f t guard for seven 
yards . He then went over center for two. thru 
left guard for two and off tackle for one. He 
then turned his attent ion to r ight tackle and 
went three yards and two yards over on the 
fol lowing attempt . Davies found two yards 
opening off left tackle and Brush came up again 
for one yard.

The Second Touchdown. 
Kremer placed the ball on the second kick-

off on Northwestern's 10-yard l ine and Johnson 
returned it to the 82-yard l ine. Johnson could 
not gain on the right end. Blair made one yard 
thru center. Blair punted out of bounds on 
Northwestern's 42-yard l ine. Marshall went 
around le f t tackle for e ight yards and Davies 
around le f t end for e ighteen yards. Smith went 
thru right tackle for three yards and then for 
six yards. Davies made four yards around l e f t 
tackle and Dan Smith went over for the touch­
down. 

Marshall punted out to Harris for a fair catch. 
Harris kicked goal. Score. 11-0. 

Kremer sent his ner t kick-off to Northwest­
ern's 25-yard l ine. Ruber fumbled, but North­
western got the ball on their 33-yard line John­
son lost five yards on a r ight end trial, when a 
fumble gave the ball to Minnesota. Brush made 
ten yards over r ight tackle .

The Second Half. 
Ooulton w e n t in for Van Ruyper. Blair kicked 

off, the ball h i t t ing the Minnesota goal post and 
bounding back into the field A Northwestern 
man fel l on It and w a s thrown on Minnesota's 
10-yard l ine. Blair wa s called up and h i t Min­
nesota's l ine for one yard. Ruber got thru right 
tackle for two yards. He fai led of gain on h i s 
fol lowing attempt . Minnesota held on her 6-yard 
line and from ten yards back, Harris made a 
beautiful punt, the ball landing in the center 
of the field. Johnson ran It back e ight yards. 
Ruber made a yard on l e f t tackle and Blair hit 
r ight guard for two yards . By this t ime North­
western had given up all Idea of formation work 
and w a s p laying straight football wi th the halves 
and full l ined up back of the quarter in the 
s ty le of 1892. They made better progress by 
s t i a l g h t football than by their formations. Col­
ton punted, over Minnesota's goal and from the 
25-yard l ine Harris punted to Northwestern's 
86-yard l ine Johnson recovered nine yards of 
the punt. The argus-ejed official had again seen 
a Minnesota man offside and the kick wa s or­
dered over from the 20-yard line Harris dropped 
the ball on Northwestern's 35 vard l ine and 
Ruber ran i t back to Minnesota's 87-yard l ine. 
Ruber went one yard over r ight tackle and 
Blair followed In the same place for three yards 
He then made four yards in the same place and 
three y a i d s on le f t tackle . Ruber went a yard 
over l e f t tackle and Blair another yard bv r ight 
tackle. The lad wi th the near red hair then 
made five yards thru Brush, who w a s Injured and 
gave w a y to Ittner. 

Davies Forced to Quit. 
Davies w a s accidental ly kicked In the head and 

retired for Hannon. Blair went one yard over 
Ittner and Minnesota lost five yards for off­
s ide . The ball w a s on Minnesota's 10-yard 
l ine. Blair made two yards over l e f t tackle and 
Colton's hurdle gave two more. Blair made an­
other of h i s lunges, but the l ine held l ike a 
rock. Current coming in l ike a triphammer and 
meet ing the aggress ive pastor-to-be wi th a shock 
that hurled him back for no ga in . Case gave 
w a y to Vi ta . Ittner went over l e f t 
tackle for one yard. H e h i t the same 
place a second later for three yards, 
and Harris punted to the 35-yard l ine. Ruber 
got the ball and Minnesota got Ruber to drag 
him five yards up the field before the Northwes-
terners rescued him. Blair tried r ight tackle 
for three yards, and Colton made a yard thru 
le f t tackle . 

Blair tried center for no ga in and the bal l -went 
to the gophers on downs.

He 
could not gain over Kafer, but he got by Carl­
son for three yards. Harris punted to North-
western's 25-yard l ine and Johnson ran i t back 
seventeen yards .

Colton kicked to Harris on the 25-yard 
line, who ran the ball back seven yards. Mar­
shal l made one yard on the r ight end and Vi ta 
crossed l e f t tackle for three. Smith w e n t thru 
l e f t tackle for a yard and Kremer wa s tackled 
for a loss of two yards on a trial a t r ight end. 
Harris made five yards around l e f t end and then 
punted to Northwestern's 35-yard l ine, Johnson 
running i t back twe lve yards .

right tackle. Ruber got a yard over Ittner. 
Colton kicked to Minnesota's 20-yard line and 
Harris returned i t five yards. Burgan went 
around right end for three yards. Cutting 
got a yard around le f t end and Harris punted to 
Northwestern's 47-yard l ine. Kremer got to 
Johnson to pull him three yards further. Col­
ton made one yard on le f t tackle and one yard 
In the center. Colton punted. Kicker and 
Ittner broke thru. Ricker made a beautiful 
block of the kick and the ball rolled to North-
western ' s 80-yard l ine. Ittner got the ball. 
I t tner w a s then sent over left tackle for two 
yards twice , and on the next smash the big 
fel low made he carried the ball over the theo-
logs for a touchdown. Harris kicked goal. 
Score, 17-0. 

Ruber kicked oft to Minnesota's 10-yard line, 
and Burgan ran i t back twenty-three yards. 
Harris went around lef t end for two yards 
and Vita thru right guard for five yards. Vita 
then h i t l e f t guard for no gain, and the 
official chanced to note one of Northwestern's 
repeated offside offenses. The Evanston people 
lost five yards . Current went around lef t tackle 
for s ix yards and Vita thru le f t guard for t w o 
yards. Hannon made three yards off left tackle, 
and Current picked up three yards in the same 
place Harris carried the ball s ix yards around 
the r ight end, and Vita went over le f t guard 
for on&yard. Smith got three yards over r ight 
tackle , and Thorpe, the cripple, waded thru 
the Bvanstonites for five yards around right 
tackle . 

Hannon Gets Going. 
Hannon followed in the same spot for three 

yards, and Vita assessed three yards on th$ 
other side of the l ine. Hannon made one yard 
off l e f t tackle, and Thorpe went three yards 
around right guard. Vita bucked center for 
e ight yards and right tackle for four. I t was 
growing dark and the city l ights were on in the 
s treets . In the press s tands the reporters were 
working by the l ight of lanterns. Hannon went 
over le f t tackle for a yard, and Minnesota was 
soaked fifteen yards for al leged holding. This 
put the ball on Northwestern's 27-yard line 
Harris lost two yards on an end attempt, and 
dropped back for a drop kick from the 40-yard 
l ine. He booted the ball squarely for the goal, 
but i t fel l short and Johnson got i t on the 5-yard 
line, and in the tackle w a s thrown to within two 
yards of h i s o w n goal. 

The officials then cal led the g a m e on account 
o f darkness, w i th e ight minutes of p lay t ime 
remaining.

The game w a s won 
and as a result Northwestern gained nothing 
save censure.

This demand broke forth from 4,000 Minnesota; 

throats a t Marshall field Saturday afternoon 
when the gophers went on the gridiron to play 
Northwestern, leaving a big sorrowing figure on 
the sidelines. 

Chicago laughed—pleased at the "quaintness" 
of the Minnesota people—and did not realize^ 
what w a s behind the cry. There are people who 
"never wi l l know." 

" W e want Mose" may have tickled Chicago. 
It may have been immensely funny to them, but 
oack of i t a l l looms a Minnesota heartache and 
burning sense of injustice that wi l l be f e l t as 
long as football i s played within the borders of 
the s ta te . 

From Ann Arbor, Mich., to Lincoln, Neb., foot­
ball players speak admiringly when Mose Strath-
em is mentioned. Every center he has ever 
opposed has declared him to be one of the clean­
est , "whi te s t ," football players who ever donned 
a suit . In Minneapolis Mose Strathern has friends 
by the thousand He is as broad-minded as his 
shoulders are broad, and as honest a man as has 
ever lived. He played center in practice games 
In 1900, and when he s igned his el igibi l i ty cer­
tificate this fall he felt himself entitled to play, 
not figuring that the Ames and Carleton games 
of 1000 had constituted him a year of varsity 
play. 

Coach McComack and Professor Long of North­
western, the latter filing the final protest against 
Strathern playing, took w h a t appears to be 
"snap Judgment." Minnesota was not given a 
chance to invest igate or consult the conference 
rnles . Professor Long has stated that he did not 
hear of the charges unti l an hour before his pro­
tes t was filed. This puts i t all the more strong­
ly on McComack, as the Chicago Daily N e w s 
printed what was declared to be a "typewritten 
s ta tement" from McComack In the afternoon edi­
t ions Friday. 

If McComack had a case against Strathern. 
4toru any construction of the rules, he should 
have placed it in the hands of his faculty com­
mit tee before g iv ing i t to the press. 

Many think that Professor Long should have 
told his coach that such late protests were not 
sportsmanlike and paid no attention to i t . The 
protest was received by Professor Jones a f e w 
hours before the game and as he w a s the only 
member of the faculty committee present he con­
sulted Dr. Wi l l iams and Strathern w a s kept out 
of the game. 

Mose-Strathern woro a troubled face as he led 
Minnesota on the field Saturday afternoon. The 
team fol lowing him w a s depressed in spirit and 
grieving. While the team w a s on the field the 
big fel low paced rest lessly up and down the 
sidel ines and steadfast ly refused to say a word 
against those whose vict im he w a s . Every Min-
nesotan who knew the man knew that h i s heart 
must be breaking 

"We want Mose!" may have sounded extraor­
dinarily amusing to Chicago, but every Mlnneso-
tan realized the full pathos of i t . "Mose" today 
is a Minnesota favorite, and Minnesota Is back 
of him—to a man—to the last ditch.
