Frank S. Gold's wholesale house at 312

Two trains will mark the opening to­
day of a new Soo line, the line between 
the twin ^ cities and Winnipeg, which 
runs thru the most beautiful lake 
region in the world and opens for de­
velopment one of the richest farming 
districts in the country which has been, 
waiting for more than twenty years for 
railway communication with the rest of 
the world. Simultaneously, at 5 
o'clock this afternoon, two trains start 
from Winnipeg and St. Paul, respective­
ly, and with no further formality this 
line which is destined to be of much 
importance to Winnipeg and the twin 
cities, and in a larger measure to Mani­
toba and Minnesota, will be opened. 

In the old world an event or this im­
portance would mean a ga i ly , decked 
special train loaded with ofncials, # and 
municipal dignitaries, with receptions, 
addresses and a general celebration all 
along the line, but practical Ameri­
cans realize how little actual benefit 
the most elaborate ceremony really be­
stows and cut them out wherever possi­
ble. 

The new line is 462 miles in length 
and the running time is fifteen hours 
going north and five minutes less going 
south. This is pretty swift for a new 
roadbed, but the Soo officials say that 
the road was built for speed and the 
work has been well done. The rails are 
eighty pounds to the yard and the road­
bed along i t s whole length is gravel bal­
lasted. The officials have no fear that 
the schedule will not be maintained on 
the first day and every day thereafter. 

Leaving the- twin cities, the new 
service makes use of the main line to 
Glenwood, where the new line takes off 
to the north for Winnipeg. I t passes 
thru Alexandria, Parker '& Prairie, Hen-
ning and Detroit, all thrifty and grow­
ing towns surrounded by innumerable 
lakes. North of Detroit the road passes 
thru Callaway, Erskine, Thief River Falls 
and several new points, giving a highly 
fertile and rather well settled district 
direct railroad connection with the twin 
cities. The Canadian boundary # is 
crossed at Emerson. Some booming 
towns are already started, particularly 
Callaway, which has a high standard to 
reach, but is full of confidence. 

The train service will be# equal to 
anything in the west. At the very start 
the trains will vestibuled from end to 
end.

The club women of Minneapolis and 
St. Paul voted on Saturday to join 
hands in an effort t o secure the plant­
ing of University avenue or some other 
main thorofare between the cities with 
trees and making such other improve-

jnents as shall provide a magnificent 
driveway comparable with famous ave­
nues all over the world. 

The proposition came from Mrs. 
Lydia Phillips Williams at a general 
meeting of the club women of Minne­
apolis and St. Paul held in Pillsbury 
library clubroom to discuss forestry. It 
is Mrs. Williams' desire that agitation 
of the subject should begin at once in 
order that the work may be undertaken 
speedily and *e finished so far as plant­
ing is concerned before the biennial 
convention of the General Federation 
of Women's clubs in St. Paul in 1906. 
Mrs. Williams is chairman of the stand­
ing committees on forestry of the gen­
eral and state federations, and she 
wishes this work pressed in order to 
afford for that great convention a mag­
nificent object lesson in what cities 
may do to promote the ideas embraced 
under the general head of forestry. 

A committee wil l be formed at once, 
made up of one member from each fed­
erated club in Minneapolis and St. Paul, 
to investigate the matter and to under­
take the work if i t seems feasible. The 
federation does not propose to assume 
the expense, but to nave that met by 
the assessment of property in the same 
manner in which such improvements 
are made all over the cities. Its work 
will be to create a sentiment in favor 
of the movement and to see that a har­
monious plan is adopted and carried 
out by concerted action. 

The plan was fully discussed by the 
women present, who showed great in­
terest in it, and by Gen. C. C. An­
drews, state fire warden, and Professor 
S. B. Green of the Minnesota agricul­
tural school.

LOADING THE FLOOR 
Bevere Test of Concrete Work Made at 

New Auditorium. 

Practical tests of the safety of the 
Auditorium concrete floor construction 
are being made by John Duffield, su­
perintendent of construction. Wet sand 
has been placed on one of the concrete 
sections of the main floor, measuring 
15 by 18 feet. The stress is 500 pounds 
to the square foot. Today another six 
inches of sand will be placed in the 
bin which covers the slab. 

The auditorium floors have been laid 
over wooden " c e n t e r s , " which,are re­
moved after thirty days, leaving the 
solid concrete arches suspended between 
the I steel floor beams on rods and 
wire mesh.

$26 to $30 a month, and a prediction is 
made that a cut of $4 a month will be 
made, should the season not start soon.

70. A slight deafness is his only trou­
ble, as he has exceedingly good health 
and is greatly interested in everything 
going on. 

1' Yes , ' ' he said to a Journal reporter 
this morning, " I have voted for every 
whig and republican candidate for pres­
ident until this year. The first man 
I voted for was John Quincy Adams. 
I heard him make a speech at Cincin­
nati in 1832, v 

" I was born April 25, 1812, in the 
first brick house ever built in Lowden 
county, Virginia. There is a tradition 
that the bricks for the house were 
brought over from England. So you 
see 1 have lived thru all the great wars 
except the Revolutionary. I t has been 
my fortune to see nearly all the presi­
dents and to know three of them per­
sonally—Mr. Hayes, Mr. Lincoln and 
Mr. Garfield. 

"Mr. H a y e s , " continued Mr. Janney, 
'''was the typical American. He was 
a true man in every sense of the word 
(and his wife was a handsome, fasci­
nating woman. They were both ideal 
'types of Americans. > I was once in­
vited to a reception at President 
Hayes ' and went at the hour appointed, 
7:30, merely to see if other people 
would do the same. President Hayes 
met me at the door and Mrs. Hayes 
and we sat together alone for an hour 
while they criticized the lack of cour­
tesy in their guests in arriving so late. 

Several times I called on President 
Lincoln in Washington. Once I waited 
for him while he was hearing oases. He 
seemed to reach the center of every 
case. To one rebel woman, who wished 
a pass from Baltimore to Richmond for 
some purpose, he said: " Y o u can 
have it i f you'll go to Richmond and 

f romise you'll never come back.' Stan-
on was a dogmatic, bull-headed man, 

a great contrast to Lincoln, who was 
courteous to every one ." 

The Russian-Japanese war is another 
subject of great interest to Mr. Jan­
ney. His sympathies are with Japan 
and he believes that Japan will win.

Paving and Sewer Construction Season 
Completed as Planned. 

After meeting with all manner of 
bad weather during the summer, the 
city engineer's department has been 
able, on account of the prolonged fine 
weather, to complete the immense 
amount of work planned for this sea­
son. The last paving was laid last 
Saturday in complete darkness except 
for the street lights. The sewer work 
was finished a few days before. The 
extent of the work done by the de­
partments is measured to some extent 
by the money it expended. The rec­
ords show that bills to the amount of 
$1,401,000 have passed thru the de­
partment since April 1. For this amount 
the city has obtained 172,000 square 
yards of paved street, seventeen miles 
of watermain, more than eight miles 
of sewer, several miles of curb and 
stone sidewalks, several miles of "good 
roads," the substructure for the bridge 
across the river at Thirty-second ave­
nue N, bridges across Minnehaha creek 
at Lyndale and Twenty-eighth avenues 
and one across Bassett's creek at Al-
dirch avenue, as well as extensive pav­
ing, sewer and sidewalk repairs.
