Sa tu rday Morning. 

P i t t sbu rg , Nov. 25.—Running en a 
slow and carefully prepared schedule, 
the special t r a in on the Pennsylvania 
road, bear ing Pres ident Roosevelt and 
his pa r ty to St . Louis, a r r ived here a t 
10:35 a.m. Thruout the t r i p the great­
est precautions a re being t aken to 
eliminate the chance of accidents. The 
run from Washington to P i t t s b u r g was 
made a t an average speed of not more 
t h a n twenty-five miles an hour, and 
th ru the mountains t h e speed of the 
t r a m sometimes did not exceed t e n or 
twelve miles an hour. 

Pres ident Roosevelt and t he mem­
bers of his family accompanying him 
ret i red soon af ter t he t r a i n left Wash­
ington. At several places m western 
Pennsylvania crowds had assembled a t 
the s tat ions to greet the president , bu t 
they were afforded no opportuni ty t o 
see him, as no stops were made except 
a t the ends of divisions. The people 
cheered and waved flags, however, as 
the t r a m passed. 

From P i t t s b u r g the p res iden t ' s spe­
cial will run over the P i t t sbu rg , 
Cmcinnat i , Columbus & St. Louis 
railroad, passing th ru Columbus 
and Indianapolis . Columbus * will be 
reached, according to the schedule, 
about 4 o'clock th is afternoon. I t will 
be near ly twelve hours la ter when the 
t r a m passes th ru Indianapol is .

Controver ts Testimony. 
B a r b e r ' s evidence differs in detai l 

from all the sworn test imony given by alibis, which the officers 
t h e alleged homesteaders m making t r u e 
proofs.

London, Nov. 25.—The repor t of t h e 
committee of inquiry in t h e case of 
Adolf Beck, who, t o r t he crimes of 
Will iam Thome s. a l ias John Smith, 
served a t e rm of five y e a r s ' imprison­
ment in England on the charge of ob­
ta in ing money and newels from women 
under false pretenses, places pract ical ly 
the ent ire blame for t h e miscarr iage 
of just ice upon the :judge, Sir Forres t 
Ful ton, who excluded from Beck ' s t r i a l 
in 1896 all evidence favorable to t h e 
accused and who refused to s ta te a case 
for t he consideration of a higher court . 

The committee finds t h a t if the mat­
te r could have been brought before a 
higher court a flaw in the proceedings 
must have been discovered and the con­
vict ion have been quaBhed, and t h a t if 
there had been a qualified lawyer in the 
home office the real na ture of the mis­
carr iage would have been so brought to 
the a t t en t ion of the permanent under 
secretary for home affairs a s to com­
pel in tervent ion. 

The repor t exonerates the police and 
other officials from all charges of con­
spiracy, bu t finds t h a t the action of the 
home office in dealing wi th the case was 
deiect ive , owing to lack of legal t ra in­
ing on the pa r t of subordinates . 

The committee expresses the opinion 
t h a t the establishment of a criminal 
court of appeal is not necessary, as the 
present machinery of review, if made 
more efficient by the introduct ion of a 
stronger legal element in t h e home of­
fice, ought to be adequate to give com­
plete relief to innocent persons con­
victed th ru mistakes of law or of fact . 

The committee remarks t h a t i t is an 
ext raordinary fact t h a t in the t r i a l of 
1904 the innocent man Beck was con­
victed th ru the ignorance of the police 
and public prosecutor of the mater ia l 
fact known to the home office and the 
prison authori t ies t h a t Beck and Smith 
were not the same person? as alleged 
by the prosecution, and points out the 
necessity for br inging the different 
public author i t ies concerned into such 
co-ordination as to make the informa­
t ion acquired by one avai lable to all .

J . vregen and wi^e. 

I t appears t h a t among the soldiers 

f>ressed in to service from Siberia by 
he Eussian government to fight J a p a n 

was Kracowski . then i n exile. Instead, 
however, of shouldering his rifle for 
his country, he made good his escape 
to America. H e reached Seatt le, and 
from t h a t place opened correspondence 
wi th the Dukhobor community a t Thun­
der Hill , and in the course of a short 

• t i m e was- once again;, wi th his old 
friends. r *• l 

A t the t ime of being exiled "he h a d , 
a wife, and there is an unwri t ten law ' 
among the Dukhobors1 in Russia t h a t 
when a man is in exile for a period 
of six years his wife is a t l iber ty to 
marry again. This is what th is m a n ' s 
spouse did, and she appears to have 
marr ied happily. 

Husband number one wan ted the 
wife to leave husband number two, bu t 
she posit ively declined to do so. He 
threa tened to shoot both of them if 
his wish was not granted, and entered 
their house orie n ight and fired two 
shots from a revolver a t the man, both 
t a k i n g effect. A th i rd shot fired a t the 
wife lodged in her shoulder. He then 
fled, firing repeatedly into the a ir to 
terrorize the community and prevent 
pursuit . 

Mounted police are on his t ra i l , bu t 
a desperado who could elude the Rus­
sian police is l ikely to lead the officials 
a merry chase over the border.
