WANDERS A WEEK;
NMIND A BLANK

PAIL OF COLD WATER RESTORED
HARRISON'S SENSES.

Bick Man Left Arlington, Minn., for a
Hospital in 8t. Paul-—-Last Recollec-
tion Was of Reaching That City—
Travels Over Southern Minnesota by
Train and Tramps in Northern lowa.

Webster City, lowa, Nov. 80.—Frank Harrison,
who went to St, Paul from Arlington, Miun., to
take tremtment In a hospital, was found twelve
miles south of this city last night, on the rall-
road right of way, in a demented conditiou. He
was fed and cared for and today his wife took
him to his home. Tho he left 8t. Pau] a week
ago, Harrlson has no recollectlon of events from
that tlme until he was found on the rallroad
right ot way. A brakeman on a passing freight
notleed bim, and, thinklng he was a tramp look-
ing for a chance to board the train, threw a
pall of cold water upon him as the train passed.
1t was thls act which caused Harrlson to recover
his mental facultles in part. A doctor worked
over him during the night and todsy he seems
practically recovered.

Harrlson is o man of eulture and refinement,
a graduate of the Minnesota state unliversity.
He i n muoslelan and the possessor of a fine
volce. While Iying in a semlconsclons state in
the Kent farm home, near here, he sang many
bymns in a rich, melodious volee.

Harrison was employed by the W. W. Kimball
company at Arlington, Minn. A month ago,
while alding In moving a plano, he was injured,
and this Injury, it is belleved, caused the stata
of aberration In which he was found. The
heavy piano slipped and fell upon Harrison,
catehlng hlm squarely upon the *‘saddle’ of his
ghoulder, He seemed uninjured at the time,
but later lost control of his mental faculties, and
his employers urged him to go to a hospital in
Bt. I'aul.

On Tuesday of last week Harrlson started for
gt, PPaul and remembers distinetly of arriving
there. From this time, however, until last night,
when the hrakeman dashed the water upon him,
he remnembers nothing with any degree of dis-
tig tness, He seems to have a faint recollection
of having purchased n rallrond tlcket at Belle
Flaine for Le Sueunr, Minn., and of having been
helped from a restnurant to a tralp. This lat-
ter place he belleves was Mankato., With these
exceptlons, his mind is a total blank as to what
happened him or where he bas been.

Harrison's bome is In Btate Center, Iowa, and
it was there that his wife was notified. She
prrived today and this afternoon left with her
husband for thelr home. While lying at the
Kent home, a thoro examinatlon was made of
Harrison, and It was found that he had no bones
broken, but that there was a deep brulse upon
the shoulder. It is thought that this bruise
affected some perve center.

RATHER DIE THAN GO BACK

Adopted Girl Tells Story of Abuse and
’ Neglect.

COEDAR FALLS, IOWA.—A pitiful tale of
abuse nnd sufferlng came to light in this eity
renmrdn when a balf-clad girl of 14 was found
yy her foster father, Ben Blow of Parkersburg.
The girl had walked from Parkersburg to Cedar
Falls to escape the heavy labors put upon her.
She was forced to arise at 4 o’clock each morn-
ing, milk elght cows, and do & mar's work on
the farm. She was Iin an orphanage in Iles
Afolnes until flve years ago, when she was
adopted into this family. Her physleal conditioh
testifles to terrible abuse and neglect. She Is
belng temporarily eared for In a femlly here
and threatens suicide If made to return to Park-
ersburg. IHec name is Sophla Knapp, but rhe
has been koown around her late bome as *‘th
d-.-Iv‘Il."
