Modern Woodmen's lodge has refused 
to pay the {j>3,UU0 insurance policy car­
ried by Franlc O. Smith, who died ir™ 
this city last March, and the boy' 
mother, Mrs. Anna Smith, has begju 
suit to compel payment. ^» 

There are several unusual features 
connected with the case. The boy, 
student in the high school here, tool 
out the insurance policy last January 
making it payable to his mother. Hir 
father, Erick Smith, had taken out 
poliey in the Maccabee lodge in 189 
and had died in 189y, after a brief i3 
ness. The boy's elder brother,' Johnf^ 
took out a $2,u00 policy in the Wood- i 
men's lodge three months after h i s3 
father's death, and died eighteen days 3 
after taking it out. As soon as Frank-^ 
reached the age of 18 he also took out 
a policy in the Woodmen's lodge, ajld ' 
his death occurred just three monthsjkf-^ 
terward. His physicians were puzzled*^ 
to know the cause of death, and sent 
his stomach to the state chemist, who 
found there were traces of aconite. < A ' 
coroner's inquest was then held, and a * 
verdict was returned that hte boy died 
from the effects of poison administered 
by some person unknown to the ."jury. „ 

Since that time the Woodmen's lodge 
has refused to pay the insurance, altho 
the customary application has been 
made, and the mother has instituted the 
present suit. The Woodmen refuse to 
pay, on the ground that the boy, in fill­
ing out his application for insurance 
made false statements relative to the 
cause of death of his father and brother. 
He alleged that the father died from 
pneumonia, and his brother from '' some 
intestinal trouble." These answers, 
the defendant organization says, were 
"incomplete, false and untrue" state­
ments, and the bylaws of the order pro­
vide that in case a false answer is given 
in an insurance application, the policy 
is void. It is probable that the case

Rai lway earnings test i fy to a heavy traffic, 
w i th gains over a year ago, and car shortages 
are a feature in widely separated sections. 
Among the industries the fee l ing is opt imist ic , 
notably in iron and steel , coal, lumber and kin­
dred l ines. Money is more/'active. 

Generally speaking, the fee l ing In trade and 
industry i s optimist ic , the only drawbacks noted 
being that manufacturers are confronted wi th 
prospective high costs of production, and the 
prevailing western drought renders the outlook 
lor the winter w h e a t crop unfavorable at pres­
ent.

Reichstag Will Ask Government to In­
troduce Bill. 

Berlin, Dec. 3.—The reichstag after 
two days' debate, yesterday adopted a 
resolution asking the government to in­
troduce a bill for the protection of the [ tvrln cities operated, 
middle commercial classes against great 
accumulations of capital m the retail 
trade. The resolution contemplates a 
further extension of the law against un­
fair competition and the regulation of 
closing sales so as to prevent bogus ad­
vertisements and also seeks a remedy 
against the hardships caused by sales on 
the installment plan. 

Finally, the resolution demands the 
prohibition of government officials, in 
eluding army and navy officers, from 
running co-operative department stores. 

Defense in Elevator Insurance Oases 
Will Set Up Fraud. 

GRAND FORKS, N. D.—Slow progress i s be­
ing made In the United States court in the case 
of the Farmers' Independent Elevator company 
against the Hartford Fire Insurance company. 
The action w a s brought to recover $6,500, repre­
sent ing an Insurance of $1,500 on an elevator 
located a t Denbigh, and $4,500 on the grain 
stored therein. The building burned about a 
year ago, and the four insurance companies de­
cl ined t o settle, the loss. An Insurance of $21,000 
w a s carried, and actions were brought against 
the four companies. The present case is the 
first of the ntimber to be tried, and every Inch 
of the w a y i s being stubbornly fought by the 
A. t to rii cy 8 

The case of the plaintiff w a s finished yes­
terday afternoon, and in opening the defense 
the attorney of the insurance companies inti­
mated that one of the main points that i t was 
expected t o bring out would be that of fraud. 
The efforts of the defense so far In the case 
have been directed toward showing that a por­
t ion of the grain could have been saved after 
the fire by proper handling. I t i s also said it 
wi l l be shown that there w a s an excess of 

f rain receipts over the amount of grain in the 
uilding, and that some of the names to whom 

t i cket s were issued are of persons who have 
never l ived in or near Denbigh. Edwards, Wood 
& Co. held the policies for $21,000 insurance as 
collateral for money loaned, and appear as the 
real plaintiffs . Judge Amldon adjourned court 
yesterday 'evening until Monday morning. I t 
i s not l ike ly that the case w i l l reach the jury 
before the middle of the week. 

The defense of the four insurance companies 
Interested i s practically the same, and i t i s 
l ike ly that the decision of this case wi l l dis­
pose of the other three.
