This inquiry will be for the purpose
of allowing representatives of the meat
packers to appear and make any state-
ment they desire, and is also to afford
a means by which any person who has
information regarding the operations of
the trust may be heard. . .

Commissioner Garfield originally in-
tended conducting the hearing in per-
son, but it is possible this plan may

be ehanged. )
The commissioner is absent on_ a short
vacation snd will not return for a week,

and it is possible some other official
may be detailed to conduet the inquiry.

The reports of the five or six special
agents of the bureaun of corporations,
who investigated the beef trust, are in
the possession of the bureau of corpora-
tions. Expert accountants are now going
over the mass of figures which the in-
vestigators collected and are putting
them in shape for the use of the com-
missioner.

In the beef trust investigation some
pf the specianl agents had under their
tharge a dozen or more stenographers
and accountants. This gave rise to the
report that some twenty or thirty men
were engaged in the investigation. The
stenographers were to make transeripts
of matters which the investigators be-

lieved would be of value to the govern-
ment, while the expert accountants
were to cover the books of the various

coneerns investigated.

All the time there has been ex-
pressed by President Beckwith at least
a hope of a reimbursement of the bank’s
loan to Mrs. Chadwick, but so far as
known no remittance has been received.
President Beckwith has been in a
state bordering on ?hvsacal collapse for
nearly a week, and for the last three
or four days he has been confined to his
bed. He has expressed the most regret
over the outcome of the bank’s dealings
with Mrs. Chadwick, but has given mno
intimation as to why such at sums
of money have been loaned from the
bank to Mrs. Chadwick.

Refuses to Explain.

When asked to explain how the trans-
actions were brought about, Mr. Beck-
with deelined to make any statement
and contented himself with assuring his
questioners that he was hopeful of a
i!ettlemcut in full of Mrs. Chadwick’s
oan.

The warrants on which Beeckwith and
Spear were arrested charge them with
violation of the federal banking laws.

Now that the ecrisis has come, the
depositors of the closed bank evince a
feeling of relief, because, as one of
them said today:

‘We will now know the truth con-
cerning the condition of affairs at the
bank.’

On the other hand, many of the de-
positors declare that the arrest of Beck-

there are no securities in the bank to
cover the loans made to Mrs. Chadwick
and as a result the depositors will lose
everything.

MRS. CHADWICK'S GIRLHOOD

Posed as Heiress, Tried as Forger, Ac-
quitted as Insane,
New York Bun Special Bervice.

Toronto, Ont., Dee. 5—Mrs, Chad-
wick’s maiden name was Betsy Bigley,
she was born at Eastwood, on a little
farm owned by her father, Daniel Big-
ey. He was a man of only moderate
means, but brought up "his eight
children, six girls and two sons, well.
They were all given good schooling, and
were always well dressed. This was
about forty-seven years ago.

There was mnothing particularly un-
usual about the daughter Elizabeth, un-
til she had reached young womanhood.
| She came and went much as other girls,
| tho she exhibited peculiarities at school.
e first came into notice in 1878, when
she called at a barbershop in Brantford
and asked to have her hair, which was
hanging over her shoulders, cut off. This
hdaving been done, she asked for a false
moustache, and when at length she
sought to raise money on a gold chain,
the police were called in, She was
taken home by her father.

Her peculiarities were
more manifest.

soon made
She was in the habit

of carrying a card on which were the
words ‘‘Miss Bigley, heiress to
$15,000.’

Supported by this role she made many
expensive purchases. She bought $250
worth of dry goods with a note indorsed
by a wealthy farmer. She also pur-
chased an organ, giving her note in
part payment.

‘When her note came due, she did not
meet, it, but gave another note, made by
the late Reuben Kipp of Woodstock as
|séeurity.. This ‘proved a forgery, and
landed her in jail. She stated there
she was born 1n Strathroy in 1856. Her
trial took place in the spring of 1879,
After her acquittal on the ground of in-
sanity she left Woodstock.

Her whereabouts for the next few

ears were unknown to those who ha
Znovrn her in Woodstoeck. She seeme
to have & mania for travel, and her
visita to her home were of short dura-
tion. . :
