Crookston, Minn., Dec. 10.—A revolt In the 

Polk county jail has just come to light, as 
the authorities have guarded it with the great­
est care. The ringleader was Paul Hasweil, 
a self-confessed horsethief, who was taken to 
Stillwater last evening by Sheriff Sullivan. 

Haswell evolved a plan for a jail delivery 
and secured the co-operation of nearly all of 
the thirty inmates. All of the prisoners bnt 
Joseph Guilmette, the alleged murderer, were 
turned in the corridor for a few minutes by 
Jailer Jerome, who was alone at the time. 
When they were ordered back to their cells 
they went rather reluctantly, except Haswell, 
who made some pretense to delay matters, and 
when Jerome turned his back for an Instant 
lie sprang at him from behind, secured a 
strangling hold upon his throat and soon had 
him flat on his back on the floor. 

The life was slowly being choked from Je­
rome when he bethought himself to kick on the 
floor, which is of steel. He succeeded In mak­
ing such a racket that Sheriff Sullivan, who 
was in the building, was attracted by it. and, 
going to the main door, looked thru the peep­
hole and saw Jerome with Haswell choking 
hiin. He put his revolver thru the hole, but, 
^iot feeling safe in shooting for fear of hit­
ting the wrong man, he called to Haswell, 
threatening to shoot. Haswell lost his nerve, 
and In an instant Jerome had broken his hold 
and. staggering to the door, succeeded In un­
locking it. Sullivan overpowered Haswell, who 
fought like a maniac, and finally pushed him 
into his cell. Later he was placed in solitary 
confinement. 

A saw had been smuggled into Haswell's 
cell in some way, but he had evidently made 
no effort to use it. A leadpipe, however, was 
there, and it is thought it was his intention 
to brain Jerome if the opportunity offered. 
Haswell is a desperate character. After he has 
served his present term it is likely he will 
be brought back here and charged with break­
ing into the Northern Pacific express office.

Died from N a t u r a l Causes, Altho Twice

FERGUS FALLS. MINN.—A message from 
I'erham -today announces the death of Hermnn 
Schwartz, a well-known farmer, from kidney-
trouble.

Traffic Was Far Heavier Than Ex­
pected, Except by a Few Well-Posted 
Men at Duluth—Cleveland Concerns 
Are Talking of 30,000,000 Tons in 
1905. _ _ _ _ _ _ _

Duluth, Minn., Dec. 10.—Iron ore shipments for! 

the year are over and the total is about 21,000,-;) 
000 tons. This is far above what has been ex-: 
pected by all but a few well-posted men a t the 
head of the lakes, and is from 6.000,000 to 7,000,-
000 tons more than Cleveland interests stated as • 
the probability in the spring. These interests are; 
about as far off on probabilities for the coming: 
year now as they were then for 1904. They talk 
a total for 1905 of 30,000,000 tons, which is a t ; 
least 3,000,000 too high. 

I t may be conservatively figured that the busi­
ness of the coming year will vary from 26,000,-
000 to 27,000,000 gross tons. Mines can do more, 
and railroads and ships can care for more, but 
most of the ore men have gained some vyisdom 
.by experience and are not willing to load up 
receiving ports with a greater tonnage than can 
be well handled; and they will so avoid the break 
later that is sure to follow excessive movements. 

Shipments for the year by various large inter­
ests have been rounded up. The United States 
Steel corporation sent from its Menominee range 
mines 1.040,000 tons; from its Gogebic range 
mines 1,084,000 tons; .from its Vermillion mines 
1,300,000 tons; from its Marquette mines 1.1G7,-
000 tons; from Its Mesaba mines 6,323,000 tons. 
This corporation shipped a grand total of about 
11,000,000 gross tons, for a few of its mines were 
at work when these figures were gathered. In 
addition the corporation has -interests' in such 
mines as Pewabic. Biwabik, Mahoning, Union 
and the like, that bring its receipts of ore to a 
higher figure. ' 

The Corrigan-McKinney shipments were 2,500,-
000 tons; those of Pickands, Mather & Co. were 
1,042,000: Cleveland Cliffs were about'the same; 
Mahoning were 707,000, Biwabik 650,000 tons; 
Republic Iron & Steel company 350,000 tons and 
various other concerns larger .and smaller, the 
remainder. 

Buy More Rolling Stock. 
In addition to increasing dockroom and buying 

$1,100,000 worth of steel cars, the two railways 
in this city owned by the Steel corporation have 
just contracted for ten large locomotives. These 
improvements amount to $2,000,000 and will fit 
out the roads for a much heavier business than 
ever before. It is the intention of the Duluth, 
Missabe & Northern, which still has several 
thousand wood ore cars, to replace them as fast 
as possible, probably most of them the follow­
ing winter, with steel. 

The charcoal furnace at Boyne City. Mich., 
which is an old St. Ignace plant removed, re­
modeled and enlarged, is to blow in in a few-
days. I t now has a capacity for fifty tons of 
charcoal pig daily, and is supplied with fuel 
by a chemical works that is a branch of a num­
ber of timber and lumbering concerns of that re­
gion.

MONTANA 
M E S S E N G E R GROUP SOLD 

Cleveland Syndicate P a y s $100,000 for 
Mines in Helena Distr ic t . 

HELENA, MONT.—A Cleveland, Ohio, syn­
dicate has purchased the Messenger group of 
mines, twenty miles from Helena. The con­
sideration is understood to have been $100,-
000. There are twenty-one claims in the group, 
from one of which large values were taken 
out. On the other claims there Is an Immense 
body of low-grade free and cyanidlng gold ore. 
The new company will immediately begin work, 
and a thirty-stamp mill and cyanide plant will 
be installed. The main vein of the property 
is an immense dyke, similar to the Treadwell 
(Alaska) mine. 

The Great Northern railroad has announced 
a new ore tariff, which, it- is believed, will 
greatly stimulate mining in certain sections 
of northern Montana. The new rates do not 
uffeet higli-grade ores, but make a sufficient 
reduction between Neihart and the Helen* 
smelters on those of lower values to enable 
many owners of claims to work their prop­
erties at a profit. Thus, wbile the tariff a 
ton on ore running more than $25 a ton is 
$2.50. but $1.50 will be charged on $15 product. 

Canoll. Martin & Slzer of Helena, who re­
cently purchased the Moonlight mine in Madi­
son county, have struck a good-sized vein of 
shipping ore which runs $120 a. ton in gold, 
smelter returns on the initial shipment. 

There is unusual activity in the Cataract 
copper district, near Basin. Work is being 
done on many claims with most promising out­
look. The copper smelter will soon be ready 
for operation. The railway has been graded 
for two miles. The Pittsburg & Montana com­
pany is shipping ore which averages $40 a 
ton. principally In the red metal. Shipments 
from the Carbonate Chief have run as high 
as $1,900 a car. 

High-grade gold ore has been struck in the 
Black Jack claim, near Corbin, under bond to 
Helena capitalists. A three-foot vein was en­
countered In the crosscut twenty feet from the 
shaft.

Several rich stringers have been cut in the 
Whltlatuh-Union mine, at one time Montana's 
chief gold producer, but which has been Idle 
for many years. It is expected the main vein 
will be reached within sixty feet more of 
crojsscutting and the property again estab­
lished as a dividend payer. The new shaft is 
down 400 feet.
