Extension Difficulties.

Pierre, S. D.. Dec. 10.—C. D. Crouch, I 

at present at the head of the Wyoming,?^ 
Dakota & Missouri River railway, was 
in this city yesterday and was pleased 
with the ' supreme "court proceedings 
which quieted his title to that proper­
ty. He says: "The money is on hand 
to complete the line as projected, and 
has been ready ever since last spring, 
waiting the outcome of the case in the 
supreme court. The line which con­
nects Mystic, on the Burlington & Mis­
souri River road, and Rarjid City, on 
the Elkhorn road, and which is about ' 
twenty-five miles long, is all graded 
but about seven miles, and several 
miles of it is ironed. 

"The rock work, of which consider­
able remains, will be pushed this win­
ter, but it will be necessary to wait 
until spring to complete the earth,; 
grading.'' 

While there is a general belief that • 
this line will be used for an extension 
eastward from the Black Hills to the 
river, Mr. Crouch says there is noth­
ing to be said so far as that proposi­
tion is concerned, but that the line, as 
at present proposed, will be in opera­
tion early next year.
