There is more ac t iv i ty m building, new 
stores are constant ly pu t up, dwelling-
houses a ie buil t southeast and north­
east of the r iver and everything which 
Erophesies progress and prosperi ty is 

ere. ' ' Business is coming back to 
this side of the r i v e r , " said one of the 
leading merchants , and so it is. W i t h 
the continual growth of the univers i ty 
distr ict and i ts ever-increasing popu­
lation, and wi th the many municipal 
improvements , business is bound to b e 
good, and in t r ad ing and business cir­
cles the outlook for the year of 1905 is 
considered the very best . Of the prom­
inent men who have l ived in Eas t Min­
neapolis, none is, perhaps, be t te r 
known than J . H . Chase and Gotlieb 
Schober. Mr. Chase has resided for 
nearly fifty years m Southeast Minne­
apolis, while the Schober family has 
been one of the most prominent resid­
ing in Northeast Minneapolis. 

Gotlieb Schober is president of the 
Phoenix flourmill, and came to New 
York in 1854, and on Feb . 28, 1905, he 
will celebrate the fiftieth anniversary 
of his a r r iva l in the Uni ted Sta tes .

A Southeast Minneapolis Pioneer . 
Jos iah H. Chase claims Minnesota 

his home since 1856, for i t was during 
t h a t j rear t h a t he came to Olmsted 
county, Minnesota. H e took up a claim 
of 160 acres in Mower county and in 
August in 1856 he moved into St . An­
thony, which is now Minneapolis. Mr . 
Chase is a na t ive of Kingston, N . H., 
and was born in t h a t eastern c i ty on 
Sept. 30, 1830. H e spent several yea r s 
in Boston before coming to Minnesota, 
and acquired a thoro knowledge of t he 
dry goods t rade , working in one of t h e 
most up-to-date clothing stored. I t 
was while in Boston t h a t the emigrat ion 
fever for t he western s ta tes took hold 
of the young clerk and he s t a r t ed out 
for Minnesota incnthd fifties. I n t h e 
spr ing following his a r r iva l he pur­
chased, in company wi th S. A. Lewis, 
a stock of boots and shoes, and for sev­
eral months the tw6 men operated a 
shoe shop. A few months la te r t h e 
firm added to the i r a l ready fine stock, 
a n addi t ional stock of general merchan­
dise. A f t e r two^fsfcaars Mr. Chase 
bought out h is pa r tne r and continued 
alone in business. I n 1861 he gave up

t h e d ry goods business depar tment b u t 
continued to deal in shoes and ready-
made clothing. A disastrous fire ruined 
his business, bu rn t out his ent i re stock, 
and forced him to look for new quar­
ters . H e immediately located on Main 
s t reet and in 1873 he erected the busi­
ness bui lding on the corner of Second 
s t reet and^ Central avenue, which he has 
occupied since t h a t t ime ; and where now 
t h e well-known firm of J . H . Chase & 
Son does a splendid business in men ' s 
and b o y s ' furnishing goods. Mr. Chase 
i s t he oldest clothing dealer in the city, 
and has gone t h ru the different stages 
of the development of the E a s t Side. 
His home is on Univers i ty avenue, beau­
t iful ly located, and fac ing the Uni­
vers i ty campus. H e is near ing the fifti­
eth year of his residence in Minnesota 
and has full claim to the t i t l e of being 
a pioneer resident . 

Pushed Growth of Four teen th A v SE. 
C. W. Meneilley. t he Four teen th ave­

nue SE merchant , has been on a perfect 
zig-zag t ra i l on t h a t handsome busi­
ness s t reet , for ever since he opened his 
first store, he has been on a constant 
move from corner to corner, unt i l now 
he is finally set t led in the Meneilley 
block, t he choicest business corner on 
Four th s t reet and F o u r t e e n t h , avenue 
SE. Mr. Meneilley opened the first 
grocery store on Four t een th avenue in 

1886, H i s place, l ike the other four 
places, was small and unpretent ious, 
for a t t h a t t ime t h e populat ion around 
Four teen th avenue was not so numer­
ous as to war ran t ve ry many or very 
large stores. Of the four stores, only 
Menei l ley 's is in existence now; J . P . 
Gilmore rs drugstore, D. F . F e l t ' s meat 
marke t and another grocery firm were 
all in a row. The Meneilley enterprise 
must have been the most successful one, 
as i t has outl ived all the others. Mr. 
Menei l ley 's first store was a t 407 Four­
teen th avenue S E ; from 407 he moved 
to 403. That location did not prove 
suitable. Business increased and de­
manded a larger store, bu t there was 
no other bui lding for the purpose, and 
so the firm of Meneilley had to be sat­
isfied to enlarge i t s Bto're. I n 1889 Mr. 
Meneilley once more caught the im­
provement fever and moved from the 
location he then occupied to 419 Four­
teen th avenue SE. H e remained there 
unt i l about two years ago, when he 
buil t the handsome large block on Four­
teen th avenue and Four th street . 

I n Mr. Meneilley the Univers i ty dis­
t r i c t has one of t he most progressive 
business men, and one who is constant­
ly interes ted in the promotion of in­
te res t s of t h a t locali ty. A t t h e t ime 
he commenced business there , t he out­
look was far from encouraging. Peo­
ple had become accustomed to go 
across the r iver for every th ing good in 
the grocery line. Bu t Mr. Meneilley, 
af ter discovering t h a t t he sale of pecks 
of potatoes , l aundry soap and keroseue 
oil was not sufficient to bui ld up his 
business, set to work and furnished the 
bes t to his customers. The effect was 
quite magic. Fa i r housekeepers af ter a 
short t ime were perfect ly wil l ing to be 
weaned from the stores across the 
r iver , t he cooks found the place de­
l ightful to t r ade , for the best in every 
line and always a t t en t ive and courte­
ous t r ea tmen t worked wonders, and to­
day Mr. Meneilley holds a complete 
monopoly and is k ing in his distr ict . 
The store is one of the finest a r ranged 
and is kep t immaculately clean. Mr. 
Meneilley himself keeps his eyes on 
the smallest detai l per ta in ing to the 
merchandise. F rom nine to fourteen 
men a re employed off and on, as the 
season demands. The groceries, fancv 
stuff and greengoods are all kep t in 
separa te cases p j e t t i l y a r ranged in the 
store. The store proper is 44 b y 55 
feet and has 60 feet of p la te glass 
front windows. Mr. Meneilley was in­
s t rumenta l in the movement for the 
pav ing of Four t een th avenue SE , and 
ma t t e r s demanding the generous sup­
por t of citizens in teres ted in further­
ing the municipal in teres ts a re a lways 
generously supported b y him.

E a s t Minneapolis is for tuna te to b e 
under the protect ion of six splendidly 
equipped fire s tat ions, and the praise 
of t he men who have r isked thei r l ives 
over and over again to pro tec t l ives 
•and proper ty from the ravages of flames 
cannot be sung too often. The close 
vicini ty of t h e milling dis tr ic ts , large 
lumber ya rds and factories make i t ab­
solutely impera t ive t h a t the best means 
of combat t ing wi th fire should be a t 
hand. I t is a relief to know t h a t the 
men in charge of t h e companies have 
stood the tes t and have gained t h ru al­
most a life service experiences to cope 
wi th almost any calamity. There is a 
pension fund for all firemen who have 
been in the service for twen ty years 
and over, and who have reached the age 
of 50 years . While not all a re 50 years 
old, there a re a grea t number who a re 
r e a r i n g the twen ty y e a r s ' service limit, 
or who have a l ready passed i t . The Bix 
enginehouses of the Eas t depar tment 
of t he c i ty a re on Main s t ree t and 
Thi r teen th avenue NE* s ta t ion 2; on 
Seventh s t reet SE and E igh th avenue, 
s ta t ion 9; on Pr ince s t reet , one block

houses are m o d e m in equipments, and 
everybody famil iar wi th the workings 
of a fire engine appreciates the fact 
t h a t i t t akes less t h a n one minute for 
chemicals, aook and ladder, horses and 
men to make an exit from the engine-
houses. 

Capta in Wil l iam Treager of the hook 
and ladder company No. 2, has been in 
the service of the Minneapolis fire de­
pa r tmen t for nineteen years and an­
other y e a r ' s service will ent i t le him to 
the pension as fa r as t ime is concerned, 
al tho he will not reach t h e required 
golden age of 50 for another few 
years . H e joined the volunteer fire 
depar tment in 1876, he was wi th the 
call depar tment when i t was organized, 
and in 1886 he was promoted to be cap­
ta in and assigned to du ty w i t h t ruck 2. 
Dur ing his long service wi th t h e depart­
ment, Capta in Treager has had numer­
ous calls to show w h a t courage and 
pluck means in a calamity. Captain 
Treager repor t s an increase in t h e fires 
on t h e east s ide of t h e ci ty. L a s t year 
the re were 136 fires and up to t h e pres­
ent t ime the* company has been called 
out to 181 fires. There are twenty- two 
men in the company. Oaptain Hamil­
ton, who, w i t h his company, ^occupies 
t h e quar te r s on Pr ince street , has been 
wi th engine company No. 11 since 
1887.. fie is another of the old timers. 

W. H. TREAGER,

having been in the service since 1885, 
when he was first appointed b y Chief 
Stetson.

Captain Sidney B . Wilson has been in 
the business since he was a lad of 
scarcely twen ty years . Dur ing his early 
days he changed about from the fire 
depar tment to a grocery store, b u t the 
call to join the r anks of t he b r ave could 
not be 'resisted, and in 1877 he was ap­
pointed dr iver of hose car t No. 1.

A famil iar figure to the residents of 
Eas t Minneapolis, by reason of his long 
connection wi th the' fire depar tment , is 
Captain Henry H . Thompson of engine 
company No. 15. He 3oined the de­
pa r tmen t in 1882, served a t chemical 
engine No. 1 under Captain Henry Wil­
liams. He was l ieu tenant of hose com­
pany No. 13, became capta in of chem­
ical No. 5 in 1888. From engine 
company No. 13 he was t ransferred to 
chemical No. 1, and he has now been 
wi th engine company No. 15 for over 
five years . 

Captain George Marden is a Minne­
sota boy by b i r t h and was born in St . 
Anthony forty-five years ago. H e was 
appointed t o ' t he depar tment in 1885 
and has a record of hav ing been away 
from the depar tment all those # years 
only five months, and then owing to 
injuries received in fires. H e com­
menced duty wi th engine company No. 
9; for eighteen months he served wi th 
engine company No. 11, and was then 
t ransfer red back to No. 9. F o r six 
weeks he served wi th No. 7; in 1895 h e 
was t ransfer red to company No. 15 as 
captain, and he has now been w i t h t h a t 
company for t e n years . 

Oaptain Edward Thielen of Engine 
Company No. 2, is another Minnesota 
boy, whose life so far has been spent 
in the employ of t h e fire depar tments . 
H e is one of t h e younger capta ins , b u t

H e was la te r 
made l ieutenant of Hook and Ladder 
Company No. 3, from there he ad­
vanced to the position of l ieutenant of 
Hook and Ladder Ko.

H e 
is the only one out of th ree men who 
escaped wi th his life a t t he fal l ing in 
of t he wall a t t he McDonald block fire 
in '95. H e is the son of Captain Thie­
len, one of t he old pioneer firemen who 
was engaged in the dangerous profes­
sion for over th i r ty- three years . 

The benefit which is to be given a t 
t he Metropol i tan thea te r for t h e com­
ing week is for the purpose of increas­
ing t h e relief fund which enti t les fire­
men who have been twen ty years in 
service and who a re over 50 yea rs old, 
to draw a small pension. At t h e pres­
ent t ime the fund is bare ly large 
enough to fill the present needs. Dur­
ing t h e pas t months considerable 
amounts have been pa id out to firemen 
injured and to orphans and widows of 
firemen, al l of which has been a heavy 
dra in on t h e fund.
