Moscow, Dee. 19.—This city was the
‘geene of a revolutionary demonstration
esterday, from noon till nearly eveninsf.
obably 5,000 people actually partic

pated.

The agitators did not suceceed in draw-
ing the workingmen from the factories
into the disturbance, and after many
collisions, the police firing blank vol]egu
and charging with their sabers, the
erowds were dispersed. Many were
wounded and more were arrested. One
[mlicemn.n is reported to have been fa-
ally injured. The authorities knew that
trouble was impending, and had made
special preparations. i

The crowds began to colleet at mid-
day in Tverskaia street, students,
young men and women mixing with the
general public. The thorofare was soon
congested with a mass of moving hu-
‘manity, which converged on Strastni
‘equare, where 3,000 persons assembled,
mapy armed with clubs and carrying

flags,
Policeman Hurt Fatally.

The crowd, singinﬁ; moved toward the
palace of Grand uDke Sergius, the gov-
ernor general of Moscow. The police
attempted to bloek the street, where-
npon the trouble began in earnest. The
erowd broke thru the cordon, and one
policeman was knocked down, and it is
thought he was fatally hurt,

Battalions of policé were brought up
at double quick to reinforce their com-
rades. The mob fought stubbornly, but
finally broke and sought shelter in the
side streets.

Sabre Charges.

Many who broke thru the cordon of
police paraded in side streets in smaller
groups, waving flags and singing. A
crowd of 500 eollected in front of the
theater, where revolutionary flags were
hoisted amid shouts of ‘‘Long live free-
dom.”’

Many shops were turned into hospitals,
where the wounds of both rioters and
police were temporarily dressed.

The workmen held "aloof from the
demonstration, employers having given
them warning that “any participating
would be dismissed. A few onlookers
were hurt.

HOPE FOR PEASANTS

Witte’s Recommendations a 8ign of
Coming Reforms,

St. Petersburg, Dee. 10.—M. Witte,
president of the ministerial counecil, to
whom was confided the task of sifting
communications of representative peas-
ants, landlords and manufacturers, has
completed his work.

His recommendations, which are said
to have the approval of Emperor Nichol-
as and Interior Minister Sviatopolk-
Mirsky, are said to have been adopted
by the commission as the basis of new
laws.

In all points M. Witte’s recommen-
dations amend the emancipation aect
of 1861, by ending the treatment of
peasants as a class apart, giving them a
method enabling them to free them-
selves forever from the soil and
1 ing themselves on an equality with
i ther classes of the population and
removing the restrictions upon initiad
tive enterprises which huve héretofore
crushed out all ambition,

In order to accomplish this he pro-
poses to abolish practically the whole
system of laws applicable to peasants
alone. But he recommends the propa-
gation of laws designed solely for the
peasants’ protection, such as the in-
alienability of communal lands and in-
stitutions.

Girls Declare for Freedom.

A meeting of 404 undergraduate girls
of the medical institute yegterday
passed resolutions of sympathy wit
Sasoneff, who on Dec. 13 was sentenced
to imprisonment for life for the murder
of Minister of the Interior von Plehve.
Another resolution adopted démands lib-
eral reforms. The meeting wound up
with shouts of ‘‘down with autocracy’’
and ‘‘long live freedom.’’

OLD STATE DEBTS
HOLD UP TREATIES

Senate May Not Ratify Arbitra-
tion Conventions with the
Powers,

Mew York Sun Special Service.

Washington, Dec. 19.—Some opposi-
tion is being developed in the senate
to the mumerous arbitration treaties
which will soon come up for ratification.
This has not yet assumed sufficient pro-

ortions to menace these conventions,

ut considerable discussion may be pro-
voked.

A number of senators from southern
states think that if agreements for
arbitration are made with Great Brit-
ain, France and other nations, Euro-
Eeana holding repudiated bonds issued

y southern states might bring up that
matter for adjudication. This idea has
created much uneasiness and the sub-
Jeet will be carefully serutinized before
such senators will consent to ratifica-

10n.
. 1t is doubtful whether any question
involving the eollection of debts in-
curred by the Confederacy or its com-
onent sfates could be hereafter submit-
ed to arbitration. All the treaties thus
far signed explicitly declare that all
future question, except those affecting
the national honor, shall be submitted '
to arbitration. No provision is made
for any matters oceurring in the past, !
Any delay in securing prompt action
on arbitration conventions will prove
embarrassing to the president and
Secretary Hay. All the treaties were
arranged with the understanding that |

One Result o fthe New Soo TLine to
Winnipeg —J. J. Hill Planning to
Extend Merger Lines Into Western

Canada — Favors Repeal of Tariff on
Wheat,

Winipeg, Man., Dee. 19.—The ruling
of Secretary Shaw on the question of
the drawback on wheat is taken here to
mean that henceforth the Western Ca-
nadian farmer will have two markets
for his grain. Tt is considered likely
that from now on Minneapolis will re-
ceive a certain share of the western
Oanadian wheat erop every year. The
millers and grain interests may mot on
the whole be pleased to have any part
of the crop diverted to Minneapolis,
but the farmers are pleased, for while,
of Course, Canadian wheat going to
Minncapo[is to be milled for export
will have its prices regulated by that
of the Liverpool market, just as is the
case with the wheat that goes in the
kernel or flour from here to Liverpool,
still there is likely to be a competition
of buyers that wiil keep down the mid-
dlemen’s profit and tend to kive the
farmer a higher price for his grain
than he would otherwise receive.

It has been hinted that the Cahadian
Pacific would practically nullify the
drawback by fixing rates at such a
roint as to make exportation of grain
o Minneapolis impossible. No doubt
the railway company had a natural de-
sire at first to reserve the long haul for
itself, but with the advent of the Soo
railway into Winnipeﬁi the situation is
radically changed. oreover at this
ime of the year—after navigation has
closed—the Canadian  Pacific must
count on the competition of the Cana-
dian Northern, which having no rail
outlet to the east naturally Fiooks for
all the business it ecan get via the
states when it can no longer send ship-
ments east from its Port arthur termi-
n

It will be recalled that the new Boo
line from Minneapolis to Winnipeﬁ is
laid with eighty-pound steel. ow
eighty-pound steel is not put down on
branch lines. That is the kind of steel
that carries trunk line commerce.
Soo is largely owned and controlled
by the Canadian Pacifie. That great
company did not knowingly permit the
Soo to waste money on eighty-pound

steel and a splendid roadbed merely |

for the purpose of getting into the pas-
senger 'Fra ic between the twin cities
Winnipeg. The officers of the
Canadian Pacific took a look into the
future two or three years ago and made
up their minds that the time was com-
ing when the north and south traffic
would inevitably be a heavy one. They
became convinced that sooner or later
n some way the Minneapolis mills
would be able to draw on the surplus
milling wheat of western Canada.

Bo long as the Canadian Pacific had
no line between Winano;s]and‘ the twin
cities, it was natural that it should
seek to haul ever%_ ound of grain
possible to Fort illiam and store
thru the winter all that could not be
shipped out in the fall. But mow, hav-
ing a line of its own to the twin cities,
it draws revenue from wheat shipments
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going south as well as from those go-
ing east. Moreover, after the wheat
is made into flour and started on its
Journey to Kurope, a very large part
of it will go by the Soo and Canadian
Pacific to Montreal for export. So that
even if there were to be no changes in
the future, it is now to the interest of
the Canadian Pacific at least not to
oppose, even if it should not particu-
larly favor, the shipment of wheat to
the south.

Then, too, the Canadian Paecific has
other interests than those involved in
the mere question of handling the
wheat crop each year. Every dollar
that is invested in western Canada and
every settler who goes into the coun-
try, helps swell the revenue of the Ca-
nadian Pacific; hence that road is like-
ly to favor any policy that will tend
to promote the settlement and develop-
ment of the Canadian west. There is
no doubt that if the Minneapolis and
other American mills were to be in the
market regularly for a share of the
western Canadian wheat erop, that fact
would lead to the best kind of aaver-
tmmﬁ the Canadian west had ever had
in the United States and would un-
doubtedly promote immigration and
the investment of American capital in
western Canada,

But there is still another phase of
the subject, which in the eomplex mesh
of railway politics now makes it to the
interest of the Canadian Pacific railway
not to stand in the way of the exporta-
tion of wheat to the south. A keen con-
test for power is just beginning be-
tween the Hill railway system and the
Canadian Pacifie. The announcement
of the Soo that it intended to build
from Thief River Falls, Minn., to Ken-
mare, N. D.,, right thru the heart of a
rich Great Northern territory, has
aroused the fighting blood of .J. J. Hill.
That magnate has informed his friends
that if the Canadian Pacifie, under the
guésa of the Soo, will insist on invading
the wheat country of the northwestern
states, then the Great Northern can re-
taliate at the same game by invading
the wheat country of western Canada,
A pglance at a map of North Dakota
shows six Great Northern and Northern
Pacific lines leading up to the Manitoba
boundary. It is said here that.Mr. Hill
intends to extend three of these lines
at once into the very heart of the wheat
country of Manitoba and Assiniboia.
The drawback ruling will doubtless
Lasten the building of these lines, Ii.
18 thought, too, that a large business
can eventually be built up in hanling
out wheat for export to Eurone in bond.

More than that, it is said that Mr.
Hill has become convinced that the duty
on wheat should be repealed, and that
all the influences that he and his rail-
way and financial allies can muster, will
be brought to bear to secure the abso-
lute repeal of American duty on wheat.

Canadian wheat is bound to go to
Minneapolis, eventually, the sooner the
Canadian Pacific begins to ‘‘cinch’’ the
business the better for it.

It goes without saying'that western
Carmc%a would weleome the extension of
the Great Northern and Northern Paeci-

[fie lines into Manitoba and Assiniboia.
| Nothing

would do more to hasten the
opulation of the Canadian west than
o have a great, American railway sys-
tem practically interested in this coun-
try. At voresent, the Northern Pacifie
and Great Northern do what they can to

| keep the settlement from going into the

Canadian west. But the moment they
have hundreds of miles of line in the
wheat country of Manitoba and Assini-
boia, they will be as eager as any one
to get Americans to go in and take up
or buy lands.

FEW CHURCHES DEMOCRATIO

Dr. Savage Says Most Are Aristocra-
cies or Monarchies.

New York Bun Bpecial Bervice,

New York, Dee. 19.—‘There is as
much difference between the Pilgrims
and the Puritans as there is between
black and white,’’ said the Rev. Dr.
Minot J. Savage in his sermon on fore-
fathers’ day yesterday in the Chureh of
the Messiah.

‘“Members of our New England so-
ciety apparently have not learned this.
At Plymouth the pilgrims established
the most humane as well as the freest
government then existing on earth.
The Puritans whil:;ped the Quakers,
drove out Roger Williams and burned
witches. The Pilgrims of the May-
flower, to their eternal glory and honor,
never persecuted anybody for religious
opinion,

‘‘The Pilgrims were democrats in
general as well 'as in government. I
am amazed that in this republic, where
we boast of our political equality and
liberty, we are ready only fer aris-
tocracy or monarchy in our ecclesias-
tical affairs. There is hardly a demo-
cratic church in Amerieca. The Bap-
tists, north and south, are democratic:
the Christians, Congregationalists and
the Unitarians are demoecratic. Every
other religious organization in the
country is efther an aristocracy or a
monarchy.?’?

ABOUT ‘“FROSTED WHEAT”

Recent reports of the case of the W. P.
Devereaux company, covering the appli-

cation for a ruling as to duty on frosted |

wheat from Canada, have glven a wrong
impression.

The regular duty is 25 cents a bushel
on wheat, but the Dgvereaux company
contended that when the product is so
poor in quality that it cannot be used
for manufacturing pufposes, it is not
wheat, in the commercial sense. Wheat
80 poor that no miller can use it is avail-
able only for feed, and the question is
whether such wheat should not properly
come in as feed and pay duty accord-
ingly. 1

In taking testimony as to whether such
wheat would germinate if planted it de-
veloped that the company had no inten-
tion of planting it, hence the erroneous
Inference was drawn that it. was to be
used for  manufacturing. Minneapolis
millers have testified that such wheat
could not possibly be so used. Such
wheat can be sold only for feed, hence
the request that it be classified as ‘“‘un-
enumerated manufactured product,’’
