The spirit of Christmas is in the air

Today has
been so busy that in & good many cases
the capacity of the plants for handling
business has been quite unequal to the
demands.

Yesterday Santa Claus began to tak
leave of absence from his duties in
the big stores to attend the Christmas
exercises of the kindergartens and pub-
lic schools, and last night many Sun-
day-school entertainments were bright-
ened by his presence. Tonight he will
need a large corps to aid him in the dis-
tribution of gifts to all the little boys
and girls in Minneapolis; but as his
establishment has never worked more
smoothly, he will make few blunders.

Christinas being a kind of three
days’ continuous performance, will help
but the express -companies and post-
office, and it will give them extra time
for delivery. A package that reaches
}ts destination on Monday will not be

ate.

The prineipal charitable celebrations
are the distribution of basket dinners
going on this afternoon at the Salva-
tion Army headquarters, the Christmas
tree of the Volunteers of America and
the distribution of toys by the Humane
society. The food distribution today
and the dinner for homeless men on
Monday will provide feasts for not less
than 4,000 Feraona, while nearly 1,500
children will be made- happy by gifts
of toys and candy.

Many employers will make gifts to
their employees of turkeys, gloves,
sums of money, ete.

Tomorrow epicurean repasts will be
served at all the hotels and restaurants.
All the public institutions will provide
well for the wants of the physical man,
and that element of good cheer will be
granted to all inmates, worthy or un-
worthy.

WHAT THE MARKET AFFORDS

One downtown market sells a variety
of shellflsh seen nowhere else in town.
They are acallo]:a and bring 70 cents
a quart. Only the muscular part of the
fish is eaten and these pieces removed
are thick cream-colored disks about as
blf as an English walunt. The article
sold in this market is these edible
pieces. Scallops are a delicious fish
and very easily prepared. For a dainty
entree place in shells or ramekins, cover
with white sauce and bread erubs and
brown in the oven, just heating thru.
For Chinese scallops, shred and mix
with three beaten eggs and cook like
scrambled eggs. They may be fried the
same as oysters or stewed and added to
a white sauce with the yolk of an egg.

Shelled clams may be obtained for 40
cents a quart. Little'necks in the shells
are 25 cents and 35 cents a dozen. Many
prefer clams to oysters for a first
eourse and they are certainly an agree-
able change, hey are served exactly
like oysters. Bedded in the ice beside
the mounds of eclams. and the rosy-
shrimps was seen the brilliant white
skin of flounders and haddock, fish not
common in this market. These come un-
frozen and sell for 15 cents a pound.
Both are large filsh suitable for cut-
tmf in steaks. Bullheads at 10 cehts
and Lake Superior trout at 15 cents aro
unfrozen.

The nearest a&;groach to game that
can be purchased is rabbit, and this is
a bit high now, as the lack of snow has
kept down the B}lpgl}". Cottontails are
20 cents and jackrabbits, 45 cents
apiece. )
