The bill will provide for the fixing of
railroad rates by the interstate com-
merce commission subject to an appeal
ito either the federal courts or to a
court to be established to be known as
the court of transportation.

The president announced to them this
morning that it was immaterial to him
which tribunal the appeal should be
taken to so long as something was
done.

In the fixing of rates the interstate
commerce commission is to be permitted
to interfere and determine the rate only
after complaint is made by the shipper
or by the railroad company. It cannot
voluntarily take up the rate question
for settlement, but must wait until
complaint is made.

¢ While the president fa.a not empow-
ered us to go ahead and draw a bill,”’
said Mr. Esch, ‘‘he told us to draw one
up along the fines we suggested to him
and that it would have his approval.
He is thoroly in earnest about the mat-
ter and wants some measure with vi-
tality in it, something that will get re-
sults and will not be either a dead let-
ter law or a gold brick.

While Mr. Bacon would not deny
that he had made the statement, he
gnid he did not believe he had said
such a thing.

To ascertﬁin the exact extent of au-
thority to fix rates, granted the inter-
state commerce commission under the
Cooper-Quarles bill, Mr. Mann asked if
a complaint of a rate might include any
number of rates to different points.
Mr. Bacon held that a complaint rm;;hi:i
and probably would, include all relate
rates. Mr. Mann held that the presi-
dent in his message confined his sugges-
tion to the power to fix ‘‘a rate’’ and
not ‘‘rates in general.”” This was, he
gaid, the all-important effect of the bill.:
To give the commission authority to
make a general reduction was quite
different from authority to fix a par-
tieular rate complained of.

Quibble Over Message.

Mr. Bacon could see no distinction
between ‘‘a rate’’ and ‘‘rates.”’
