E igh t and one-half million pounds of 
sugar is the est imated output of sugar 
a t the Minnesota Beet Sugar company 
mill, St. Louis Pa rk , for the season of 
1904. The crushing period, which 
usually lasts about 100 days and ends 
J a n . 1, will th is year continue about t en 
days longer, marking the season as the 
most successsful in the history of t he 
new industry. The per cent of sugar in 
last yea r ' s beets averaged 15.5, vary ing 
from 14 to 17.75. The quali ty of the 
sugar is "chemica l ly p u r e , " and has 
been pronounced by New York experts 
as the finest on the market . * 

An effort was made last season to cen­
tral ize beet culture in the most product­
ive localities of the s ta te , and th is year 
th is policy will be str ict ly adhered to , as 
it has been found tha t the beets grow 
best in the sandy loam of the 
southern and southwest par t s of the 
s ta te . I n the northeast sections, where 
the ground is more of a gravel, results 
are not so satisfactory.
