The Legislative Inquiry. 
I t is a noticeable fact t h a t t he twin 

cities are not represented on the legis­
la t ive commission which is about to in­
vest igate the rai l road r a t e problem. 
Of the seven members one is from Du-
luth, and the other six from smaller 
cities and villages. 

While the bulk of t h e complaint 
against present ra tes has come from the 
smaller towns of the s ta te , i t is a mis­
t ake to suppose t h a t Minneapolis and 
St. Pau l are not v i ta l ly interested in 
the same direction. The importance of 
the twin cities as d is t r ibut ing centers 
would be increased by a reduction in 
merchandise ra tes pu t t ing th is center on 
a more equal footing wi th Chicago. 
Lower ra tes on grain would mean much 
to Minneapolis as a milling center and 
terminal g r am point. 

The twin cities will b e heard from, 
and the final work of the commission 
will have to go before the ent ire legis­
la ture for review, so t h a t the r igh t s of 
the cities have not been foreclosed. 
There is no necessary conflict between 
large and small cities over th is problem. 
As Governor Johnson pointed out in his 
message, t h e continued prosperi ty of the 

form of adminis t ra t ion in an autocrat ic 
empire.

Drainage System Needed. 
Representat ive Cole's bill se t t ing 

aside $25,000 for a drainage survey of 
northern Minnesota is a measure t h a t 
should have been adopted ten years ago. 
Much money has been wasted in ill-di­
rected efforts. Swamps have been 
drained into s t reams tha t were already 
overflowing other sections. Water has 
been drained from swamps to overflow 
farming lands. 

The fault was not so much in t h e 
drainage commission, as in the law, 
which made them dependent on hearsay 
evidence in deciding where and how to 
construct drainage ditches. I f t he con­
templated survey had been made before 
a dollar was spent on ditches, the money 
expended would all have gone for prac­
t ical purposes. 

The drainage work is just begun. 
There are 2,000,000 acres of s ta te land 
to be reclaimed from swamp in the 
northern counties, and by all means the 
first step to be t aken is to make a sur­
vey of this te r r i tory and secure a re­
port , giving the location and direction 
of the mam ditches needed to drain the 
land. The great area to be surveyed 
is largely along the watershed, from 
which flow streams southward into the 
Mississippi, eastward into the St. Louis 
r iver and the Great Lakes system, and 
nor thward into the Rainy and thence 
t o Hudson bay . The land has so l i t t le 
fall t ha t the water stands the year 
round. Manifestly the drainage of th is 
t e r r i to ry is a mat te r for careful en­
gineering. 

The work of th is survey does not 
conflict wi th further drainage work in 
the Bed River valley and other xolder 
sections of t he s ta te , where surveys 
have now been made and ditches can 
b e mapped out intell igently. 

The adoption of th is system will mean 
much for nor thern Minnesota. I t will 
result in a report to the legislature two 
years from now, on which the actual 
work of reclaiming the vast swamps in 
St. Louis, I tasca, Cass and Bel t rami 
counties can be intell igently taken up.
