he has profited so well by the t ra in ing 
of his employer, H . H. Holmes, t ha t 
lie has already murdered ten women, is 
the belief of the police, formed after 
yes te rday ' s developments. 

The latest link in the chain of 
evidence tha t is piling up is a state­
ment from Mrs. Anna Hendrickson tha t 
she believes she was married to Hock 
a year ago. 

Mrs. Hendrickson told the police yes­
t e rday t h a t a man answering Hock ' s 
description marr ied her in Hammond, 
Jnd., and five weeks la ter deserted her", 
t ak ing with him $500 belonging to her. 

Two detectives yesterday accom­
panied Mrs. Hendrickson to the cot tage 
a t 6440 Union avenue, where Mrs. M a n e 
Waleker Hock died. Here a shoe of 
peculiar formation, worn by Hock, was 
found. ' ' The man who married me un­
der the name of Hendrickson used to 
wear just such a s h o e , " said Mrs. Hen­
drickson. 

I t is believed tha t Hock will be cap-
turned in a few hours, as the police are 
fa i r ly sure of his hiding place. 

L a t e yesterday Mrs. Schmidt told the 
police of having been married to Hock 
%n 1904, and of having been deserted by 
t i m three weeks later . 

Police Inspector Shippy said tha t he 
was in possession of evidence which 
caused him to believe Hock had mur-
ilered a t least ten women. 

" I have learned tha t Hock married a 
woman namved Steinberger ten years 
a g o , " he said. ' ' S h e died suddenly, 
a n d a house and lot which she owned 
were sold by Hock, or 'Hoeche , ' as he 
then called himself, and he moved to the 
South S i d e . " 

That Hoch is an expert chemist and 
may possess knowledge of a secret poi­
son was the declaration of Police In­
spector Shippy, today.

New York, J an . 23.—The New York 
stock market was considerably affected 
today by the news of the outbreak yes­
terday in St. Petersburg. Fi rs t prices 
of the leading speculative issues were 
lower than Saturda3 r 's close to the ex­
tent of a point or more and the gen­
eral tone of the market was weak. 
There did not seem to be any organized 
support to prices. Sentiment was un­
doubtedly very much unsettled by the 
Russian developments. London, where 
late prices for Americans showed very 
material declines, was a heavy seller 
here. 

I t is estimated that 70,000 shares of 
stocks, principally Union Pacific, South­
ern Pacific, Eries, Rock Island and the 
Steel issues were unloaded in this mar­
ket a t the opening. There was prac­
tically no foreign buying to offset this. 
Presumably the large par t of today ' s 
sales was for account of financial and 
banking interests in Par is , Berlin, 
Frankfor t as well as London. 

Broke Wi th Violence. 

Recoveries were reported on the Lon­
don and continental markets before the 
opening here and London professed re­
assurance a t the calm a t t i tude of the 
Par is market and the absence of pres­
sure to liquidate from tha t point, but 
this did not ward off the shock to the 
local market and prices broke with some 
violence. Fi rs t recoveries were beat­
en back by renewed offerings but later 
support became effective and there were 
considerable rallies.

Washington, J an . 23.—After a con­
sultat ion wi th Secretary Hay, the fol­
lowing s ta tement regard ing the situa­
t ion in Santo Domingo was issued b y 
Assistant Secretary Loomis today: 

The Dominican republic, after mature 
consideration of existing conditions, has 
formally and freely invited the govern­
ment of the United States to assist it 
in the administration of its customs rev­
enues and to aid it in putting its fiscal 
system upon a firm and businesslike 
basis. 

The government of the United States, 
having been informed by more than one 
of the great powers that it ought either 
to try to evolve some order out of the 
financial conditions in Santo Domingo, 
or assent to certain European creditors 
of that republic doing this, has deemed 
it advisable, in view of the unfortunate 
financial conditions in Santo Domingo, 
which for the last teii years have been 
growing worse, to accept the invitation of 
the Dominican government, and therefore 
representatives of this government and of 
Santo Domingo have signed a memoran­
dum of a proposed agreement looking to 
American control of fiscal affairs upon 
the request and with the consent of the 
Dominican government. 

Yankee Guarantee. 
The United States proposes to guarantee 

the territorial integrity of the Dominican 
republic. 

I t is not the purpose of this government 
to assume a protectorate over Santo Do­
mingo or to interfere with, or participate 
in, its domestic affairs any further than 
the collection of its customs revenues, 
the necessary revision of its tariff laws 
and the adjustment, thru properly con­
stituted tribunals or commissions, of its 
foreign claims and its economic and 
fiscal organization 'on a sound basis may 
make it essential to do. 

The government of the United States 
does not guarantee the debts of Santo 
Domingo, or agree to provide for the 
payment of them, but only promises to 
try to so organize and adjust the fiscal 
administration of the country that In 
time their liquidation may be accom­
plished automatically, and on a basis of 
equity toward all creditors. 

Menace for America. 
The unfortunate financial condition of 

Santo Domingo more than once in the 
last decade has brought to the United 
States government questions fraught 
with imminent peril. The government of 
the United States could not, with due 
self-respect, allow the impression to 
deepen and gain currency that the Mon­
roe doctrine can be used as a shield by 
American republics to deny Justice to 
other governments. Many foreign claims 
are just, beyond peradventure, and, be­
ing held by citizens of various govern­
ments, the problem became increasingly 
more difficult as to how these claims 
could be satisfied under existing condi­
tions with fair treatment toward al l . , In 
some respects a still mdre embarrassing 
feature of the situation has been that 
the Dominican government has been 
compelled by force to pay grossly exorbi­
tant claims, and the question has arisen 
whether the United States should inter­
pose in such cases. Such interposition 
has never been resorted to perhaps but 
once in our history. 

New York Sun Special Service. 
New York, J an . 23.—The scenes now 

being enacted in and about St. Peters­
burg have had such a near parallel in 
Par i s , t ha t the following description of 
the march of the French mob on Ver­
sailles in 1789, wr i t t en by M. Thiers, 
the French historian, is almost a perfect 
picture of the si tuation in the Eussian 
capi tal : 

*' On Oct. 4 the agi tat ion was greater 
than ever. People ta lked of the depar­
ture of the k ing for Metz, and the ne­
cessity of going to fetch him from Ver­
sailles; they kept an eager lookout for 
black cockades and vociferously de­
manded bread. 

" N u m e r o u s patrols succeeded in pre­
vent ing tumult . The night passed off 
quietly. In the morning of the follow­
ing day crowds began to assemble. The 
women went to the baker shops, for 
there was a want of bread, and they 
ran to the square in which the Hotel de 
Ville was surrounded to complain of i t 
to the representatives of the commune. 
The la t te r had not yet met and a bat ta l ­
ion of the national guard was drawn up 
in the place of the Hotel de Ville. 

" M e n Unfit to . A c t . " 

" A number of men joined these 
women, but they refused their assist­
ance, saying tha t men were unfit to 
act . They then rushed upon the bat­
talion and drove _ i t baqk by a volley 
of stones. At th is moment a door was 
forced open; women poured into the 
Hotel de Ville; br igands with pikes 
hurried in along with them, and would 
have set fire to the building. They 
were kept back, bu t they succeeded in 
t ak ing possession of the door leading 
to the great hall and sounded the 
tocsin. 

" T h e faubourgs were instant ly in mo­
tion. A citizen named Maillard, one

Pe ter M. Kers t of St. Pau l will suc-
seed S. T. Johnson as public examiner 
and superintendent of banks . 

F r a n k N . Stacy of Minneapolis will 
be deputy public examiner, the posi­
tion second to the head of the depart­
ment. 

These appointments were announced 
by Governor Johnson today as " d e ­
cided o n . ' ' They are not made yet, and 
no definite t ime is set for the change 
of administrat ion. The announcement 
is made to end the suspense. Public 
Examiner Johnson will serve unt i l the 
par t icular work he has been engaged 
on—the inquiry into the s ta te audi­
t o r ' s office—has been finished. 

The hew appointment will make no 
change in the policy of t he office. Mr. 
Ker s t is now deputy public examiner 
under Mr. Johnson, and has worked in 
close accord with him during the past 
three years. Much of the actual work 
on the books of the s ta te auditor was 
done by him. 

The future public examiner is a dem­
ocrat, and was appointed to a place 
in the department four years ago by 
E. M. Pope, a t the special request of 
Governor Lind. He had experience as 
a bank official, and on account of his 
efficiency in tha t work was retained 
during the Van Sant and Johnson ad­
ministrations. His appointment is un­
derstood to be very satisfactory to the 
s ta te bankers. I t is also pleasing to 
the friends of the re t i r ing public ex­
aminer. 

F r a n k N. Stacy, named for deputy 
public examiner, is a well-known Min-
neapolitan. He is now holding the po­
sition of pr ivate secretary to Congress­
man Lind. He has been twice demo­
cratic candidate for # city controller, 
and has taken a prominent par t in the 
investigation of municipal accounts, 
disclosing the shortages in the various 
funds.

Mil ler ' s Story. 
H. L . Miller of Chicago and C. E . 

Tollerton of Salem, Oregon, sole Ameri­
can survivors of the recent Yaqui In­
dian massacre of Sonora, Mex., reached 
here tonight on their way to Chicago, 
t ravel ing as an escort with the bodies 
of their four murdered companions, who 
are being taken direct to Chieago. 
Miller is manager of the Yaqui Smelt­
ing and Eefining company, which the 
Sar ty of six had gone to examine, 

[iller says: i 

We had examined the property and had 
started to return. When within thirty-
five miles of the village of La Colorado, 
both /stage coaches were attacked by 
seventy-five well-armed Yaquls. who had 
concealed themselves among the rocks 
and in the brush beside the trail. Altho 
we were armed we were taken complete­
ly by surprise and but little resistance was 
offered. At the first volley a Mexican 
driver and John J. MaaKenzie, who rode 
in the foremost coach, fell, both dead or 
mortally injured. The survivors hastily 
alighted and I dodged among the brush, 
calling to my friends to run for their 
lives. I saw Dr. R. C. Coy of Chicago 
make a heroio stand in the open and fire 
several shots a t the Indiana, but the 
next moment he fell with a bullet in his 
abdomen. I saw no more, but left afoot 
as rapidly as possible and was joined by 
the surviving Mexican driver. "We reached 
a ranch eight miles distant and gave the 
alarm. I was afterwards joined by Tol­
lerton, who had escaped to the village of 
Cobachi, ten miles distant.
