THE CONVENTION NOW IN PROG-
RESS PROVES LIVELY.

New Ideas Are Being Worked Out for
the Use of a Material as Old as Civ-
ilization—Theorists and Practical
Men Meet in the Convention Discus-
sions. - : .

They listened eagerly to the talks
made and the discussions which fol-
lowed were 8o lively and Bo persistent
that the chairman had to invoke a clo-’
ture rule to permit other papers on the
program to be read.

The discussions showed' the benefits
of the convention in bringing the men
of theory and the men of practice to-

ether in the discussion of topies near
the hearts and pocketbooks of both.

The first paper read this morning
was on the ‘‘Coloring of Conerste,’’ by
J. P. Sherer of Milwaukee. The lively
discussion whieh followed was led by
Richard L. Humphreys, a Philadelphia
civil engineer and president of the na-
tional association of cement users.

Mr. Sherer said that after seven or
eight years’ experimenting he had
demonstrated that econcrete could be
colored, but econfessed that the coloring
detracted from its strength, altho not
to a great degree. A stronger color
than' the one desired must be infused,
as the. conerete bleached it. K At

‘The consensus was that coloring
should not be used where the supreme
stréngth of the concrete was ‘needed.

A paper by Professor Frank H. Con-
stant of the University of Minnesota
on ‘“Aims and Scope of Laboratory

' INSURANCE DEPARTMENT.

T. D. O'Brien: Will Not Serve Unless

! Salary Is Raised to $5,000—He Says
Fees Now Go to Departnient, but Law
-Should Be Changed Converting Them
to State Treasury. |

=

Insurance Commissioner T. D.
O’Brien issued a statement today defin-
ing his position. He says that under
the present law the fees for valuation
of policies do not go to the state, but

the office on a straight salary basis.

A strong effort will be made' to in-
crease the salary to $5,000. It is now
$2,600, and it is undestood. that Mr.
O Brien will not remain on that salary.
He is giving up a large law practice.
A bill to be mtroduée(f will grant him
$5,000, and also allow a salary for the
-actuary to x_na.ke_tka examipations, '

. Mr. O’Brien’s statement -is substan-
tially as follows: _ 3

My position seems to be misunderstood.
I belleve the department -will be more effi-
clent and tHe commissjoner more indepen-
dent and better able to give his best at-
tention to the duties if the compensation,
whether by salary or fees, is clearly and
definitely fixed by law at a reasonable and
fair amount, and that everything above
that amount thould be pald to the state.

‘The valuation of (he policies of a life

insurance company is. a matter of great
Importance, and no company can be fully
and theroly examined without such valu-
ation. If such valuations are to be made
it Is absolutely necessary that actuarles
be emploved t0 make them. The state
might provide to pay such actuaries and
then have the fees charged for the work
turned into the treasury.

Under the statutes of this state, aa
they stand now, the state is entitled to no
part of the fee paid by the company to
the actuary for such valuations. I can-
not see that my. predecessor, Mr. Dearth,
is subject to the slightest criticism be-
cause the actuarial fees collected from in-
surance companies for wvaluing policles,
during the past four years, were not
turned in to the state treasurer; in fact,
under the law, I do not see how such
a course could have been adopted.

With laws providing for an efficient
force, adequately paid, and In addition
providing for certain. additlonal fees
which I think should be charged and
turned in to the treasurer, I believe the
state can receive a larger net revenue from
the office than it ever has before, and that
is saying 'a good deal, as during the year
1304 there was collected and turned over
to the state thru this department $303,-
755.94, that being the total amount of tax-
es and fees collected, while the total cost
to the state was $10,378.96.
