Better Flour Inquiry and Firmer 
Prices—Gossip of the 

Grain Trade. 

' Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Jan. 26 — 
Improvement In cash demand w a s an important 
influence for strength today. All the cash stuff 
Bold better and millers wanted the No. 2 wheat 
especially, for while that grade Bold yesterday 
around $1.08%, with the May option $1 14%, It 
6old todav at about $1 0»%, when May v^a* 
$1 14%. Other grades showed relatively greater 
s trength. Receipts here were also l ighter and 
firm foreign maike t s were a help, but mainly 
It w a s the cash wheat that helped the market. 
Jthe movement into Minneapolis turned lighter, 
comparatively, and after about ten successive 
days of excess receipts over a year ago there 
w a s decline today. I t was only 35 cars less , 
twit i t proved a great encouragement to the bulls . 
•The figures were 210 cars against 243. Reports 
from the country are not uniform. Some line 
houses in North Dakota are doing a fair business 
for the season and are taking in every day as 
much wheat as ordinarily. Other houses are 
doing nothing and their managers admit that 
there is not much back In the country. The 
bulk of the wheat received in Minneapolis in the 
past few days has come from country houses, 
and country stocks should show a big decrease on 
Feb. 1. At Duluth 21 cars were in today, com­
pared with 81, and Chicago had 12 against 28. 
•The Kansas City comparison w a s again ex­
tremely bullish, only 15,000 bu against 113,000, 
whi le St . Louis had 16,000 against 49,000. 

The Price Current takes a favorable v iew of 
the w l n t c wheat outlook, says the reports con­
t inue favorable and that the plant Is In position 
to withstand hard freezing. 

Favorable cash grain and flour trade reports 
came from Duluth, and from N e w York, Toronto 
and Montreal. Duluth sold soma w h e a t to the 
east and some flour also. Corn Is on an export 
basis and is moving out of the country thru 
Kew York. New Orleans, Balt imore and other 
ports A wire from New York reported sales 
of 344,000 bu corn for export a t the seaboard, 
part of the business done late Tuesday. The 
total included 100,000 bu sold a t N e w York to 
Portugal for early shipment.

New York, Jan. 26.—Some restriction in the 
volume of bubii.ess of the Stock Exchange oc­
curred at the opening today, owing to the disar­
rangement of the transportation and telegraph 
faci l i t ies . Higher prices prevailed, especially 
for the coalers, Amalgamated Copper, St . Paul 
and the Pacifies, but the gain did not exceed 
fractional l imits . North-Western opened 8!4 
higher and Chicago Fuel a point. 

The failure of the opening advance to dislodge 
any large offerings encouraged the room traders 
to bid prices up more energetically. Purchase 
continued in moderate volume, but the demand 
w a s very diversified and there were a few specu­
lat ive favorites that did not figure in the Wise to 
a substantial extent .
