President Declares Tariff and Cur-
rency Questions Are of Minor
Importance,

|New York Sun Special Service,

_Washington, Jan. 27,—‘Questions
like the tariff and the currency are of
literally no consequence whatsoever
compared with the vital question of
having the unit of our social life, the
home, preserved,’’ declared President
Roosevelt yesterday in addressing it.
Rev. William C. Doane, bishop u% Al
bany, and a committee of the inter-
church conference on marriage .and di-
voree, which called to confer with him
as to some of the results of their delib-
erations,  Bishop Doane, speaking for
the committee, had :lelivere«.rn brief ad-
dress to the president in which the lat-
ter replied:

““There is a certain tendency to exalt
the unessential in dealing with our pub-
lic questions, and public men especially
are ai)t to get their attention concen-
trated on questions that have an im-
portance, but a wholly ephemereal im-
Pnrtnnce compared with the questions
hat go straight to the root of things.
It is impossible to overstate the im-
portance of the eause you represent.

““If the average husband and wife ful-
fil their duties tfoward one another and
‘toward their children as Christianity
|teaches them, then we may rest abso-
lutely assured that the other problems
will solve themselves. But if we have
{solved every other problem in the wisest
|possible way, it shall profit us nothin
(1f we have lost our own national soul,
{and we will have lost it if we do not
have the question of the relations of the
family put upon the proper basis.

““So far as in me lies all will be done
to co-operate with you toward the end
that you have in view."’

NEW HOMESTEAD
BILL IN FAYOR

Public Lands Committes-of House
Approves Measure with Sev-
eral Amendments.

By W. W, Jermane.

Washington, Jan. 27.—The house
publie lands committee today ordered
a favorable report on the Martin 640-
acre homestead bill, with amendments
su ted by the author and others.

he amendments provide that the
land shall extend not more than oune
any stream; that where an
entry under the gouarai homestead law
has not passed to patent the settler
shall have the right to relinquish his
smaller entry amF take an enlarged
homestead under this act; that auny
former entrymay, whose entry was
made prior-to Jan. 1, 1905, and whose
entry shall be enlarged by an addition-
al entry to make his entry equal G40
acres, shall have preference to right of
entry for thirty days after the passage
of the act, and that euntrymen shall
make proof at the end of five years of
improvements of the value of $1.50 an
acre instead of $1.25 an acre has been
made, such improvements to be of the
value of at least 30 cent an  acre
yearly.

A new paragraph, intended to safe-
guard the interests of bona fide settlers
was added as follows:

The provisions of this act are for the
benefit of actual settlers and home-build-
ers upon the public lands of the United
States and their families. If any home-
stead entry under this act shall be taken
or held under a contract with the interest
of any corporation or person other than a
homestead entry man, or in case an en=
tryman shall fail to establish and maintain
continuous residence upon the land cov-
ered by his entry, the same may be can-
celled by or under the direction of the
secretary of the interior. ]

Dr. Countryman Interviewed.

Dr. George. E. Countryman, who is the only
physician of the name who lives here or has
lived here at any time, was surprised and indig-
nant at the use made of his name by the Chi-
ecago publication, and prowounced the whole artl-
ele a fake of the most gross description. He
lad never at any time been interviewed by-a rep-
resentative of the yellow journal; had never au-
thorized the publieation of the article; has never
made eaperiments along the line mentloned in
the story; bad never seen, much less signed, the
statement to which hls slguature was published,
and in fact knew absolutely nothing of the
whole affair untll he was shown the article by a
local newspaper man after the paper contalnlng
it had reached Aberdeen. .

. Countryman 1s a prominent citizen and phy-
sleian of Aberdeen. The article has aroused in-
tense Indignation the | le of Abeérdeen
who have seen it, as they conslder it an insult
to one of the town's mmost prominent and respect-
ed cltizens.

TROOPS FIRE.QON TOILERS

Thirty Workmen Shot.Down in Riga,
but Other Citles Are Quiet.

London, Jan. 27.—A dispatch to Reu-
ter’s Telegram company from Riga
confirms the previous announcement of
a collision there between strikers and
troops. Thirty workmen were killed
or wounded and a substitute chief of
police and two soldiers were mortally
wounded.

The encounter oceurred near Tukk-
dum railroaid station.; The strikers at-
tacked the troops and attempted to
disarm thém, when the order was given
to fire. :
