Two Important Measures on the Water 
Question—A Bill to Get After the 
Traveling Medical Grafters Who Get 
Promissory Notes—The Free High 
School Privilege Abuses to Be Rem­
edied. 

Bpaolml to The Journal. 
Pierre, Jan. 80.—The arrest of Tom Taubinan, 

editor of the Plankinton Herald, in Sioux Falls,, 
for an alleged libel upon Fred T. Stevens, com­
mitted in hin Plankinton newspaper, has for 
many months been a constant source of comment 
in the state press, the usual opinion being that 
it is unfair to call a publisher a long distance 
from his home to answer to a charge of libel. 

The session of the State Editorial association 
considered the matter and resolved to secure 
legislation If possible making the offense triable 
only in the county where the newspaper is print­
ed. To this end Senator Rice has introduced a 
bill intended to settle the proposition. 

The Water Question. 
It is noteworthy and an impressive comment 

upon the extent and varied Interests of South 
Dakota that two of the most important measures 
before this session relate respectively to irri­
gation and drainage. Representative Kehm face­
tiously remarks that "It Is an effort to carry 
water upon both shoulders." 

To License Solicitors. 
The people have been much imposed upon by so. 

licitors for. imaginary benevolent institutions, 
and two years ago the managers of the Chil­
dren's Home secured the passage of a bill provid­
ing that all solicitors' for benevolent institutions 
Bhould first secure a license from the state board 
of charities. This bill was vetoed by Governor 
Herreid, as freak legislation, but the Home man­
agement is still urgently pressing for it, and 
Representative Parmley has reintroduced the 
measure. 

', A Militia Resolution. 
Mr. Hayward has introduced a resolution pray­

ing congress to apportion supplies to state mili­
tia on the basis of "the number of men in the 
ranks, and hot upon the population of the states. 
South Dakota is maintaining a relatively 
large establishment, but gets less aid than many 
states of large population which have scarcely 
any militia at all. There Is a sentiment that 
South Dakota has rather overdone the military 
business. 

The Board of Health. 
A small deficiency appropriation for the board 

of health was introduced. This deficiency arose 
from the fact that the board was reorganized 
by the last legislature, when the medical exam­
iners' law was passed, and a small provision 
was made for it id the general appropriations 
bill, which went into effect July 1, but no provis­
ion was made for the period prior to July 1, 
1903. , . 

'After the Grafters. 
In the house Holman introduced a bill of in­

terest to the medical fraternity. It makes It a 
misdemeanor for a doctor to take a promissory 
note iff consideration of a contract to treat 'a 
patient, or to furnish medicines, unless the ser­
vice Is already rendered, or the medicine deliv­
ered. This is Intended to cut off a class ot> gratt­
ers who travel thru the country working upon 
the credulity of persons afflicted with chronic 
diseases and entering into contracts to cure the 
ailment and taking a note for the stipulated 
amount qf the fee. After that the note is 
disposed of and the "doctor" does as he sees 
fit about "curing the ailment." This has been 
a most profitable industry in some localities and 
the reputable physicians are after the grafters 
who engage in it. 

The Free High School Privilege. 
Two years ago the legislature provided that all 

graduates of the eighth grade in any school might 
attend a high school within the state and the tui­
tion should be paid by the home district. In ef­
fect it was Intended to provide free high school 
privileges to all of the children .of the state. 
It has, as a rule, worked admirably, and has 
been a wonderful source of Inspiration to the 
country children, but it has been abused in some 
instances. Families residing in districts where 
high schools are; maintained have seen fit to send 
their youngsters to other high schools, and the 
home districts have been compelled to- put up for 
it. Again, there is no limit upon the amount 
of tuition which a high school may charge and 
some boards of education have realised that 
they had the country upon the hip and have put 
on all the traffic would bear. These abuses 
have led to a bill by Frleberg repealing the free 
high school privilege and another by Hebal 
amending the law to preclude residents of a high 
school district from sending their pupils to an­
other high school at public expense. It is prob­
able that the Dili will be so amended aa to cut 
off the abuses.

Mrs. McCarty left'certain lots to the 
Catholic cathedral, but the incorporated name of 
the institution was improperly mentioned in the 
will. The heirs contested and the matter was 
bitterly foughfin the county court, where the 
church officials won. An appeal was being pre­
pared by the heirs and notice has been filed by 
the attorneys for the church that no further at­
tempt will be made to have-the pro-vlslons oi the 
will carried, out. 

Tri-State Telephone Co. <, 
The Tri-State Telephone company, which has 

been in considerable trouble here over the right 
of,way thru the city and the repeated refusals 
of the council- to grant permission, is said to have 
made an. arrangement with the Western Union, 
by which telephone wires have been strung thru 
the city on the Western Union poles. v • 

The officials will investigate- the- franchise 
granted the "Western Union thru the city and 
may be able to prevent the use of Its poles 
by-the telephone company. - - • >\-

The Judge Pollock Incident. 
There was general approval among the business 

men of Fargo of the editorial In The Minneapolis 
Journal on the action of Judge Pollock of this 
city In imposing a line of $100 on City Treasurer 
Mitchell of this city on a contempt charge. The 
city treasurer had commented on some contempt 
cases Which had been taken up in Judge Pol­
lock's court. The latter deemed the communica­
tion contempt Instead of libel and thru his of­
ficial position fined the writer. 

City Treasuter Mitchell is an old soldier and a 
man of no means aside from his. salary and pen­
sion money. The imposition of ; the fine was re­
garded as more severe on" that account. 

The friends of Judge Pollock were surprised, 
that he did not Ignore the article. , 

Later actions have" also brought some' criti­
cism on Judge Pollook. When the bill to in­
crease ..the salary of the judges was before the 
legislature It asserted that a certain Judge 
lobbied-personally for the passage of the bill, 
and that Judge Pollock also wrote letters favor­
ing the pleasure, which was defeated largely 
thru the efforts of the judges to secure Its pas­
sage.
