WAGE - EARNING  WIVES

LEISURE CLASS OF WOMEN LIEKE-
LY TO RESULT IN BACIAL DE-
TERIORATION.

New York, Jan. 31.—In an address
before the league for education here,
Simon N. Patten, professor of political
economy of the University of Fennsy}-
vania has advocated that women should
marry early, and when married they
should work, in order to have economic
independence.

Professor Patten deplored the fact
that so many married women are in the
leisure class. He argued that if the
ideal which is held by so many men in
reg:.rd to the support of their wives
is"earried on much further, it will re-
sult in a deterioration of the race and
A real dan%ar to society. In order to
earry out this plan of economic inde-
pendence, Professor Patten stated that
the standard of life of the family
should never fall below that created
at marriage by the joint income of hus-
band and wife, and under no condition
should the wife think of allowing the

burden of her support to fall upon her
husband until the earning power of the

husband has been so enlarged as to ad-
mit sueh action.

‘‘Lack of income,’’ he concluded, ‘‘is
a reason often advanced against early
marriage. While I realize that this
kind of a condition offers disadvan-
tages, I believe that where both the
man and woman set out in industrial
development, they will, at the same
time, develop in character also.’’

THE D’ALBERT CONCERT

A program of splendid magnificence,
aitho somewhat unusually arranged;, was

that. which served to introduce Eugen
d’Albert to Minneapolis, at the First
Baptist church last eveming.  And

every instrumentalist in town who could
ossibly arrange it, helped to swell the
argeaudiencethat gathered to hear him,
A mental glance in retrospect over the
evening’s performance would seem to
characterize it as supremely virile, sane
and intellectual. D’Albert is possessed
of intense individuality. He is musi-
cal to the tips of his facile fingers and
an artist, nay a virtuoso, by reason of
his work and achievement. His play-
ing is brilliant, technically perfect. In-
deed it is resistless, implacable. And
yet, there is not the personal magnet-
ism, the temperament, eall it what you
will, that stirs men’s hearts, and fills
the eyes with tears; that arouses enthu-
siasm, and brings ‘‘bravos’’ unbidden
to the lips. His sIH.!ﬁal is to the mind,
to the cultured intelligence, and at that
bar judgment is awarded him  of con-
summate artistry, and-splendid virtuo-

sity.

ﬁqiled thruout the mugical world as
the interpreter par excellence of Bee-
thoven the ‘‘Somnata Appassionata,
opus 57,’” which formed the piece de re-
sistance of the program, fully sustained
the elaim. One could not wish, could
scarcely conceive of a more masterly
performance. = Whether it were the
erashing chords of a splendid eclimax,
or the turning of an exquisitely delicate
nuance. d’Albert was:always wholly
satisfying. The Bach ‘‘Passacaglia in
C minor,”’ was another tremendous
achievement.

The Chopin numbers were also a reve-
lation. he ‘‘Nceecturne, No. 8, opus
9,’’ was ideally perfect, the player
weaving into "its interpretation the
witching imagery of the composer’s
thought. The Chopin ‘‘Ballade, op.
47,7 and the ‘‘Polonaise, op. 53,”’ were
especially impressive by contrast, while
the ‘‘Berceuse, op. 57,'’ was a pearl of
delicate beauty. ool

Another technically difficult, but
somewhat unevenly interpreted number,
was Schumann’s ‘‘Carnival, op. 9,”” Tts
series of tone pictures vary with the

reatest diversity of movement and
theme, yet so seldom is it heard, owing

to its wellnigh insuperable technical dif-
ficulties, that it was & welcome addition
to a program that would have been suf-
ficiently heavy even without it. The
closing’ group consisted of two_of Schu-
bert’s ‘‘Impromptus.’’ the Liszt ar-
rangement of the first movement of
Schubert’s ‘‘Soiree de Vienne’’ and a
light, but technically difficult ‘Secher-
zo’’ composed by the artist of the even-
ing, This group added nothing to the
program . from an artistic standpoint,
nor did it serve to further illuminate

he player himself. Especial mention
ghuu{)ll g.lso be made’ ‘o’f d’Albert’s

splendid pedaling which added so much
to the effectiveness of his playing.

tical Work in Modeling.

The arts and crafts society will de-
vote the rest.of the year to the practi-
ecal study of pottery under the direc-
tion of Miss Grace Kiese.

It is
vitrified at a.moﬁerata heat and un-
doubtedly is one of the best clays in the
country for the manufacture of com-
mon stoneware. ‘The bed ecovers an
area of about 200 acres and is the onl
place where the clay is found in suffi-
ciently pure eondition for use, altho the
stratum is found over mnearly all of
southern Minnesota.
