Free for the Asking. 

Officers and members of the North­
western Lumbermen's association do 
not approve of the Adams bill now be­
fore the legislature. The bill is for 
the avowed object of compelling lumber 
dealers and manufacturers to sell as 
inch lumber only lumber that measures 
a full inch in thickness, when rough, or 
seven-eighths when dressed on one side. 
Two by fours must be up to full size, 
and so' on thru the list. 

" I cannot see* the use of such a bill or 
requirement," said President John W. 
Barrv of Cedar Rapids, Iowa, this morn­
ing. "The trade does not demand it 
and those who use lumber understand 
fully the methods of the mills and deal­
ers.' It would appear to mo that 5t 
would be something of a discrimination 
against Minnesota mills, in competition 
outside the state. Mills of Michigan, 
and Wisconsin, and the western and 
southern mills would be virtually shut 
out of Minnesota by the high freight 
rates on full size lumber. If Minne­
sota lumber came into outside competi­
tion I do not think purchasers would 
take the Minnesota lumber of full size 
when they could get the present stand­
ard from other mills at a lower price. 
The Minnesota consumers would have 
to pay more for the thicker lumber and 
from my knowledge of buyers I am cer­
tain they would not care to do that . ' ' 

"Lumber standards are well under­
stood at present," said A. F. Frudden 
of Dubuque, formerly president of ine 
association. " I t would place Minne­
sota at a disadvantage in competition, 
outside the state, with Michigan and 
Wisconsin. Heavier lumber means

"Talking about big trees ," remarked 
H. Tracy Osgood,, representing Whee­
ler, Osgood & Co, of Tacoma to a group 
of lumbermen at the convention yester­
day, ' ' there is a town out our way that 
stands as a monument to one tree. 

" I t was a big hickory, twenty feet 
in diameter^ a t . the base, and the top 
branches werp'Joeu to Bight in the em­
pyrean—that's what I said, empyrean. 
They cut at it for three weeks to fell 
it, and when they did, the San Francis­
co papers told stories of an earthquake 
on the coast. Just the jar of the tree, 
that was all. 

" I t was in the fall, and the first 
thing they did was to gather the hick­
ory nuts. They built bins and cellars 
and stored away enough nuts to furnish 
nut flour for the town for twenty years 
to come. Then they began to kill the 
squirrels in the nests in the branches, 
and now they have salted down enough 
meat to last as long as the hickory 
nuts, as I said, about twenty years— 
yes, I mean twenty. 

"You see the tree was fully forty 
feet in diameter at the base, and the 
bark, when scaled off and sawed, was 

Eiled up back upon the mountain and 
[ickoryville, as the town was called, 

has a supply of wood that will last 
long after American coal fields are ex­
hausted. Enough bark to furnish fuel 
for the town for 200 years. No, I 
didn't say months. 

"Then they began to get at the tree 
proper. Enough limbs had been sawed 
off to build houses for the two thousand 
citizens of the town, as well as church­
es, schools, convention halls, firehouses 
and railway stations. Then the town 
needed waterworks, and it was decided 
to roll the big tree out of its embedded 
position in the soil and use the hole 
for a reservoir. When they went to 
do this, the man who was lifting the 
butt of the log sank over his Knees 
in the solid granite. I t was heavy. 
A tree the diameter of which is sixty 
feet weighs something, I ' l l tell you. 

"Rolled it out, and a rain or two 
filled that three-mile, seventy-foot wide 
and forty-foot deep well with fine wa­
ter. The tree, in its fall, had broken 
into a fine spring, and the town has 
the best water supply of any municipal­
ity in the stata. So far the town hasn't 
got a quarter of the way into the log, 
and mills are sawing on all sides of 
it to get out lumber for the big expo­
sition out there next year. That tree 
is a well spring of joy and the loaf 
in the cupboard to that town. We have 
two daily papers, and the paper mill 
supplying them with rag news has only 
worked, so far, on the twigs trimmed 
from the top branches. 

"Don' t talk to me about your Cali­
fornia redwoods. Go out my way and 
look at that big hickory."' 

Tracy walked over to appropriate a 
sample block of concrete for a paper 
weight and left a circle of open-mouth­
ed but somewhat incredulous lumber­
men gasping for breath.

" I f there is any virtue in such a 

move it is too late for its adoption," 
said Augustus W. Morse of the Ameri­
can Lumberman. " I t cannot be done. 
In the face of a waning supply in Min­
nesota, and the stock so nearly ex­
hausted, such a move would be, to my 
mind, the height of follv. Eastern and 
western buyers are different, and the 
standards vary. This is known to every­
one having the slightest knowledge of 
the lumber trade. There is no argu­
ment for such a move that I can see and 
it would mean the alteration of mills 
and woodworking establishments if the 
proposed changes were made. It would 
put Minnesota out of the competition 
as against southern and western mills to 
say nothing of those in adjoining 
states . ' ' 

"What is the use of such a m o v e ? " 
was the questioning opinion of J. R. 
Hooper, manager of the Canadian Lum­
berman of Winnipeg. " I t would prove 
a handicap to the Minnesota mills. If 
any builder desire lumber of a speci­
fied size he can get it and easily. It 
would mean the advancing of price on 
Minnesota lumber, and the public con­
sumers do not want tha t ." 

"There is no demand for such ac­
t i o n , " was the opinion of W. G. Hollis 
of Minneapolis, secretary of the asso­
ciation. " T h e measurements have 
stood for a long period and are thorqly 
understood. I<

Mandamus Proceedings to Secure De­
posits from Insurance Company. 

Mandamus proceedings nave been in­
stituted in the district court of Eam-
sey county to compel the Continental 
Casualty company of Chicago to deposit 
$100,000 securities with the insurance 
commissioner of this state. This is a 
legal requirement as a guarantee of 
good faith to the Minnesota policy 
holders. The state is plaintiff in the 
case upon the relation of facts by Mrs. 
Anne Guldborg, who demands sick bene­
fit indemnity for the estate of her hus­
band. Not only has the company failed 
to make a deposit of funds in Minne­
sota^ but has no certificate on file here 
to show that it has any fund in Indiana, 
the state in which it was incorporated. 

The state insurance commissioner re­
ports the receipts of his office for Jan­
uary amounted to $87,450.
