BUTTER 'AND EGGS SHOW AD-
VANCES FOR WEEK.

Uontinued Dullness Rules on Fruit List
—Shipping Dangerous Business at 25
Below—Poultry Rules Higher on
Bome Lines—Dressed Meats in Good
Demand at Better Figures.

An air of dullness has pervaded commission
row this week. A fair volume of business has
been transacted in produce, but few buyers
bave been on the street. Most orders comling |
w by telephone. The retail frult dealer has |
found only a Umited outlet for goods in his
and has therefore held his orders down
10 the lowest possible dimensions. Outside or-
ders for perishable goods have also been scarce,
but they could not have been filled except on
speclal days, even refrigerator and heated car
lines refusing goods destiuned for statious where |
there are no facllitles for keeplng goods until |
called for. Nevertheless the trade are not
disheartened, and stand ready to take up all
slack in business as scon as the weather clerk
says ‘‘go.'’

All markets have taken on firmness on butter,
and the llst shows somewhat higher tigures than
u week ago, while the general tone of rhc_
market is much more favorable. The supply
of fresh creamery makes is hardly up to the
call, and dealers are securing full quotations
today, whereas a week ngo as much as a full |
cent was shaded in order to encourage the move-
ment. Dalrles are also In fine condition, and
anything sultable for table use finds a ready
market. Rolls and prints especlally are wanted,
and occaslonally better figures are secured on
good-sized stralght lots of faney. Renovators
end ladlers also report a steady outlet for
thelr makes, and undoubtedly at a profit, as
paying prices for low grade butter have been
forced up within the past few days.

Eggs show fully as favorable conditions as
be naturelly expected during such extreme
weather, but consumers have had a taste of
fresh eggs and the buylng clientele is belng
pdded to day by day. The modernte holdings

edoler stock still in sight, while not selling
ps high as fresh, have advanced steadily, and
bolders are realizing a much better profit than
seemed probable under the best of conditlons
around the middle of January. The shipping
fall is taking on some Importance, and it looks
very much as though a firm range of prices
would rule for severa] weeks to come, as south-
ern eggs are not llkely to prove serious com-
etltlon this spring. The groundhog has gone

ack for another six weeks, and hens wlll not

work overtima In the northwest under such
conditons. Prompt shipment will bring best
Fesults.

Cheese prices show no change outsids of an |
advance on dalsles. The general market is not |
any flrmer, but this iine was quoted too low |
eompared with other makes of same quallty.

A good call has existed for chickens, both old
and young, and values are working up to their
former high range. Recelpts have been very
fair, but clean up readily if fresh dressed and |
bright appearing. Tusty aod 1ll-looking lot# |
do not sell as readily, but arrivals of such
lines are moderate, Turkeys continue to bring
quotations, but the demand Is limited, and any-
thing like generous offerings wounld cause =
break In prices very quickly. About the same
conditions exist on ducks and geese.

Dressed meats are firm and falrly good sellers
when of the top grade. An advance is reportabla
on veal and mutton. Rabblts are steady, but
there dre rather llberal offcrings In sight.

Much interest 1s belng shown In the potato
and onlon situation. The Minneapolis correspond-
ent of the Kansas City Packer, who Is supposed
to be well posted on the sitnation, published the
following In the last issune of that paper:

‘A sharp turn to colder weather has accentu-
nted the dullness which has prevalled on onlons.
The best information at hand shows that there
are about 100 cars in sight locally. Fully one-
third of this amount is held by southern dealers
who are seekink an outlet here, Ome dealer is
hers from St. Louis with thirty cars and 1t 1s
reported that he has an offer of $1.25 per 100,
but this report could mot be verified.

The majority of handlers consider the market
on a barely steady basls. The demand does
rot ghow strength from any quarter  and the
niovement out so far, with the exception of a
few full straight ears, has been to mlxed cars
end the comparatively small shipping and local
buying from retaailers. Local dealers quite gen-
erally lald in stock in the fall at from 7Gec to
B0e per 100, and are therefore satlsfled with pres-
ent selling prices, but holdlngs have not been
cut down over a third to a half.

‘It 18 quite generally conceded that outsides
farmers tributary to Minneapolls have consid-
erable supplles yet on hand to market as the
pumber Inquiring as to the onlon sltuation 1s
larger than expected. Most of the local market
gardeners are well sold out.

““The future of the market 1s more than likely
to be ruled by the nerve of holders. If the seare
can be kept oul of the country matters will drift
mnlong and the old crop clea up without any
elump in walues. EBhould a selling dlsposition
geot the npper band, the local trade would not be
purprised to eee values ease off to $1 or leas

COLD HURTS TRADE

BUT LARGE BUSINESS UNDER WAY: AND
IN PROSPECT,

New York, Feb. ¢—Dun's weekly review of
trade today says:

‘‘Business progreeses steadily, all speculative
excesses having been avolded thus far, and the
numerous negotiations now pending indicate that
the maximum of activity {8 yet to come. Some
Irregularities In reports for the first month wera
undoubtedly due to exceptionally severs weather.
The weakness of cotton also had a tendency to
check operations at the south. Taken as a
whole, however, results for January wera very
much better than in the same month last year,
particularly as to failures, Distrlbution of mer-
chandlse Is onee more on a lberal scale, trafMic
blockades having disappeared, and in many cases
large clearance sales having dlsposed of burden-
some stocks. Collections are still somewhat fr-
regular, but on the whole there is llitle cause
for complaint.

"Few labor dispntes are Interrupting work,
altho several new controversles are threatened.
Manufacturing plants are making the best re-
turns.  Iron furnaces and steel mills operate
close to their full capaclty, and the quarterly
report of the leading concerns showed an enor-
mous tonnage of business on the books at the
end of the year, despite the fact that the elos-
ing months of 1004 made very good exhibits,
Woolen mills maintaln records of actlvity, but
there is still much to be desired at cotton plangs,
and shoe factories have only a moderate amount

of business in sight. Rallway earnings for Jan-

| uary were 1,1 per cent larger than o year &go,

and forelgn commerce at this port for the last
week showed an Increase of $070,080 In exports,
and a galn of $528.007 in imports. Prices on
hides weaken only in proportion to the deter-
foration in quality that is seasonable, and the
tone i8 really firm, with a falr volume of busi-
ness in progress.

NORTHERN THAN A YEAR AGO,

For the past three weeks the inspection re-
ports have shown 6,806 cars of wheat recelved
at Minneapolls and Duluth, against ©,683 cars
for the corresponding time a year ago, says
the Market Record. The comparison s inter-
esting as showing the difference in the quality
of wheat now and In 1004. The present season
the grade of No. 4 was established to take care
of the wheat that was below No. 3 and, tho
ilght, still had good milling qualities. Of .this

rade there has been recelved for the time stated

,716 cars, with which no.comparison can be
made for any past season. Of rejected and no
grade the inspectlon amounted to 1,149
against 1,241 cars for 1904,

No. 1 northern showed 43 per cent more re-
celved a year ago than now, or 061 cars in 1904
and only 808 cars the present season.

UNCLE RUSSELL HAS GIVEN UP
PUTS AND CALILS.

Old Danlel Drew Once Lost $1,000,000
to Vanderbilt on Calls—John ~W.
Gates Occasionally Buys Them—The
Present Speculative Situation Charac-
terized by Uncertainty, with Much
Gossip of Big Deals—Weekly Review
from the Financial Center.

Bpecial to The Journal,

New York, Feb. 4.—One hears very littla of
Russell Bage nowadays, and while he still loans
blg money to brokers at rates a trifle  stiffer
than others receive, he no longer figures much
in the doings of the street. BSince he ceased
deallng in options there has been practically po
market in privileges in Wall street. During his
career Sage seld optlons on bundreds of thou-
sands of shares and made a fortune out of puts
and calls. T'wenty years ago privileges figured
prominently in the speculation of the day. In
the Harlem corner old Danlel Drew was com-
mitted to the extent of §1,700,000 on calls. He
had joimed the hear campalgn in the stock by
selling calls on thousands of shares., Commodore
Vanderbilt corngred the stock and succeeded in
pdvancing the price to 285. Drew became de-
flant, but was flnally forced to compromise by
paylng Vanderbilt $1,000,000, There are today
a few dealers Im privileges in Wall street, but
when speculators desirs te purchase options on
thousands of shares they have to go to the
London market. John W. Gates has been very
successful in his dealings in optlons. Bome years
ago he and several assoclates purchased calls
on nearly 100,000 shares of Baltimore & Ohlo,
and then organized a pool and advanced the
price more than 20 points, His prefits on his
calls amounted to a good-sized fortune.

An Uncertain Outlook.

Great uncertainty characterizes the stock mar-
ket at the present tlme, altho favorable factors
predominate. The public is again nibbling at
the market, which is & hopeful sign. Many
persons have heard their bankers say that the
country is safe, and idle money can be invested
to good advantage. So eager ls the demant
for high interest-bearlng bonds that the supply
1s short.

Storfes of big railroad deals are in the air.
Among the reports current was one that the
Chicago & Nerth-Western, the Union Pacific and
the New York Central were to be consolldated
in management, If npot by a bolding company.
A second report planned the control of the
Northern Pacific by the St. Paul (dependent
npon the outcome of the Northern Becurities
case), and a third report claimed that some im-
portant developments would socon .be announced
in connectlom with the Omaha.

Important interests declared, when questioned,
that so far as physlcal comsolidation Was COD-
cerned there was no foundatlon for the reports.
Co-operation of ownership was. another matter,
and the theory of co-operation could not be so
quickly denied, Thru heavy Rockefeller invest-
ments in the Vanderbilt lines ‘there is a strong
bond between the Vauderbllt system and the
entlre Harriman system—sufficlent to constitute
a very friendly transcontinental eystem. FEur-
thermore, if the control of Neorthern Pacific can
be secured by the Harrlman interests in the
distribution of Northern Securities assets, & very
necessary combination will be—by mutual own-
ership—the St. Paul and the Northern Pacifie,
the St. Paul becoming the feeder of the North-
ern Pacific in the same way that the Burlington
has become the feeder of the Great Northern.
This takes it for granted that the Northern
Pacific will relinguish its control of the Bur-
lington, which it now holds jolotly with the
Great Northern. E
