Duluth, Mion., Feb, 11.—The weather is ideal
for logglng, and most of those in the woods
are getting along very fast, tho there will be
the usunl pumber of Dbelated  individuals at
the close of the season. There is not too much
snow for skidding, and the winter. hes been
cold enough of late for excellent ice roads, while
the cost of logging has mnot been too high.
Men have not been bard to handle and thelr pay
is about the rate of past years. The diminution
of logging operations,' ns a whole, has been
made up, so far as employment is concerned,
by an Ipcrease at mines and. other operations in
the sawe viclnity, and the amount of rallway
construction in this section’is larger than usual.

The Scott-Graff Lumber company s shipping
slx cars a day from Mesa, a statlon which has
been logged over and over again, each time
having been cleaned off ‘a8 was supposed.

‘The Duluth Log company is shipping three cars
a day from Horbay to the Redeliff mill, and a
lot of pulpwood and cedar from various points,

Alger, Smith & Co. have increased the log-
ging business on the Duluth & Northern Minne-
sota road since last month, and are now load-
ing 125 cars a day, about 500,000 feet, along
that road for thelr own mill and that.of the
Redcliff Lumber company.

Madisbn, Wis., Feb. 11.—Governor La Follette's
rallroad rate commission bill, introduced in the
legislature yesterday, is*a sweeping measure and
gives the commission large authority, The bill
says little about rates, but clothes the com-

CUan Change Rates.

The commisslon has power to change commod-
ity rates, mone rates, group rates or any other
rates  that now are established by the railroads
themselves, and in, which changes may seem tC
the commission to be to the best interests of
the state. . 5 :

There shall be no secret rate of any kind
or description. There 18 no long or short-haul
provided for; no distance tariff, and the com-
misslon is left free to work out schedules that
shall be falr to the railroads and falr to every
shipping interest in the state.

In addition to this absolute rate-making power,
it 1s proposed to glve the commission power to
regulate traffc on the roads, for the convenience
not only of the railroads, but also of the ship-
pers, and to compel the interchange of traffie
at junction points, without inconvenience or un-
necessary delay.

Charges for switching and demmurrage charges
and investigation of all accldents is provided
for.

Qualifications and Powers.

One commissioner shall have a general know-
ledge of rallroad accounts and statistics; each
of the others shall have a general understanding
of matters relating to rallroad transportation,
and of the law pertaining thereto.

The persons so appointed shall not be directly

state or out of it.

No such commissioner shall hold any other
office under the government of the United States
or of this state, or of any other state govern-
ment. He shall devote hls entire time to the
dutles of his office.

The commisslon may hold sessions at any
place other than the capitol when deemed ne-
CESsAry.

It shall have power to classify and sub-
| divide fairly and justly all freight and property-
of whatsoever character, that may be tran
ported over the iallroads of this state into such
general and special, clagses or eubdivisions as
ma¥ be found necessary and expedient. i

The commission may fx different rates for
different rallroads and for different lines under
the same management, or for different parts of
the sama llnes, if found necessary in order to
.do justice, and may maoke rates for express com-
.panles, different from the rates fixed for rall-

roads, .
: May Prescribe Rates.

The commission shall have power, from time
to time, to alter, change, amend or abolish any
classification or rate established by 1t; and any
amended, altered or new classifications or rate
shall ‘be put into effect in  the same manner
a8 the original. " :

The commisslon' shall have power to make
and establish reasonable regulations for the
transportation of passengers over each and ali
of the rallroads, subject hereto, and to pre-
scribe the rates therefor, which rates shall not
exceed the rates flxed by law. :

4 All clalms against any railroad company from
injury to- property or for overcharge upon any
shipment, or for any other service, may be in-
vestigated by the commilselon, and upon re-

The commission shall have power, upon such
terms as it shal] decide fo be just, to require
any railroad company to conmstrnct spur track:
