W. P. Roberts opened the skirmish by 
saying: 

\'I hope the republican members of

the doctrine of protection. I t u noth­
ing new. It was advocated by Presi­
dent McKinley, the apostle of protec­
tion, who brought prosperity to our in­
dustries and our farms. The resolu­
tion is foolish and absurd and should 
not prevail and I move that i t be in­
definitely postponed." 

Mr. Roberts ^ pointed remarks aroused 
the country members. Elmer E. Adams 
of 4 Fergus Falls denied that he was 
tainted with populism, as he had lived 
in the hotbed of the movement for 
years and fought it at every turn. 

A". J. Rockne of Zumbrota announced 
himself as a firm believer in protection, 
but thought the farmers should share in 
the prosperity the policy conferred on 
industries. 

Several Hennepin members, notably 
L. H. Johnson, J. G. Lund, S. 8. Smith 
and C. L. Wallace, explained that inas­
much as the Minneapolis millers had no 
interest in the matter and the farmers 
were anxious for the passage of the 
resolution, they would vote for it. 

Capitol Bills In. 

A new capitol control bill came from 
the committee on public buildings. I t 
is a substitute for the Horton bill and 
the R. L. Mork house bill. It had a 
hard time getting in. It was a part of 
a report recommending the indefinite 
postponement of the Horton and Mork 
bills and was accompanied by two mi­
nority reports. One of the latter, signed 
by R. T. Lewis and J. M. Hetland, fa­
vored the Horton bill leaving the capi­
tol under the control of the capitol 
commission, with an annual appropria­
tion of $60,000. E. L. Mork presenfcd 
a report on his bill which creates a capi­
tol commission including the governor 
and other state officers. The annual 
appropriation is fixed at $60,000. 

The majority of the committee want 
the capitol left in the control of the 
governor, as at present, with the au­
thority of appointing a superintendent 
or custodian.

•Nonpartisan Judiciary Bills. 

P. E. Bowling introduced two non­
partisan judiciary bills. The elections 
committee will choose between them. 
One is the same as the house passed two 
years ago. I t provides that .district 
judgeship nominations shall be made at 
the primary, but all filings shall be put 
on both ballots, and the two getting the 
largest total vote shall be put on the 
ballot without party designation. . The 

other bill provides for separate conven­
tions to nominate nonpartizan candi­
dates for the supreme and district court. 

HORSE BILL ARGUED 

Breeders Said to Be Pushing Measure 
to Head Off Importers. 

N. P . Clark, the famous horse and 
cattle breeder, revealed some tricks of 
the horse business yesterday, at a meet­
ing of the house committee on general 
legislation, which had under considera­
tion the Carlson bill Making notes given 
for lightning rods, and stallions non-ne­
gotiable. Mr. Clark declared that just 
as • fine a stallion could be obtained for 
from $1,200 to $2,000 as for $4,000, but 
it was easier to sell a horse at the 
latter figure, as from $500 to $1,500 
was spent in working up the sale. He 
quoted from consular reports to show 
that the average price for imported ani­
mals from England; wag $628,,and the 
prices there were higher than in {France. 
He urged the-passage of the bill. 

Professor Thomas; Shaw came to the 
defense of the importers and explained 
that there would have been no fine live 
stock in the country had it not been for 
the importers. Tl|e country needed a 

great many more imported animals. He 
eclared emphatically that the bill was 

intended to benefit one class of 1 reed-
ers at the expense of another, which 
had done much good' and was entitled 
to fair treatment. Thomas D. Mc­
Laughlin of the noted importing house 
pointed out the great, risks of the busi­
ness, and insisted that the profits of 
the home breeders', were greater than 
those of the importers. I t .did not 
appear that the farmers were interested 
in the bill, in fact, i t was plainly shown 
that the breeders were trying to get an 
" e d g e " on the importers. The com­
mittee postponed action until next week. 

WANT TWINE AT COST 

Farmers Object to Proposed Use of 
Profits on Prison Plant. 

Binding twine must be sold at cost at 
the state prison, say the farmer legisla­
tors, and on this position they will make 
any kind of a fight that is necessary.

Fairmont Had Prepared for Victory, but Conceded That 
the Decision of the Judges Was a 

Just One, 

Special to The Journal. 
Fairmont, Minn., Feb. 11.—The Blue 

Earth and Fairmont high school teams 
debated last night with the champion­
ship of the second district at stake 
Blue Earth had the affirmative and 
won by unanimous vote of the judges. 
Its debaters were Margaret Hamilton, 
Ora Smith and Harrv Noonan. Fair­
mont was represented b y Irma Aldrich, 
Garry King and Frank Tonne. 

Points Made by the Debaters. 
Harry Noonan opened for the affirm­

ative and asserted that the immigrants 
were not up to the standard of former 
years, physically, mentally, or moral­
ly. Miss Aldrich for the negative, 
maintained that America owed i ts pros­
perity to immigration. China's decay 
was. an example of exclusion and Jap­
an's forward strides the result of in­
ducing foreigners to come there. 

Miss Hamilton for the affirmative ex-

{ilained that machinery made possiblo 
he use of unskilled immigrants to dis­

place home laborers and contended that 
aliens commit a large percentage of the 
crimes and are responsible for much of 
the political corruption. 

" T h e influx of foreign labor,'' said 
Garry King, for the negative, "does 
not compete with American skill; there 
has been a steady increase of wages and 
American trade abroad has expanded." 

Miss Smith, for the affirmative, as­
serted that immigration was rapidly 
getting beyond control and the power of 
assimilation of our own people. Mr. 
Tonne, for the negative, mentioned 
the heroic deeds of the immigrants in 
the wars, and said the lower classes do 
not come to this country because of re­
strictions. 

t Creditable to Both Sides. 

The rebuttal on both sides was mas­
terly handled and the debate was a 
flattering testimonial to . the ability of 
those participating. The decision was 
conceded a just one.
