PROLONGED STRUGGLE IN SEN­

Report of the Committee Recommend­
ing the Indefinite Postponement of 
the Petition of the Primary League 
Is Adopted by the Close Vote of 
24 to 20.

Pierre. S. D., Feb. 10.—The hottest tight of the 

legislature's session raged iu the senate from 3 
o'clock until 8 last night over the report of the 

committee on rules for 
the Indefinite postpone­
ment of the ini t iat ive 
petit ion for the primary 
election law. 

Lawson started the 
struggle by a motion to 
adopt the report, and 
Vessey asked that the 
petit ion and all matters 
connected with i t go to 
the judiciary committee . 
Lawson declared this 
only to be for delay, 
and argued the i l legal i ty 
of the petition. Frie-
berg desired the refer­
ence, and Rice, the lead, 
or of the primary forces, 
took the floor. He spoke 

for over an hour, denouncing the report of the 
committee in every particular, and strongly as­
sail ing the effort to throttle the wi l l of the 
people. 

Branson followed, supporting the report, de­
claring the move of 
those back of the peti­
tion was a desire to stab 
in the back the present 
congressional delegation. 
Senators Hutchinson, 
Dillon and Cassill op­
posed the report. Rob­
ertson, Wagner and Toy 
supported it . The close 
of the debate brought 
a hot exchange of words 
between Lawson and 
Cnssill. The motion to 
refer to the judiciary 
committee was defeated 
by a vote of 25 to 20, 
and the report of the 
committee was adopt­
ed by 24 to 20.

STATE ASSAILS 
GIFFORD'S CASE 

PLEA OF INSANITY ATTACKED BY 
WITNESSES AND ATTORNEYS. 

Experts Representing the Two Sides 
Can Find No Common Ground on 
Which to Stand—Trial of Bigelow's 
Slayer at Decorah Reaches Final 
Stages. 

Special to The Journal. 
Decorah, Iowa, Feb. 16.—Attorneys represent­

ing the s tate are making their arguments today 
in the Gifford murder case. 

Dr. Voiding of the Cherokee hospital w a s .the 
last wi tness for the s tate . Hi s testimony "was 
largely corroborative of Dr. Crumpacker's story 
on the stand. These physicians v is i ted the de­
fendant in jai l at ' the same t ime, and both de­
clared they believed him sane. 

In rebuttal the defense recalled Dr. Hil l of 
Des Moines, who again declared that he bel ieved 
the defendant insane. On crossexamination he 
said that Gifford had epileptic insanity . This 
w as a material change from his first test imony, 
and while he declared he himself found no evi­
dence of epilepsy, he considered that Q. F. Moses, 
a school pupil under Gifford, had described on 
the wi tness stand an attack of epilepsy that oc­
curred whi le Moses w a s rec i t ing to Gifford. 

The defendant, Moses said, asserted that the 
latter, had not correctly stated a geometrical 
proposition and made him repeat i t several t imes . 
Then the defendant stated i t in a, rapid manner 
several t imes, and advancing on Moses wi th arms 
outstretched and fists clenched, commanded ex­
citedly, "Give it , g ive i t ! " Moses said Gifford 
was extremely pale. These actions Dr. Hil l con­
sidered an evidence Of epilepsy, but he admitted 
that the pallor might have been due to anger, 
and that a professor ought to know better than a 
student whether the proposition had been fully 
proven or not. 

Doctors Swezey and Daubney also were recalled 
and repeated their belief in Glfford's Insanity.

Petition Was Manipulated. 
The committee on rules declared in i t s report 

that the petition plainly bore upon its face the 
marks of mutilation and manipulation, and 
showed that of necessi ty it i s in an en­
tirely different form than when signed by the 
purported petitioners. The report says iu part: 

The first puge is a clean and freshly-written 
page and in sharp contrast with the succeed­
ing pages of names thereto attached, nnd which 
succeeding, pages bear the marks of handling. 
Again, the first page s tates that it is the orig­
inal form and caption used at the head of each 
and every list of petitioners attached. It con­
tains the following words: "Original form and 
caption embodying proposed law used at the 
head of each and every list of petitioners there­
to attached." 

Inspection of this first page demonstrates that 
it is false on i t s face, and that i t could not! 
have been attached to each and every l is t of 
petitioners, and further demonstrates that it was 
attached to the l ist of names after the same 
had been signed. Your committee further finds 
in this regard that the said first page is neither 
verified nor authenticated, nor signed bv any 
person or persons. That it. has been i l legally, 
fraudulently and falsely attached to said l ist 
of signatures of names contained in said pur­
ported petition is entirely certain, but bv whom 
your committee has been unable to ascertain. 

Your committee finds, third, that page two 
of the original purported petit ion has also beeii 
fraudulently, i l legally and falsely Inserted there­
in by someone to this committee unknown. 

Your committee finds, fourth, that page three 
of said original purported petition and the fol­
lowing pages of . this section, preceding the 
various l i s ts of names, have also been fraudu­
lently, i l legally and falsely inserted in said 
petition. 

Your committee concludes, from the foregoing 
four ^ n d i n g s of fact, that no petition or law 
was ever attached to or formed a part of the 
l ists of names which appear after pages 1, 2 
and 3 and the pages which precede the l i s t s 
of names in said purported petition, and that 
these pages were attached to these l ists of 
signers subsequent to the affixing of the signa­
tures of said l i s ts . And whi le your committee 
la unable to s tate by whom this attachment 
was made, your committee does find that i t could 
only have been made for one purpose, and that 
was to commit a fraud upon this legis lature and 
the people of the state of South Dakota, and' 
to induce action by this legislature %vhlch the 
signers of said l i s ts of names may never have 
contemplated or eveu desired. 

Plain Law Ignored. 
Your committee further reports that i t has 

carefully examined the l i s ts of signatures which 
follow the foregoing pages hereinbefore specific­
ally referred to. These signatures appear upon 
sheets of paper containing about thirty names 
each, and are divided into four columns under 
the headings of " N a m e , " "Residence," "Busi­
ness ," "Postoffice Address." The signatures 
are numbered at the left in red ink from 1 to 
8.884 by an unknown hand and evidently after 
circulation of the sheets . In this regard your 
committee finds: 

First, that a large number of the pages con­
taining purported names were not and could not 
have been attached to any petition, copy of the 
l aw or to any other paper or document what­
ever. Others of them have apparently been at 
some t ime attached to some other paper or 
document, the character of which paper or docu­
ment is impossible for your committee to deT 
termine. and from which they have been un­
lawful ly and fraudulently torn asunder, by some 
person or persons to your committee unknown. 

Your committee finds, second, that for the 
purpose of preventing the perpetratiou of frauds 
upon the people and the legislature, and at 
the same t ime to furnish means for full iden­
tification of the signers to an init iat ive petition 
and authentication of the petition itself, the 
s tatute law of this s tate (Section 21, Polit ical 
Code) provides "all measures proposed to the 
legislature under the Initiative shall be pre­
sented by petition, which petition shall be 
signed by not less than 5 per cent of the quali­
fied electors of the state , and each elector shall 
add to his signature his place of residence, his 
business and his postoffice address ." This re­
quirement of the statute can mean nothing but 
that each elector shall wi th his own hand sign, 
not only his name, but also his residence, his 
business and his postoffice address. 

The language of the statute Is that the elector 
shal l add to his signature, and does not provide" 
that anyone else can do this for h im. Yet 
your committee finds that a great majority o f 
the s ignatures found In this purported petit ion 
absolutely and entirely fai l to comply with this 
plain, mandatory and imperative provision of 
the s tatute . 

Your committee further finds that these for­
geries last mentioned consisted in some person 
other than the signer of the purported petition 
having altered the same after the signature 
sheets had been signed by the purported signers 
thereof, by adding to the same. 

Bulk of Signatures Illegal. 

It appears to your committee, and your com­
mittee finds, that of the 8 884 purported signa­
tures to said petition nearly 6,300 of the same 
are absolutely Illegal under cited sections of 
the law. This leaves about 2.600 purported 
signers who have furnished the identification re­
quired by law. 

Your committee further fhids that of this num­
ber of 2.600 ptirported signers who have fur­
nished this necessary identification there are a 
number who have signed the purported petition 
more than once, and only thru lack of t ime 
does your committee feel justified in fail ing 
to ascertain and report the exact number and 
exact instances of fraud in this respect. Among 
these instances that your committee has so 
ascertained are H. C. Shober. who signs as 
No. 1,757 and again as No. 5,936; C. H. Cassill . 
who signs as 4,335 and 5,940; O. M. Osbon, who 
s igns as 397 and 5,935. 

• Your committee further reports that there 
have been filed with your committee affidavits 
showing that this purported petition has in a 
number of instances been signed by persons who 
are not electors of this s tate or of any county 
or precinct therein. Among these instances are 
Uiose of s igners who are minors, others who are 
not residents or electors of any county within 
this s tate , but having their residence elsewhere. 

Your committee further reports in this re­
gard that i t has been represented to your com­
mittee that in a large number of instances these 
signature sheets were circulated by persons who 
received a s tated compensation for each signa­
ture obtained. That frauds should he perpetrated 
under such circumstances may be considered a 
natural result .

W E B S T E R CITY, I O W A — W h e n the case of 
the s tate of Iowa .aga ins t L. N. Gerber. county 
superintendent, indicted last fall upon the charge 
of having committed an assault and battery 
with intent to do great bodily injury to the 
person of L. II. Ford, city superintendent of 
schools, w a s cnlled in district court, now In 
session, i t w as dismissed by J. M. Blake, county 
attorney. The famous case, which was being 
watched w i t h a wide interest, wi l l never be re­
tried. 

At the las t session of the district court in 
November the jury disagreed, standing six to 
six. The sentiment has a lways been against 
the trial of this case, and because of this the 
principals have agreed to drop it . Mr. Gerber 
wil l pay a share of the costs incurred in the 
former trial. 

For alleged impudence Professor Ford suspend­
ed Ralph Ger'jer, a member of the graduating 
class and sou of County Superintendent Gerber. 
The family was greatly chagrined over the 
matter and Superintendent Gerber and his son 
returned to the office of Superintendent Ford. 
Superintendent Gerber al leges that this visit w a j 
for the purpose of righting the wrong nnd com­
pelling the younger Gerber to apologize for his 
rashness and be forgiven. 

What really occurred in Superintendent 
Ford's office has never been satisfactori ly estab­
lished. The. stories of both sides differed rad­
ically at the trial of the case . However, Super­
intendent Ford was taken from the schoolhouse to 
his home In a cab and for some t ime w as in a 
critical condition. Each man al leges that the 
other was the aggressor. Public opinion has 
blamed both, tho the partisans of each have 
united in their at tempts to keep the matter out 
of court for the sake of the schools of the 
city as wel l as of the principals.

court shall , i f in his opinion Buch person Is capa­
ble of performing manual labor, sentence such 
person to confinement In the county jai l a t 
sheriff of such county Bhall enforce such sentence 
in accordance wi th the provisions of section 8622 
of the Revised Codes of North Dakota of 1809. 

Pay for Horses Killed. 
Representative Shells has introduced a bill pro­

viding for payment by the s ta te for horses de­
stroyed by the s tate veterinarian. The bill is 
similar to one introduced some time ago, pro­
viding for payment of cat t l e so killed, and pro­
vides tha t 'where animals killed under the direc­
tion of any s ta te veterinarian that such veterina­
rian appraaise each horse or horses kil led at 
full value, according to the market price In the 
vicinity at the time, and if such owners feel 
aggrieved at the appraisement of such veterina­
rian, the district veterinarian shall summons two 
district veterinarians from adjoining districts , to 
make an appraisement, and such appraisement 
shall be final. Such appraisement shall be cer­
tified to the s tate auditor, who shall issue a war­
rant for one-half t h e ' a m o u u t of the appraise­
ment, but in no case shall such amount exceed 
$50 for any one horse ki l led. 

With the Grand Forks and Fargo measures 
before both branches of the assembly, providing 
for the location of a s tate fair in those c i t ies , 
Mandan comes along wi th a bil l providing for an 
appropriation of $5,000 for the s ta te fair that 
has been established there for years . The appro­
priation is to be annual for the purpose of provid­
ing for premiums for agricultural, horticul­
tural and stock exhibits and to provide proper 
accommodations for exhibits . 

New Experiment Station. 

Represestat ive Gibbons has Introduced a bill 
creating and establishing an agricultural and 
grass experiment station to be located in Towner 
county, - under the di-•'•'•'• 
rection of the, board ui£' 
directors ftf the'.'NoriJij:.? 
Dakota ' :•'agricultural •"" 
college at Fargo, one 
additional ^member to 
be appointed by the 
governor, w i th the 
consent of the senate, 
for a term of four 
years. 

The bill carries with 
i t an appropriation of 
$10,000, the board of 
directors of the agri­
cultural college to 
se lect a s i te of not 
less than 160 acres for 
such experimental sta­
tion. 

Representative Meiklejohn has introduced a bill 
which seeks to amend section 3094 of the Revised 
Codes of 1809, relating to the investment of the 
funds of domestic insurance corporations. 

The bill provides that a domestic insurance 
company may invest i ts capital and the funds 
accumulated in the course of i t s business, in 
bonds or mortgages "on improved unincumbered 
real estate wi th in the s tate or within any s tate 
in which such company is l icensed to transact 
business. The bill further provides that the 
market value of such bonds or mortgages shall 
be at least 10 per cent more than the amount 
loaned thereon. 

Affects Judges of Probate. 

Representative Richmond has introduced a bill 
that wil l make a difference In the fees of the 
'judges of probate. The bill provides that each 
petitioner for le t ters Of administration, testa­
mentary or guardianship, before filing the same 
in the county- court, shall pay Into the county 
treasury a sum of money according to the value 
of the es ta te : Five dollars when the value of 
the es tate does not exceed $1,000; $5 additional 
for each and every $1,000 additional value . In 
all civil and criminal actions the same fees and 
costs shall be paid as in l ike actions in the 
district court, the same to be paid to the clerk 
of the county court, a record to kept thereof and 
the same to be turned over by him to the county 
treasurer. The bill carries ah emergency clause. 

i 
Repeals Capital Punishment. 

Senator Stade has introduced a measure repeal­
ing the section of the revised codes of North 
Dakota, which requires: that persons convicted of 
murder in the -first degree shall be hanged, mak­
ing the section read that every person convicted 
of murder in the first degree shal l be Imprisoned 
for l i fe. 

Representative Fried of Stutsman county has 
Introduced a bill for the purpose of providing 
for the appoiiitnment of two additional county 
commissioners in counties where the electors have 
voted in favor of Increasing the number of dl-
tricts from three to live. Such new districts 
shall be numbered four and five and the commis­
sioner for each shall be appointed by the gover­
nor, to hold the office, until the next general 
election. The bill affects only tlie smaller coun­
t ies of the state . 

The senate has effectually disposed of several 
measures by the indefinite postponement route. 
Among them wa s one that provided for a reward 
of $100 for the capture of persons charged wi th 
steal ing horses. Another one provided that sell­
ers of binding twine might file l iens on crops 
in cases where the twine wa s sold on credit. 

Senator Simpson's bill, introduced early in the 
session, providing for nn increase in the salaries 
of district judges, has been recommended for 
passage after amendments . The bill as i t now 
stands provides for an Increase of $500 a year 
for each district judge after Jan . 3, 1909, making 
the salary $4,000 a year, and an expense ac­
count of $500 a year unti l the n e w bill , should 
i t become a law, becomes effective. A similar 
bill, seeking to increase the salaries $1,000 a 
year, wa s killed in the house. 

Division of Ward' County. 
One of the most exci t ing contests has been pre­

cipitated by the efforts of cit izens of Ward 
county, the larges t in the s tate , to cut i t into 
five counties. Opponents of that sort of a divis­
ion rushed to Bismarck apd have evolved a plan 
that may result In a vote on the question of 
three couutles a t the next general e lect ion. The 
new bill provides that the two western t iers of 
Bott ineau county be added to the northeastern 
part of Ward county end cal led Renvil le , w i th 
Mohall as the probable county seat . Des Lacs 
county wi l l be made up of the northwestern part 
of Ward county, wi th Bowbel ls , Flaxton and 
Portal as probablo county-seat candidates should 
there be a division. 

Salaries of Clerks. 
•• A bill has been introduced in the senate by a 
joint special committee, fixing the amounts of 
salaries to be appropriated for each department 
of the s ta te government. I t provides that the 
sum of $3 ,000,be appropriated to the governor's 
office for the biennial .period; $3,900 to the 
secretary of stated d$5VftK) lb the auditor, $5,000 
to treasurer, $2,'T00 JiRVcommlssloner of agricul­
ture and labor, $4,000 to superintendent of pub­
lic instruction, $4,000 to attorney general, $3,600 
to insurarce commissioner, $1,000 to s ta te bank 
examiner. $1,000 to rJjlerk of supreme 'court, 
$1,000 for care of the s ta te library, $600 to the 
s ta te weather bureau. The salaries of all depu^ , - .
