Coming From the Bleak Highland Glens of Scotland,
They Thrive in the Fastnesses of the Canadian
- Northwest— Edmonton the Greatest Pri-
mary Fur Market in World. ‘

- In the eity of Winnipeg is a depart-

ment store covering a bloek. There you

can buy a lady’s handkerchief with real

Valenciennes trimmings for $7. In the

show window are displayed dress goods

from Paris, marked at $4 a yard. You
can buy there a sparking lug for
a 1900 model automobile. If that

store were set down on Washington
street in Boston, there would be noth-
ing conspicuous to distinguish it from
White’s.” In size, in the taste of its
windows and counters, in the quantity
and guality and variety of its wares,
it is mueh the same as any department
store in the largest eastern cities.

Now the remarkable thing is—not
that Winnipeg should have such a stors,
for Winnipeg has assumed metropolitan
proportions, and a metropolitan store is
no anomaly. But over that store waves
a British flag, and in the red field o
the flag are the letters ‘‘H. B. C.’7
That is the first acquaintance of a west-
bound traveler with the Hudson’s Bay
company—a traveler .who conceived of
this ancient corporation as a company
whieh maintains thruout the Arctic an
sub-Arctic regions a score or so of little
old log trading posts where the com-
pany’s agents barter muskets ~and

owder and sugar and salt to the In-

ians in exchange for skins and furs.
And for the first two hundred years of
the ancient company’s history, that
conception was, roughly, the correct
one; for the odd years that have
elapsed since the company passed its bi-
centennial, since it began to see its fur-
producing territory of primeval forest
constantly shrinking before the advane-
ing edge of settlement, that department
store in Winnipeg has represented the
principal business of the company. In
all the towns of western Canada, in Re-
gina, in Prinee Albert, in Calgary, in
all the littlo villages and settlements,
the prineipal store does business under
the flag of the Hudson’s Bay company
and is a duplicate, proportioned to the
size of the town, of that department
store at Winnipeg. .

This is a very picturesque and inter-
esting thing from many points of view.
It is precisely as if the corporate sme-
cessors and descendants of William
Penn and his associates were runmin
John Wanamaker’s store in Philadel-
phia, as if the Massachusetts Bay com-
pany were so.llm;é groeeries and provis-
ions where S. . Pierce’s is, with
branches at Lowell, Lawrence, Spring-
field and Worcester. All these com-
panies, ineluding the Virginia .company,
the Calverts and Oglethorpe, and even
the BEast India company and Clive and
Hastings were chartered in the same
era—the full' name of the company
smacks -of  Elizabeth . and Charles—
““the governor and company of mer-
chant adventurers trading with Hud-
son’s Bay.”” And all these companies
were chartered for the same purpose—
tn exploit the natural resources of a
wreat territory. Of them all, the Hud-
son’s Bay company alone, 1 think, sur-
vives. There is probably not in his-
tory an example to mateh it, of corpo-
rate vitality and longevity. Adaptabil-
ity is the price of life thru changing
ages and altered environment, and this
company owes its existence to the. pol-
icy exem}ﬁiﬁed in Winnipeg, where the
company ‘s store has kept pace, with the
community’s needs from the time when
it was a palisaded bastioned frontier
fortress of half a dozen families thru-
out every phase of its growth to a
splendid eity with needs as complex and
varied as London’s.

The Thrifty Scot.
One other element, I think, should

be noted as contributing to this
unique corporate success.  Thruout
its whole  personnel, from  the

humblest young clerk to the high com-
missioner in London, the company is,
and always has been manned almost
exclusively by Scotehmen. In Glasgow
and Edinburgh one fails to nd
Jewish merchants because the Scotch
is the one race which ean outdo
the Jew in barter, Xor business acu-
men, combined with thrift and impeec-
cable probity, the Scot is unequaled,
and by virtue thereof the Scotch sedm
destined, here in Canada at least, to
inherit the earth. The directory of the
company’s officers and servants con-
tains more pages of Macs than of all the
other letters eombined—MeDonald, Me-
Kenzie, McTavish and the like. In the
carly days the officers of the company
discovered there was just one race that
could endure the isolation, the priva-
tions and the rigors of life in the wil-
derness posts—natives of the _cold
Highland glens, where climate ‘and en-
vironment is not unlike that of north-
ern Canada; youths of iron constitu-
tion, toughened by generations of un-
kind environment. ese éarly recruits
have been éiained by brothers and
nephews and grandnephews to the
tenth generation. 'When these youths

in the wilderness reached the age
when young men begin to have
ideas of wife and home, they turned,

in the lack of women of their own kind,
to the Indian women about them. In
Canada today there are scores of half-
breeds with good old Highland names.
And these form a olass'distinet from
the French halfbreeds. The Scotchman,
with his hard, unyielding character,
raised his Indian wife to his own level,
the more pliant Frenchman sunk to the
Indian level. And to the Scotchman’s
credit be it said, that as he rose in the
company’s service and in social and
commercial importance, he stuck to his
marriage vow with Presbyterian fideli-
ty_to a_religious covenant. In London
today there is a member of the British
‘peerage, with wealth and honor won
thru twoscore years of service in the
Hudson’s Bay company, who goes to the
most exclusive functions in the British
capital, accompanied by his wife, a full-
blooded Cree squaw.

It is still the
greatest fur trader in the world, altho
it no lonﬁer has a monopoly, and about
half the fur business in Canada is now
done by independent traders. Just as
Minneapolis 1s the greatest primary
wheat market in the world, so is this
city of Edmonton the greatest primary
fur market in the world—primary in
both cases signifying the market where

Yesterday  three creaking, groaning
wagons, piled high with odorous skins,
rolled into Edmonton. They had come
ninety miles overland from Athabasca
Landing, a little port on the Athabasca
river, to which canoes and barges from
all over Arctic Canada had brought
last winter’s catch. The three wagon-
loads that came into Edmonton yester-
day were taken to a great high-roofed
warehouse. There the furs were sorted.
In one pile lay a score of skins of the
scarce musk ox, scarce and yet not val-
uable because of the coarse hair and
ineradicable odor, There was a pile
of beaver skins that reached the roof,
and hundreds of fox skins, including
half a dozen of the rare black fox.
There were two big piles of lynx skins,

The lynx, the trappers tell you, run in
cycles. Omne year out of every seven,
gscarcely any come to market. This
they aceount for by explaining that the
lynx feed on the rabbit, and the rabbit
breeds so fast that nature must make
an automatic check by sending once in
every seven years an epidemic which
leaves but a handful living.

When the furs were all sorted, and
lay in piles about the great warehouse,
coma the buyers, eight or ten Scoteh-
men of long experience, shrewd men of
business, in dress and manner not at all
unlike the men who might gather at a
board maeeting of any Boston corpora-
tion, . They go about from pile to pile,
stroking the furs to feel their texture
and holding them up to the light to
cateh their luster. When each had sat-
isfied himself, he wrote out on a piece of

aper his bid for the lot, sealed it and
eft it with the owner. Those three
wa;ion loads of furs that came in yes-
terday were sold for $63,000. Tt repre-
sented the year’s product of perhaps
two hundred individual trappers. The
seller did not take his pay in cash. He
got steel traps—these were brought into
Edmonton in carload lots—warmwoolen
clothing, powder and shot, sugar and
salt and the like. These he took in
his wagons back to Athabasca Landing,
where each trapper got his individual
share. Thus does the fur trade go on.

How the Skins Are Marketed.

The actual trapper, Indian, halfbreed
or white, brings his skins in canoes over
all the waterways of the north to Atha-
basea Landing, thence the groanin
wagons carry them over ninety miles o
rude roads to Edmonton, and out of
Edmonton. they go in earload lots,
valued at over a hundred thousand dbl-
lars each,bound for Montreal and thence
for London. There, once a year,
gather the fur buyers of all the world to
make the purchases which supply furs
for the aristocracy of St. Petersburg,
to line the cloaks of Turkish beys, and
Chinese mandarins. The trade is an
enormously profitable one. In Edmon-
ton there are scores of handsome homes,
and fortunes that would be envied in
New York, possessed by men who began
with a hundred dollars’ worth of traps
and powder and shot fo trade with the
Indians, The Indian is easy to bargain
with. He has no sense of relative wval-
ues. If he doesn’t happen to want a
thing, he wouldn’t give a snap of his
finger for it, not even if had the intrin-
sic value o_f a Koh-i-noor. And if he
does want it, even if it be but the dis-
carded red coat of a mounted policeman,
he must have it, and he will give the
last of his possessions for it. In trading
with such a race, for those who have
learned to know the Indian’s likes, there
is obviously much profit. The Indian is
constitutionally improvident. He can-
not grasp why any one should want
mora pl;aﬁerty than enough for one more
meal. The notion of a surplus is as in-
comprehensible to him as tha finer dis-
tinetions of the higher eriticism. That
he has survived at all is proof that the
Hudson’s Bay company has on the whole
dealt kindly with him and exercised a
fatherly supervision over his affairs to
tide him over years of famine. And yet I
should not like to assert that every In-
dian who ever brought a black foxskin
into Edmonton got full value for it. A
black foxskin is the Koh-i-noor of the
fur trade. A score, perhaps, are brought
in each’ year, and they win small for-
tunes for their owners.” One was sold in
Edmonton for $1,720—the trader who
bou‘fht it showed me the entry in -his

books

Oddest of all, the fur trade does not
fall off. Btatistics are not kept, but
they say in Edmonton that the volume
of furs last year was the greatest in the
city’s history. This in spite of the
fact that 100,000 settlers a year are
taking up the land. The animals must
retreat each Jear farther and farther
into the nerth, but there is compensa-
tion in the fact that the northern woods
are safer, the trappers find it more
and more difficult to, cover the ground.
And so the Hudson’s'Bay company bids
fair to go on some céntiriés more'as a
great fur trader, with 160 posts scat-
tered over Mackenzie Land, the Yukon
and the shores of Hudson’s bay,. apd
some 2,000 employees.
