8ereral persons convicted of burglary and other

Uon of North Dakota, an industry has been 
started which promises to put a new town upon 

^ThTs^industry Is fostered by the Mayo Brick 
and Tile company, the stockholders of which 
nre Dr. P. C. Donovan of Neche, J. T. Brlden, 
C W Andrews and H A. Mayo of Walhalla, 
W F. Winters of Langdon, Judge W. J. Knee-
sl.aw of Pembina, Judge U. O. Young of Fargo, 
Senator J. L. Cashel of Graf ton, E Q Valen­
tine of Breckenridge, Minn., and Brown Brothers 
of Aberdeen. 9 T>. The officers are P. W. 

-Andrews, president, J. T. Briden, sectetary and 
tieasurer; H A. Mayo, superintendent, and S. C. 
Johnson, foreman. . 

The corporation has Installed a dry press and 
a hollo v block stiff mud-machine of modern 
design, one piece alone weighing twelve tons, 
and has burned two kilns of brick with very 
fcatisfuctory results , . . _ . _ _ . 

The company Intends to dam the two rivers 
nt their Junction, thereby creating some 400 to 
COO horsepower That power converted into elec-
tiiclty, will be used in running the various 
enterprises of the concern.

"* "basin capable of storing all the Pembina waters 
at spring overflows, means much to the settlers 
of the Red River valley, both in Pembina county 
i nd In the province of Manitoba and even to the 
citv of Winnipeg. 

Dr. Charles P. Burkey of Columbia college. 
New York, who visited the plant In the interest 
of the Great Northern railroad and also of the 
corporation, has this to say regarding the clay 

•"After completing the long series of labora­
tory tests on many samples, covering all the uses 
to which they can be put, so far as I know 

*"'them, I conclude that the uppermost beds will 
make good cement, the lower beds, brick and 
telatlve wares of many grades and exceptional 
range, including dry pressed face biick and com-
man brick of all colors from red to cream, hol­
low block fire proofing, Jrain tile and possibly, 
paving brick. This unusual range is possible 
because of the great thickness of the formation 
exposed at this place, including corresponding 
differences of composition 

"The Pembina river cuts down 300 feet Into 
the brick shales underneath, while the cement 
led forms the bluff margins, making this loca-

~~"*tion an exceptional one for development. 
"I am convinced that the Mayo location rep­

resents all of the valuable beds of the series 
worth developing at the present time and that 
the natural advantages of this site are unap-
proached by any other exposure in this dis­
trict " 

The company after developing Its brick and tile 
industry, will give its attention to a cement 
plant.

The managers of the post traders' stores, who 
have been accustomed to advance goods to the 
Indians on credit, have refused to let them have 
any more provisions or other goods without the 
cash. Much suffering '.> - resulted.
