Residents on the Minneapolis & St. 
Louis road between Excelsior and Ton­
ka Bay, have been informed that the 
road will have the mandamus proceed­
ings in the district court withdrawn 
and will at once obey the order of the 
state railroad commission to run all 
lake trains into Tonka Bay as soon as 
it can get the tracks in good condi­
tion. Thus the fight for Minnetonka 
traffic goes on. 

Hitherto, as soon as the summer sea­
son is over, the road has taken off all 
trains beyond Excelsior, with the ex­
ception of thru trains which passed 
thru Manitou Junction. This made it 
necessary for those having their homes 
in this district to walk from two to five 
miles every time they came to the city. 
The conditions became so unsatisfac­
tory that the residents decided that 
some action would have to be taken, 
and James Howard, backed by a few 
of the leading men of the section, be­
gan the fight. 

I t was taken before the state railroad 
commission and a hearing given, with 
the result that the road was ordered 
to continue service thruout the year to 
Tonka Bay. The road decided to fight 
the decision, and declared it would 
abandon its right of way to Tonka Bay 
if the order was made operative. It 
decided, however, to back the lake 
trains running from Excelsior to Mani­
tou, which was a decided improvement. 

This did not satisfy the residents 
and they began proceedings in the dis­
trict court to compel the road to carry 
into effect the order of the commission. 
The road decided to continue the fight 
and the question has been pending. The 
residents are rejoicing over the change 
of attitude of the company. 

WANTED MONEY FOR 
HIS OWN FUNERAL 

Napoleon Campbell, a former resi­
dent of Minneapolis, has been arrested 
at Ballard, Wash., and charged with 
the murder of Arthur James Bourgette, 
his son-in-law. Both men were well 
known in Washington and stood high 
in the business world, being engaged 
in the shingle business at Ballard. 

The charge against Campbell grows 
out of a bloody fight between the two 
men on Feb. 3. They quarreled on 
their way home that day, and when 
they reached the Bourgette home, be­
gan to fight. Campbell got the worst 
of it and then drew his revolver, firing 
three shots at his son-in-law. Two of 
them took effect. The wounds were 
not considered particularly dangerous, 
but peritonitis developed and the 
wounded man died. 

Campbell gave himself up after the 
fight, asserting that he had shot in 
self-defense. The relatives said that 
the fight was the outcome of a family 
row. 

Campbell is a brother of Vital Camp­
bell of Sandstone, Minn. He had lived 
in Minneapolis for years, being engaged 
in contracting and real-estate business. 
He left here about eight years ago and 
has since lived at Ballard. His step­
daughter was Miss Michaud before her 
marriage and formerly lived in St. Paul,

TRADE WONDERS WHAT TEXANS 

ARE U P TO. 

Texas Is a Producer of Winter Wheat, 
and Many Surmises Are Made Con­
cerning the Possible Use of the 
Northern Product in tne Southland. 

A car of seed wheat was sold in Min­
neapolis today to go to Texas. The car 
will go out tomorrow. The wheat, se­
lected from the best in the Huhn stor­
age elevator, sold for $1.26. When this 
wheat reaches its final destination it 
will have cost the buyer about $1.55 a 
bushel, and how he can afford to pay 
so much for it and what he proposes do­
ing with it are questions no one at the 
Chamber of Commerce can answer. 

Texas is a winter wheat state. Iu 
an ordinary year she produces from 
15,000,000 to 20,000,000 bushels of 
wheat, all of the winter variety. That 
anyone there should want a car of hard 
spring wheat for seed is a matter of 
surprise to the trade. 

Anton Huhn, who has been giving 
much attention to the seed wheat ques­
tion, says there is a big business going 
on here every day. Six cars have been 
shipped to Iowa within as many days,

WANTS STATE EXHIBIT 

French Student Throws New Light on 
Famous Prison. 

Students of French flocked to the 
Unitarian church last evening to hear 
the lecture " T h e Bastile and the Se­
crets of the Man in*the Iron M a s * , " 
given in French by M. Funck Brentano 
under the auspices of the local branch 
of the Alliance Francaise. M. Bren­
tano spent ten years classifying the 
papers from the archives of the old 
prison, and presents a new conception 
of what has always been considered a 
monument of misery. He finds it a 
pleasant retreat where "over-act ive" 
citizens might meditate in peace and 
even luxury upon their duty to their 
king. Of great interest was his solu­
tion of the mystery of the man of the 
iron mask. I t is generally admitted 
now that this strange prisoner was 
Count Mattioli, secretary of state to 
Charles IV., duke of Mantua, who en­
tered into negotiations to sell the city 
of Cassel to Louis XIV. When he re-

f ented of his treachery he notified the 
talian courts of Louis' plans, which so 

angered that monarch that he had 
Mattioli abducted and placed in the 
bastile, where he was forced to wear a 
mask, not of iron, but of black velvet. 

Among the papers which M. Brentano 
found in the torn scraps left by the mob 
when the bastile was destroyed was a 
history of Mme. de Montespan, which 
has been translated and publish*! un­
der the title of " T h e Princess an-1 
Poisoners." The lecture was i lh# 
trated with stereopticon views of the 
bastile and places of interest in France. 
Bev. Marion D. Shutter introduced the 
speaker and spoke of the importance 
of a knowledge of French to the Ameri­
cans and what the Alliance Francaise 
is doing. Thursday evening M. Bren­
tano will speak on "Par i s a Travers 
les A g e s , " in the Unitarian church.
