CHARGES FRAUD
IN STATE OFFICE

SUPERIOR, WIS, MAN SUES FOR
LEASE OF ‘‘VIRGINIA SLIVER.'’

Declares that His Application Was
Twice Refused by Flynn, Land Clerk
Under Dunn. and that a Lease Was
Then Granted the Sister of Another
Clerk,

Duluth, Minn.,, Feb., 22.—Pearl H. Smith of
Superior has Instituted suit in the federal court
ngainst Mabel Evans of Princeton, George A.
Flyun of 8t. Paul, 1. C. Patterson of Prince-
ton, Cory A. Wllson and B. E. Baker 8f Duluth
and Samuel G. Iverson of St. Paul, In which he
seeks to have Miss Evans' mineral lease to
the famous.''Virginla Sliver" set aside and a
like title to the land issued to him.

Lot 1, section 6, In township 581-2-17, S8t
Louls county, for three or more years has been
well known to mining and iron men as the
“Virginia Sliver.” It contalns  abont 154.30
acres of land sald to be very valuable for its
fron ore.

In his petition Smith alleges that in 1803 he
discovered the tract and found it was unsur-
vered, He settled upon it, he declares, as a
homestender, and in June of that year asked
the commissioner of the general land office to
have a survey made of the tract.

State Secures a Patent.

Upon examination the land office representa-
tives, it is meserted, found that there was no
unsurveyed land in that locallty and Smith's
request to have the town established was denled.
On. Jan. 10, 1002, it is alleged that the state
auditor and land commissioner selected the tract
as 2 portlon of swamp land under the state's
grant and a patent to Minnesota was recorded
on Oct. 19, 1004,

Smith alleges that on Dec. 12, 1902, when
R. C. Dunn wag state auditor and land com-
missloner, he made a tender of §25 to Flynn,
then land clerk, requesting that a mineral leasa
for the land be 1ssued to him. This he asserts
was denled at that time, and also on Dec. ad
of the same year, when he alleges to have
made another tender.

Clerk’s Sister Favored.

On the same day that he was last refused
the lease, Smith alleges, Mabel Evans, a sister
of Patterson, the assistant land clerk employed 5
in the office, was granted a lease for the same
ract.

‘ !ttt is also charged that Mabel Evans is mnot
the true owner of the lease, but that it 1s
held jointly by Flyon, Patterson, Wilson and
Baker. It is sald that Wilson at the time
was engaged by the state to defend swamp land
contests in Minnesota.

Smith asks that the defendant, Iverson, be
directed to make a lease to him for the tract,
and that he declare the lease mow held by
Mubel Lvans or others vold.

Largest Lumber Sale.

The largest lumber sale of the year has been
made by the Tower Lumber company to Chi-
cago men. It conslsts of 35,000,000 feet of
lumber, involving $850.000. Ninety per cent of
the stock I1s Norway, and all of it s sold
ahead of the saw.
