CANNOT RESIST
MANIA TO KILL

WEALTHY MICHIGAN LUMBER-
MAN SENT TO AN ASYLUM.

Attacked His Foreman with an Iron
Poker as the Latter Slept, and Con-
fesses that He Intended to Murder
His Cook Also and Then to Jump Into
a Well.

Newberry, Mich., March 2.—A late arrlval at
the northern Michigan insane asylum is Charles
Buchanan, a well-known lumberman operating In
the eastern portion of the upper peninsula. His
case 1s pecullar in that he is ratlonal most of
the time, but while in a deranged state of mind
he is possessed of a deslre to klll.

He was pronounced Insane In probate court
at S5t. Ignace, and committed to the asylum as
the result of a murderous attack upon Michael
Fenlon, foreman of hls wood camp, and his bed-
fr:low at the camp, Fenlon was pssaulted as Le
slept.

Buchanan was armed with a heavy lron poker.
With his fingerhe drew a llne across Fenlon's
héad “where the sknll was thinnest,”” and then
struck the blow. His alm was poor, however,
and altho the poker opened & gash five inches
in length Fenlon was not so dazed that he was
not able to throw up his arm and ward off the
second blow. This landed on Fenlon's forearm
and was of sufficlent force to bend the heavy
fron bar until 1t resembled a half-circle.

On the cook rushing to the rescue, Buchanan
desisted, Inquiring as he sat down, *‘Well, Mike,
did T hurt you?" The physicilan summoned post
haste declared it remarkable that the first blow
had not caused instant death: it would have done
so, he stated, had it landed a trifle to one
side.

Buchanan admitted that he meant to kill. He
felt that hls tlme had come, he stated, and as
Fenlon was a friend of his he wished to take
bim along. He Intended to put an end to the
cook also, and then jump into & well and drown
