Russla Increasing ship-
ments materlally, while the American galn was
a moderate one, or 1,104,000 bu against 806,000,
The quantity of breadstuffs afloat Increased

The
trade looks for something less than this, or not
over 100,000,000 bu, Shonld therg be more shown
than this last total, It would probably make a
bear report, for, with this much in reserve and
the harvest In the extreme southwest only about
uinety days off, it might be Aaifficult to work
up enough bull enthuslasm to hold prices to
the present level. As to corn, it s anothar
guess, with the chances rather more favorable
to the bull side. George H. Phillips of Chl-
cago has made a preliminary estimate based on
reports from 2.000 correspondents. He thinks
there will be 420,000,000 bu corn shown in re-
serve agalnat 474,000,000 at this time last year.
If this comes out, the bulls In both wheat and
corn will get figures that Iin themselves would
favor higher prices. It must be remembered,
however, that there is a difference., wheat being
