The "underground l a k e " at the 
foot of Lowry hill bids fair be more of 
a problem for the city engineer than for 
those who are erecting buildings in that 
region. The city engineer would avoid 
difficulties by not draining it off in the 
city sewers, but the question is whether 
he can avoid doing so. A sewer in that 
region is bound to drain out the water 
to some extent by seepage and if the 
level of the water below the ground is 
lowered, there will be a farther sink­
ing of the surface.

Mr. and Mrs. Flake's married life has 
been filled with difficulties. About 
three years ago the husband left his 
family! Since that time, it is alleged, 
he has not contributed to their support 
nor lived with his wife. He recently 
relumed from Los Angeles, Cal., and 
wants to take his child back with him. 

It is asserted in the petition for the 
writ that the mother has recently borne 
another ehild and that she is not a 
proper person to have the custody of 
the little girl. Both Mrs. Flake and her 
child have lived, since her husband's 
desertion, with the child's grand­
mother, Mrs. Cecilia Keaber, 241 
Plymouth avenue. 

The child wants to remain with .her 
mother and made strenuous objections 
when separated from her. 

The mother, in an answer filed today, 
alleges that her husband is sub­
ject to hallucinations, drinks to excess, 
is a ' ' rover," and is not an able nor a 
proper person to have charge of his 
child. She claims that he has threat­
ened to kill both herself and Cecilia, 
and that she is actually afraid of him. 

The solution suggested by the officers 
of the Humane society, is that the child 
be placed in some home and the father 
be made to support her 'until she is 
able to care for herself.

PERMITS FOR MARCH 
SHOW BUILDING BOOM 

Buildin gpermits taken out > since 
March 1 presage one of the livliest 
building seasons in years. The amount 
to be invested in new buildings is much 
greater than last year and it is quite 
possible that the record of 1890 may be 
equalled. 

The value of buildings for which 
permits have already been taken out 
this month is about $511,000 and sev­
eral large ones will be taken out within 
a week. ' In March, 1890, the permits 
amounted to $746,000 and Building In­
spector Houghton expects the record 
this month to go over $700,000. 

NO SPECIAL SESSION 

Congressman Tawney Believes Capital

Opening at Kerr's Is Attracting Much 
Attention. 

The amended Lord insurance bill 
passed yesterday bv the senate will in 
no way affect the financial standing of 
the Northwestern National Life Insur­
ance company of Minneapolis, says 
Frederick V. Brown, general counsel 
for the company. Its terms are accept­
able to the company. 

"Neither will the company," says 
he, " b e compelled to sell the Audito­
rium at the end of ten years if, in the 
opinion of the insurance commissioner, 
a forced sale would be detrimental to 
the financial Statua of the company. 

"Generally speaking, the law as 
amended and passed by the senate is 
satisfactory. None of its provisions 
withdraws any of the essential privi­
leges extended by the original law, 
which enabled it to go from an assess-i 
ment to a legal reserve basis. But so 
far aa it has interfered at all with the 
plan of the company's going from an 
assessment basis to a legal reserve 
basis it has made it very difficult, if 
not impossible; for any company to do 
that in* the future, i nour judgment. 

" T h e purpose of Senator Lord has 
been fully acomplished, and that was 
to add to the stipulated premium law 
certain regulations of the business that 
were not anticipated when that law was 
passed, and not included in it. # The 
general character of those regulations is 
wholesome and in the interest of thte 
policyholders and the general manage­
ment of the company, but they are 
much more stringent'than the laws ap­
plicable to other companies incor­
porated in this sate or in other states 
and authorized to do business in this 
state. 

For instance, in omitting from the 
class of authorized investments all 
stocks and bonds of private corpora­
tions, except of national banks, thev 
have prohibited for companies of this 
class securities which form a large part 
of the assets of most other life insur­
ance companies, f the privisions of this 
law should be applied to most other 
companies enough of their assets would 
be eliminated from the calculation to 
make almost any of them insolvent. 

' 'This law protects the Northwestern 
National Life Insurance company, con­
cerning the class of investments men­
tioned, already acquired, by providing 
that such securitiese shall be considered 
in determining its total assets. 

" A similar protection is offered with 
reference to the Auditorium building by 
the provision that the company shall 
have ten years in which to dispose of it. 
If at that time it is the opinion of the 
insurance commissioner that it would 
be detrimental to the insurance com­
pany; he nede not force a sa le ."

SOHINDELDEOKER. 

SUPREME COURT TO OPEN. 
The supreme court wllr open the April 

term in the courtroom at the new capitol 
April 4, with appropriate ceremonies, cel­
ebrating the transfer of the seat of justice. 
The calendar will be called that day and a 
large attendance of attorneys is assured.

Edward Gottschalk, the accused mur­
derer of Christian H. Schindeldecker, 
has been formally charged with the 
murder of Joseph Hartmann, his alleged 
accomplice in the Schindeldecker mur­
der. The accusation was made by the 
coroner's jury in the Hartmann case at 
St . Paul yesterday afternoon. 

The evidence before the inquest yes­
terday was meager. Chief of Police 
John J. O 'Connor choosing to show only 
enough of the strength of his hand to 
insure Oottschalk's oeing held by the 
jury. He contented himself by swear­
ing W. H. Hartel, a fireman on the 
Omaha road, who saw Gottschalk and 
Hartmann fishing together Monday. 
Feb. 20, and they spoke of staying at 
the river until late in the evening. 
Other witnesses told of finding the body 
and Coroner Miller described the 
wounds which caused Hartmann's 
'death. r 

Gottschalk was little affected when 
told of the finding,of the jury. He 
maintains his innocence, declaring that 
he will proclaim it from the scaffold if 
necessary. He says he knows several 
things about Hartmann 'e past which 
he will tell later, but prefers to allow 
his attorney to talk for him now. 

If the county attorney can secure the 
trial of Gottschalk on the Hartmann 
murder charge first, he will strengthen 
the case against the accused man. If 
the first charge is that of murdering 
Schindeldecker, all references relative 
to the murder of Hartmann probably 
will be excluded by the court. In the 
case of the Hartmann murder, how­
ever, the evidence1 of the murder of 
the butcher will be material, for it will 
tend to prove the motive of the crime. 

It is< likely that -Gottschalk's attor­
ney will fight against this, but the state 
will bo able to overcome his objections 
by securing an indictment for the mur­
der of Hartmann, before the indictment 
in the Schindeldecker case is returned. 

In an interview with a St. Paul re­
porter last night, Gottschalk expressed 
the belief that Hartmann was killed for 
revenge. He said that Hartmann had 
frequently confessed to him that he had 
been mixed in shady deals and Gott­
schalk thinks some one interested in 
some of these committed the crime, „ 

This was another hard day for the 
scalpers in wheat, most of whom lost 
money trying to follow an elusive mar­
ket. Strong at intervals and weak 
again and 3%o down from yesterday's 
high point at low time, May was a 
hard future to trade in and July not 
much better. 

Following up yesterday's late report 
of the sale of a lot of 2,000.000 bushels 
cash wheat to the Washburn-Crosby 
company, the market turned sharply 
this morning as expected, and May 
broke to $1.10%, July wheat following 
and selling to $1.07. Both principals 
to the deal stated that the transactions 
was by no means as heavy as the ru­
mors had made it. The local market, 
already congested, took it as significant 
of a situation not equalled here for a 
long time. 

The fact that heavy selling developed 
was thought to be father confirmatory 
of big cash purchases, on the theory 
that a miller, to provide for future re­
quirements, would presumably have had 
wheat bought for May delivery, and, 
if a big lot; of spot wheat were Dought 
for cash, the rational thing to do would 
be to sell out the long holdings of May 
wheat. The sellers "of, -the cash wheat 
would naturally work for decline to 
bay in their hedges. The put crowd 
were a little suspicious of the report. 

The situation in wheat is a peculiar 
one. Prices of Minneapolis May and 
July are now about fifteen cents higher 
than a year ago, when both May and 
July were 96%c. Naturally there is 
disposition to look upon wheat as too 
high, and, as good reports of the grow­
ing winter wheat come in the Minneapo­
lis speculators sell wheat short and 
make a little money on the breaks. 

On the other hand, the ghost of 
short supply is always hovering around, 
and the bears are afraid of its shadow. 
Any one may put down on the one side 
all the wheat in Minneapolis. Duluth, 
and all that is known of in the coun­
try, and on the other side the amount 
of wheat that the Minneapolis flour 
milsl and the country mills will consume 
if they grind at the usual rate from 
now until a new crop of spring wheat 
is marketed, and he will find an indi­
cated shortage of about twenty million 
bushels. 

Hence the hardest proposition spec­
ulators have been against for some time. 
If they buy, the market may drop sev­
eral cents and hurt them, and ir they 
sell, it may open up 5 cents over night 
on some bull report. 

Meanwhile the question of what the 
mills are going to do with reference 
to supplies is the' l ive one. Theory is 
that the winter-wheat mills of the 
southwest will soon be able to undersell 
Minneapolis so much as to stop the 
local mills from grinding: but this is 
prospective. At present the local mills 
are selling flour and are buying wheat, 
paying a premium of 1% to 2 cents 
over May price for the good No. 1 
northern.

Twenty-first and 
Washington avenues S, and purchased a 
sack of flour and a dozen eggs on the ac­
count of Mrs. Joseph O'Brien, 1933 Bluff 
street. They took the flour to the homo 
of Mrs. John Hall, 1209 Fifth street S, 
where they sold it for 60 cents. They 
gave her the eggs. They were arrested 
by Sergeant Prank Cederberg and Patrol­
man George Johnson of the South Side po­
lice.
