MUCH COTTON FOR JAPAN 
HUNDREDS OF OARS PASS THRU 
THE MINNESOTA TRANSFER TO 
THE ORIENT. 

Heavy shipments of cotton to J a p a n 
have been passing thru the Minnesota 
Transfer for several days, and will con­
t inue thru April. Train after t ra in , 
with cars which have aggregated more 
than 900, have gone west over the 
Northern Pacific and Great Northern, 
and Tacoma dispatches today say t h a t 
the companies ' oriental warehouses are 
piled high with thousands of bales. 

I t all indicates a revival of t rade 
conditions in the orient. J a p a n mixes 
American cotton with the product from 
India in manufactur ing yarns for Jap ­
anese and Manchurian markets . 

J . J . Hi l l ' s lines have been carrying 
the bulk of the cotton across the United 
States . Thru his control of the Bur­
lington, Mr. Hill is carrying much tha t 
otherwise would go t o ' the Har r iman 
lines. The heavy cotton shipments over 
the Nor thern Pacific and Great North­
ern made the Puget Sound distr ict the 
fifth in cotton shipments. 

P R E P A R I N G FOR SOO 

Great Northern Will Put Up Red-hot 
Fight to Hold Business. 

Special to The Journal. 
Crookston, Minn., April 4.—The 

energy which will be displayed by the 
management of the Great Northern dur­
ing the coming summer, thruout Nor th 
Dakota in the building of proposed ex­
tensions to branches now in operation, 
new pieces of t rack into Fer t i le and as 
yet untapped distr icts and the resteeling 
and improvement of branch lines 
which are now down and doing business 
will be of phenomenal proportion's. 

The act iv i ty of the Soo ' line in the 
northern par t of Nor th Dakota , which 
threatens to t ake from the Great North­
ern a large portion of the best shipping 
business in the west , will be met a t 
every tu rn by the Great Nor thern mana­
gers,' and the r iva l ry between the two 
roads promises to keep things lively for 
railroad workmen, who are a l ready 
flocking into the country in ant icipat ion 
of one of the biggest years in the his­
tory of the valley. 

A mile of flatc'ars heavily, laden wi th 
steel rails have been stored in th is city 
during the winter by the "Great North­

ern in anticipation of t he early spring 
work. The material will be used be­
tween Devils Lake and Aneta on the 
new piece of double t rack. Definite 
plans for this work are not in shape for 
publication, but officials say i t will be 
built . If it is i t will shorten the haul 
from points west of St. Paul to Devils 
Lake thir ty- two miles and will give the 
road one of the finest pieces of double 
t rack in the country. 

A proposed extension from Rugby to 
the Missouri r iver, 120 miles in length, 
will take one of the richest sections of 
the s ta te and will without doubt be 
pushed thru th is summer. Extensions 
of the Edmore, Bott ineau & Mohall 
branches will aggregate 200 miles of 
work when complete, and will go thru 
this summer. Both the York and Town­
er extensions will be extended, the 
former thirty-six miles and the la t te r 
forty beyond their present terminals. 
From Sherwood to the river a line thru 
a very rich agricultural country is pro­
posed and is being laid out by engineers. 
Active operations, upon the new work 
will be s tar ted some time this month 
and by the 1st of May an immense 
army of railroad men will be engaged 
on the various extensions. 

Western Merger Suspected. 
Application for permission to build 

a ra i lway from Ladner to the south 
bank of the Eraser r iver near Liverpool, 
and to connect wi th the new bridge a t 
New Westminster , is believed to be pa r t 
of a plan for amalgamation of the lines 
operated in connection with the Hill 
system on the Pacific coast in Brit ish 
Columbia. The application is made by. 
t he Victoria & Eastern railroad owned 
by Mr. Hill . I t calls also for permis­
sion to connect wi th ra i lways operated 
in the s ta te of Washington and with 
the Vancouver, Westminster & Yukon 
rai lway, t he Victoria Terminal Railway 
& Fe r ry company and t h # New West­
minster Southern :railway. ,̂ - . ;v* 

RAILROAD NOTES. 
The Milwaukee road has decided to have in 

future passenger councils a representative equal 
In rank to officials present from other roads. 
F. A. Miller, general passenger agent, will 
therefore be made passenger traffic manager. 
I t is reported that this change will take plaqe 
in two weeks, and that some twin city man 
will be made general passenger agent. 

The decision of the Chicago-Minneapolis lines 
to maintain tariff rates during the excursion 
season was taken up today by the St. Paul 
Commercial club. The rule goes into effect 
Friday, and business men are protesting against 
the decision, because thousands of visitors have 
been attracted weekly during former summer 
seasons to the twin cities by low railroad rates. 
Colorado has the advantage this year.

EASTERN WEALTH 
SUNK IN THE WEST 

Many Fortunes Have Been Lost 
in Attempts to Develop the 

Great Plains. 

Kansas City, April 4 — E a s t e r n capi­
ta l is ts who have thought they could 
make fortunes in a day or a month by 
gambling in the wes t ' s resources have 
often been disappointed. They have 
found t h a t the west had managers who 
were fully caapble of get t ing a good 
share of the profits and who " needed 
the m o n e y . " • 

Probably more easterners mourn 
losses in the west because of unprofita­
ble farm mortgages than for any other 
reason. Thruout the plains regions^ 
arose in the late eighties a demand for 
farms, and with it a willingness to 
mortgage every possible b i t of real 
estate . Fa rm mortgage companies wi th 
exaggerated capital stock and high 
sounding t i t les in which was usually to 
be found the substantial word " f a r m ­
e r s " began operations. 

At the eastern end it advert ised 
" g u a r a n t e e d " farm loans and a t the 
other besought the farmers to t ake ad­
vantage of the opportunity to obtain 
money. The mortgage notes and de­
benture bonds based upon them were 
things of beauty adorned with gold 
seals and gorgeous lettering. 

Nine-tenths of the companies sus­
pended in the nineties and the eastern 
investors found that the lands were the 
only security for the debt. On these 
the -loan was often absurdly high, con­
sidering the depression tha t came to 
western real estate. 

Borrowers Moved. 
The borrowers had usually moved to 

Oklahoma or the Pacific coast. The 
disgusted mortgagee found t h a t he pos­
sessed a waterless piece of prairie, 
miles from a railroad, for which lie had 
paid three times i ts value, or would 
do so when he had gone thru foreclo­
sure. 

The sett lers who remained went into 
the cat t le business, for which the sec­
tion was fitted and in which they have 
made themselves independent. ' They 
s tar ted a barbed wire fence a t the cor­
ner of the cat t le shed and ran i t four 
or five miles across the plain, then 
turned to the right a few more miles, 
and so back home. 1 

" I understand tha t you have fenced 
my land inside your p a s t u r e , " an in­
dignant mortgagee wrote to one of 
these cattlemen. " I t must s t o p ! " 

" I f you don ' t want your land inside 
my p a s t u r e , " was the reply, " c o m e 
and t ake i t o u t . " 

Could the catt lemen-be compelled to 
remove the fence? I t is possible, tho 
i t would be tr ied before a ju ry of cat­
tlemen. There are no others to act as 
."jurors. Shrewd lawyers and specula-
tors; buy the old mortgages of eastern 
investors for a song, sometimes a t 10 
per cent of their face value; hunt up 
the original makers .of the mortgage 
and get a deed, for, say, $10 more; com­
promise the taxes and have the land 
clear of incumbrance. . Gett ing a half 
dozen " q u a r t e r s " of 160 acres each 
together, they have a " r a n c h ' ' and i t 
sells for a profit. .: ,,' 
, A favori te form of. draining money 
out of the east in frontier communities 
was by the bond method. More than 
one town has obtained funds for a sugar 
mill, gas well, or other experiment un­
der the guise of voting improvement 
bonds. The money was}, needed so much 
tha t i t was not always spent entirely 
on the experiments. ^/Later the bonds 
have often been defaulted. ' 

If the bondholder^threatened to t ake 
possession of a towh . when the place 
was burdened in days of depression, t he 
response was:" *<Xla r ight! We will 
move pur houses off the townsite^ and 
s ta r t another city; ;a >half*mile away. 
You can have the!lefts we leave be­
h i n d . " 

Schoolhouse on Her Hand. 

Such bonds are generally compro­
mised, bu t somebody loses. One woman 
did assert her r ights and seized a 
$10,000 schoolhouse, i n « a town once 
promising, bu t which, owing to changes 
in affairs, dwindled to less than fifty 
families. She does not know now what 
to do with i t . < 

Probably the most costly experiments 
for individual investors have been those 
connected with irrigation enterprises. 
I rr igat ion in theory is beyond criticism. 
The project of turning r ivers over arid 
acres and so insuring large crops, ap­
peals to every one; i t seems' simple and 
profitable. But in a frontier country, 
with all the complications of hasty and 
lax legislation, to say nothing of' r ival 
claimants for wate r supplies, it becomes 
a bewildering under taking for any ex­
cept an expert. 

Thousands of miles of ditches and lat­
erals were constructed at vast expense 
in the Arkansas valley without consid­
eration t h a t the r iver is frequently an

GOVERNOR ORDWAY 
LIVES IN THE PAST 

0 

Former Executive of Dakota Ter­
ritory Passes Declining Years 

in Comfort. 

By W. W. Jermane. 
Washington, April 4.—Older residents 

of the northwest , a t least those who go 
back to the days when the Dakotas 
formed a terr i tory, will be interested to 
know t h a t former Governor Ordway is 
passing the remaining days of his life 
in Washington. Governor Ordway was 
born in New Hampshire and was ap­
pointed governor of the ter r i tory of 
Dakota from tha t s ta te . Upon his re­
t i rement he came to Washington, re­
sumed his acquaintance with New 
Hampshire men in public and pr ivate 
life here, and became financially inter­
ested in several local enterprises, the 
most important being the "Wasninsrton 
Market company, which owns tho big­
gest market house in the capital city. 

Several years ago, feeling the in-
firimities of age creeping upon him, 
Governor Ordway resigned from the 

f iresidehcy of the market company and 
he direct management of other enter­

prises in which he was interested, and 
since t h a t t ime has lived a life of ease 
and comfort, consorting mostly wi th his 
old New Hampshire friends, the most 
conspicuous of whom are William E. 

Chandler, former secretary of the 
navy, former senator and present mem­
ber of the Spanish claims commission; 
Secretary Hitchcock and Senator Gal-
linger. 

An Octogenarian. 
Governor Ordway is now between 75 

and 80 years of age, and while vigor­
ous, as vigor goes with men of tha t 
age. has developed several peculiarities 
such as are likely to be noted in men 
of advanced years who have led a busy 
life. 

His friends say these peculiarities de­
veloped less than a year ago, when he 
was doubly afflicted by the death of 
his son-in-law, Edward L . Whitford, 
and his grandson, Onslow Stearns Whit­
ford. Tho lat ter was accidentally shot 
while hunt ing in Virginia. For a t ime 
he was almost prostrated, bu t recently 
there are evidences tha t the sharp edge 
of his grief has worn off. 

Second Childhood. 
Governor Ordway 's friends say t h a t 

recently he has entered upon a period 
of life akin to second childhood. He 
lives in the past a great deal, and is apt 
to dwell upon tho incidents of his boy­
hood and early manhood, ra ther than 
those of the present day. There is no 
evidence of imbecility or of insanity, 
but simply .the failing mental powers or 
a man of his years. 

His friends also have noticed a ten­
dency on his pa r t to insist ra ther 
strenuously at t imes upon a recognition 
of his prominence in the world. For 
instance, it is related t h a t when Presi­
dent Roosevelt was in New Hampshire 
several years ago, Governor Ordway 
complained because he was not given 
the prominence in the entertainment of 
the president t ha t he thought he de­
served. Again, as recently as a t the 
inauguration of President Boosevelt, he 
complained because he was not given 
prominence in the ceremonies.

The St. Clair Bonds. 
Sometimes the residents themselves 

are deceived. St.- Clair county, Mis­
souri, thirty-five years ago issued $250,-
000 in bonds! for a: railroad. The road 
never came, and the county refused to 
pay the bonds, which are held in the 
east. 

The bondholders have obtained judg­
ment and the courts have ordered the 
county judges to make a levy to pay 
i t . IJut for twenty years every judge 
has 'refused. They have" spent years in 
jai l for contempt or have hidden in the 
wilds of the woodland townships, avoid­
ing officers from the federal courts. , At 
the expiration of a judge ' s term he is 
released, if in ja i l , and then i t becomes 
necessary to catch his Successor. The 
debt now amounts," with costs, to 
$1,000,000, and is growing year by year, 
but St. Clair county declares tha t rt will 
never pay nor compromise. The county 
judge, who makes a levy for the debt 
may jus t as well make his will a t the 
same time. 

To two causes may be traced the 
losses easterners have had in their west­
ern ventures ; lack of investigation and 
anxiety for large returns. The man 
who lent h is money on an unbroken 
quarter section of t he high plains should 
have known tha t he " was tak ing 
chances; were the loan large, he should 
not have been disappointed if the 
set t ler took the money and departed.
