PLA TO REMOVE IT BY AIDING
WORKHOUSE PRISONERS TO GET
A NEW START.

Frank MeDonald, superintendent of
the workhouse will ask the board of
charities and corrections to set aside a
sum from the general fund each year to
aid needy persons who leave the work-
house practically destitute.

Mr. MeDonald says that there are
hundreds of cases where vagrants and
common_thieves who have gone out of
the workhouse in the morning without
food and money and wunable to get
'worli, would turn criminals hefore
mnight. They had paid their debt to the
state and intended to do right, but the
first pangs of hunger drove away all
good resolutions. Most men who come
.to the workhouse have a little money
;and this is saved for them until they
were given enough to board them one
day and give them a bed, they could
,get a better start, -

Several members of the board favor
.such a plan. The board is already
figuring to install a brick plant so as to
ymake the workhouse self-supporting and
{if this is done, there is little doubt
{that such a fund will be provided.

KIICHLI FILES BOND
FOR NEW ELECTRIC GO.

Joseph L. XKiichli today filed the
$23,000 bond and acce{)tance by the
Minnesota Power & Trolley company of
the ordinance granting the right to use
Minneapolis streets for conduits and
poles to convey electric emergy to the
city and to supply electric power and
light to eonsumers. The bond is signed
by J. L. Kiichli and C. O. Straub as
sureties, each of whom qualifies for the
full amount,

The bond will be presented to the eity
council at its next meeting and be re-
ferred to the committee on bonds of
city officers, which will eall upon
Messrs. Kiichli and Straub to justify.

By the bond the company agrees to
begin actual work on construction and
to expend at least $200,000 within one
year.

“‘There is nothing to be said now in
re%éurd to our plans,’’ said Mr. Kiichli.
‘““We have already expended some
money in getting ready and in investi-
gating.”’ [

The maximum rates provided in the
ordirnance will reduce fhe price of elec-
tricity for light and power about 35 per
cent, and the reduction to the city for
street lighting will be considerably
more.

OVER BLOOD
DRENCHED FIELDS

DR. JAMES K. HOSMER PREPAR-
ING A GREAT WOREK.

Former Librarian of the Minneapolis
Public Library, After Studying the
Bcenes of Battles and the Records in
the Congressional Library, Returns
to Finish Manuscript of His History.

. Dr. James K. Hosmer, formerly ¥bra-

rian of the Minneapolis publie library,
has returned from a winter spent in
Washington and the south, working an
his history of the civil war. He is
spending April in 8t. Paul with his
daughter, Mrs. A. C. Eddy, 694 Port-
land avenue, but May 1 he and Mrs.
Hosmer will return to Minneapolis for
the summer.

The manuseript for the first volume
of this important hietorical work will
be ready Jan. 1 and the latter half some
time in 1906. Dr. Hosmer is devotin
his whole time to this work. He left
Minneapolis in the fall and spent the
pleasant weather of the fall and early
winter in visiting and carefully study-
ing all of the important battlefields of
Virginia. In every case he had as his
guide men who were thoroly familiar
with the history of the respective bat-
tles. Generally, his guide was an ex-
Confederate soldier living in the par-
ticular locality being studied. On one
oceasion in his Virginia travels Dr.
Hosmer drove over forty-two miles of
country, every rod of which had been
fought over and blood-drenched.

In his battlefield study Dr. Hosmer
also_visited the more important points
in North Carolina, went over the route
from Knoxville to Nashville, Tenn.,
spent some time in Mississippi, espe-
cially around Vieksburg, and, finally,
went over the ground of his own army
campaigning in Louisiana.

On his return to Washington, Dr.
Hosmer was provided with an alcove
in the congressional library and eve
facility offered him for convenient wor
on the records and other historical ma-
terial he desired to consult. He worked
there for the remainder of the winter.

Dr. Hosmer’s two volumes are a part
of one of the greatest pieces of his-
torical writing ever undertaken. It is
a definitive:history of the United States
prepared co-operatively for a group of
e_x?erg scholars of special periods, Its
title is ‘“The American Nation,”’ and
the work will be completed in twenty-
eight volumes, five of which are already
issued. The editor is Professor Albert
Bushnell Hart, head of the history de-
partment of Harvard and a historical
scholar admirably equipped by ability
and_experience for the direction of a
work of this magnitude, as he is him-
self the author of some of the bhest
written and most scholarly recent works
on history, especially to present it in
a popular way, and he has edited a
number of other important historieal
series.

All of the other writers have been
restricted to one volume each, but the
great mass of material for the eivil
war could not be handled in a single
volume, and it was highly desirable that
the work should not be divided in au-
thorship.
