This a.gzrcemant bars any Eroductlon,
eave that sanctioned by the trust, from
the theaters in the combination.

Strenuous exertions were made by
Klaw & Erlanger’s counsel, Colonel
Abe Gruber, to prevent the introdue-
tion of this agreement.

The parties to the agreement, which
became effective Aug. 31, 1901, and
runs for five years, are shown to be
Al Hayman, Charles Frohman, Mare
Klaw and A. Erlanger as parties of the
first part, and Samuel ¥. Niedlinger
and J. Fred Zimmerman of Nixon &
Zimmerman, En.ruea of the second part.

The preamble to the agreement re-
cites that theater interests in all large
cities suffered as a result of indiserimi-
nate ‘‘booking’’ of attractions, neces-
sitating somo agreement between the
interests whereby long jumps would be
avoided and tours so arranged that
there would be no conflict of similar
attractions in the samé city.

List of Attractions.

The llst of attractions, thirty-three
in number, all under the control of the
parties to the agreement, and which
was to be supplemented by any thea-
ter subsequently passing under the con-
trol of any of the parties in the mnext
five years, was announced.

The list names houses in New York,
Boston, Providence, Philadelphia, Balti-

nati, Louisville, 8t. Louis, Chicago, Co-
lumbus, Dayton, Toledo, Indianapolis,
Buffalo, Toronto, Omaha, Denver, San
Franciseco and New Orleans.

‘¢ All of which,”’ the agreement con-
tinues, ‘‘shall be booked with attrac-
tions in conjunction with each other;
that is to say, no attractions shall be
booked in any of the said theaters or
places of amusement (or in any which
may be hereafter acquired, as afore-
said), which will insist in playing an
opposition theater or place of amuse-
ment in any of the cities above named
or any which may hereafter come un-
er t agreement), unless the party
hereto having a theater or place of
amusement in said competition point
shall give his or their consent in ‘writ-
ing to permit said attraction to play
in the oprosition theater or place of
amusement.’’

All Profits Pooled.

An agreement to pool all profits is set
out in the fourth eclause of the instru-
ment, and of the net profits it is stipu-
lated, Messrs, Hayman, Frohman, Klaw
and ﬁrlanger shall receive 75 per cent,
and the firm of Nixon & Zimmerman 25
per cent from all the theaters enumer-

ed,

Nixon & Zimmerman, in return, are
to turn over from 33 1-3 to 50 per cent
of the net profits of the theaters owned

by them in Pittsburg, Philadelphia and'

Baltimore. Klaw & rlanﬁer are given
control of all bookings, while Nixon &
Zimmerman are designated as the hold-
ing representatives.

Amendment to a Bpecial Law Declared

Governor Johnson has vetoed H. F.

The governor
states that the bill is plainly unconsti-
tutional, coming wunder the provision
which prohibits special legislation.

JOHNSON VETOES
CHIROPRAGTIC BILL

|GOVERNOR OALLS HALT ON

- LICENSING NEW SOHOOLS.

Message Holds That So-called Art Is
Not Bufficiently Developed to Be
Sanctioned By Law—It Is Bo Far an
Untried Experiment—Senate Defers
Action.

Governor Johnson sent the chiroprac-
tie bill back to the senate today
without his signature. The bill is 8. F.
81, by Senator Gjertsen, creating a
state board of chiropractic examiners
and licensing practitioners of the new
school. The bill and the veto message
were laid on the table for: later con-

sen.

The_governor vetoes the bill on the
ground that the chiropractiec art is not
sufficiently developed to be recognized
by the state, and given legal indorse-
ment. The message says in part:

The Governor’s Reasons.

The best Information of which I am
possessed reveals to me the fact that
chiropractie, so-called, 18 a discovery of
very recent orlgin, and was discovered
and developed by men who were not
learned In the sclence of healing disease.
It is not apparent to me that the devotees
of this so-called art in this state are pos-
gessed of the proper knowledge of anat-
omy and kindred subjects to properly
constitute a board for the examination of
others in those subjects.

The enactment of a law creating a state
board of chiropractic examiners and reg-
istration, and to regulate the practice of
chiropractic In the atate of Minnesota,
and to license chiropractors, will dignify

that the people will look to it as a pana-
cea and remedy for the ills to which the
human body is helr, and must from the
very nature of that confldence so estab-
llghed, be more or less imposed upon by

SHOOT'S PLEDGE T0

SENATE BROKEN

Instead of Challenging Polygam-
istic Apostolic Quorum of Mor-
mons, He Shuns Meeting,

New York, April 12.—B8enator Reed
Smoot has failed .to make good his
pledge "to the senate committee on
privileges and elections this spring,
when his case was under investigation,
by _challepﬁing the polygamistic char-
acter of ‘the apostolic quorum of the
Mormon church.
