Sioux Falls,S. D.,April 13.—No better
cattle, hogs, sheep and horses-are raised
anyvwhere than those grown in South
Dakota. It is estimated that $35,950,-
000 worth of cattle were marketed in
South Dakota in 1903, Grass fat steers
have sold as ‘"high as 7 cents a

ound on the Chicago market, and ome
Eouth Dakota firm sold 984 head of
corn-fed steers for $102,864. The corn
on which they were fattened was all
produced in the vicinity of the feed

yards. 2
South Dakota is well adapted to the
aising of horses and mules, and South
i)akotﬂ. horses are the best in the world
for cavalry service. As a sheep coun-
try it is mnot surpassed by any other.
Comfortable fortunes have been made
by sheep men in fen years. .
Hogs are eagily and profitably raised.
In but a few localities in the state has
hog cholera evep made its appearance.
Ehe wondertul western range for
stock cattle, where stock graze all win-
ter without hay, grain or shelter, and
the fertile‘farms of the grain belt, for
finishing, afford a combination of inter-
ests an op]portunitios not elsewhere
equaled for live stock meney making.
By the last fedcral census South Da-
kota had $160 worth of livestock per
capita, Jowa $122, Minnesota $49 and
Wisconsin, §45.

Money in Dairying.

Dairying is profitable in every part
of the sts%e, feed being abundant, pas-
turage costing almost nothing, and the

rice received for butter and eggs be-
ing practically the same as where land
is worth $100 an acre. South Dakota
now ranks twelfth among the dairy
states of the union, and at its present
rate of progress it will soon be among
the first five. The quality of butter
produced is not equaled by any other

state, the product from its creameries
bringing the highest price on the New

York and Boston markets and “being
more sought after than any other but-
ter for its- ‘holding-up’’ gualities and
perfect flavor, Sl

There are &bout 125 creameries in
successful operation throughout the
state, all under the regulation of a
state food and dairy “commissioner, The
report of the commissioner for 1902
shows detailed reports of 88 creameries
for twelve months. These 88 ereameries
handled 171,265,209 pounds of milk, for
which there was distributed among
8,186 patrons $1,204,503.30. The pa-
trons received an average price of 171
cents a pound. for their butter and an
average price for milk of 75 cents a
hundred. The average amount drawn
by each patron for the year was $158.10.

Taking these figures as a basis, the
total amount of money paid to the pat-
rons of the creameries 6f the. state
would exceed $2,000,000. No figures are
at hand for estimating the amount of
dairy butter made and sold aside from
the production of the ereameries, but
it is safe to say that the ecreameries
do not produce more than one-third the
total amount.

Lyman County Extension

Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul railway
has decided upon an extemsion of its
line from Chamberlain west thru Ly-
man county, opening up thereby a
region of cheap lands, rich in agricul-
tural resources, mild climate, productive
soil, and in which there is already much
deeded land, also a large acreage that
may be had under the homestead law.

Lyman county is in-the southern part
of South Dakota, adjoining the Rosebuil

Indian reservation on the north. It is

south, the Missouri river on the east,
Medieine creek thru the center and Baid
river in the northwest,” with a large
number of smaller streams tributary to
these rivers, A notable fact is the easc
with which artesian wells may be se-
cured. Such wells have done much
toward reclaiming -the great area of
South Dakota east and adjacent to the
Missouri river. Water may be had at
depths varying from six hundred feet
on the White river to thirteen hundred
feet on the higher lands. Surface wells
may be found almost anywhere, varying
in depths from twenty to sixty feet.
The ease with which water may be se-
cured for farms in this vast area of
practically untenanted lands, makes
them particularly attractive to persons
desiring cheap homes as well as for
speculators.

It 1s a well-known faet that with the

extension of railroad facilities, there
y bringing farm products eloser to
market, the price of lands increases
many fold.

The soil of Lyman county is one of
the richest in thie state.

Pierre, 8. D., April 6.—Settlers
who have recently filed on government
land west of the river, are rushing in
now, and preparing to commence their
residences, The ferry boats at this
point are taxed to their capacity, tak-
mg teams with their heavy loads of
lumber and household goods across the
river, where they scatter in all diree-
tions for the nmew homes of the set-
tlers, who come from Iowa, Illinois
Minnesota and Wisconsin, and a gaod
many from as they term it, ‘‘Away
back east.’”’ These people who are mov-
ing out to this new Eldorado, are peo-
ple who have filed during the last six
months, and have taken the land up for
about %ort_v miles out. With the pres-
ent prospects of the Chicago & North-
‘Western railroad, erossing at this point,
and running to the Black Hills country,
the further out they get now the better,
for a good town will spring up at a
point fifty miles west of here, and, for
that matter, several good towns may
spring up between here and the Hills
country. '

The high price of land in the eastern
states has caused this immense immi-

gration to places where land just as
good as the sun shines on can hbe had
for the taking, or can he bought at
rriﬂes that makes the purchaser feel
ike he is stealing it, The resources of
South Dakota are unlimited.
