- CROW WING FIELD

ORIGINAL CONGERN IN THE RE-
GION HOLDS ANNUAL MEETING.

Million Tons of Low-Grade Ore Said by
President Adams to Have Been
Shown ﬁp—noanlt of Explorations of
Pickands ‘& Mather and Other Pros-
pectors. '

Bpecial to The Journal,

Brainerd, Mion., April 17.—The Orelands com-
pany of Duluth was the original concern doing
iron ore exploration in the Deerwood reglon.
east of here and along the malu line of the
Northern Pacific road, and it has Just held a
special meeting at Duluth at which a report of
the year's work was rvead by the president,
Cuyler Adams, :

This report stated that gloce the annual meet-
ing in 1004 addltlonal exploration was made
on the company's lands on sectlon 16, township
40, range 28, Crpw Wing county, and at least
1,000,000 tons of low-grade ores can, in the
oplnfon of the presldent, be said to be shown
up there. This ore averages about 48 per cent
iron, with some assays runulug up to 85 and b8,
On the Marriot property, to the southwest
of section 18, a body of ore at least 100 feet
wide has been shown up. This ore is very hard
and is diffieult drilling. Indeed it was imprac-
tleable to drill it with the Davis calyx drill
that the company had been able to use else-
where. 8o far as shown up, this ore body
asseyed about G0 per cent. Adjolning the Mar-
riot lies the Rasch, which has not been drilled,
but persons who have worked on the other side
of the Rasch have shown a body of ore that
is sald to average about 57 per cent. The pres-
ident concludes that ‘‘nnquestlonably the ore
extends under the Rasech.”

In another locality on the company's lands
explorations have shown & body of ore at ‘'‘least
125 feet wide and at.least 100 feet deep,”
holes at that depth being bottomed in ore. This
contains, as far as shown, about 1.000,000 tous,
a large part of which would average In com-
biged units of iron and manganese from §7 to
58 per cent, with about .1 to .3 phosphate, and
with the manganese averaglng over a large
part of the property as high as 18 per cent.
On private properties in the southwestern part
of this new range explorations have shown ores
at some polnts.

" In the case of Pickands, Mather & Co. there
have been showinga of ore running up to 50
per eent for a depth of 123 feet, of which sixty
feet was abont 35 per cent, and in another hole
where the drill lias just cut ore the Indleations
are still better. Explorations by another pri-
vate interest have not yet made any very favor-
able showings. The statement concludes that
“ithis s all that can be reported up to the
present time on the lands of the company. which
cover about 950 neres.”” It was decided to offer
for sale to the highest bldder among the stock-
holders a certain amount of its shares in order
to pay off some outstanding indebtedness apd
to continue exploration of  favorably located
lands. Mr. Adams was continued as president.
The so-called Deerwood range was discovered
by Mr. Adams, and he has been very enthusias-
tie over It for some years. Indications by the
dip needle, carrled~on by him, Indleated that
an ore-bearing formation, or at least a magnetic
attractlon,exlsts, running thru Crow Wing county
with a strike of northeast and pouthwest for
about elghteen miles. This commences In sec-
tlon 18, township 46, range 27, about two miles
east from the villege of Deerwood and a mile
sonth of the Northern Pacific rallway. and con-
tinues parallel to that road to a polnt in sec-
tlon 31, township 45, range 29, about a mlle
gontheast of this place. Near the east end of
this course the work mentioned above has heen
carried forward the past two years.

In section 36, township 46, range 28, ore has
been eut and the formation exposed. and still
further to the southwest there are other work-
ings that Indleate the continuity of the forma-
tion. In sections 4, 8, ® and 18, township 45,
range 28, there are strong indications and some
ore . has been shown at varlous places. The
characteristics of the reglon are a low-grade
ore, non-hessemer, but it may exist in some
considerable quantity. .

NO SEMBLANCE OF GRAFT IN BEL-
TRAMI, THEY SAY.

County Attorney Loud and Commission-
ers Bibley and Wright Dispute the

 Oharges of the Public Examiner and
‘Welcome a Full Investigation.

Special to The Journal,

Bemidji, Mion., April 17,—County officlals
of Beltruml will vigorously resist the charges
of gross frauds made agalnst them by Publie
Examiner P. M. Kerst. Now that Governor
Jot has appointed a irsl to investi-
gate these charges, they have broken silence in
no half-hearted way. H. J. Loud, county at-
torney, says: \

*Noticing that charges have been filed with
the governor ngainst myself. and other county
officers, I desire to say that in regard to the
Gannon matter I had nothing to do with grant-
fog or refusing him a liquor license, as it was
not within my jurisdiction.” As to refusing to
progeente J. B. Montague upon the complaint
of JGannon, I am prepared to meet that charge
and assert that I was fully justified in refus-
ing the warrant. I was never removed from
the prosecution of a case against a lumber com-
pany and reinstated, and a settlement made.
On the contrary. the case referred to was tried
before Judge Spooner, taking parts of five days,
and as it developed that the logs In questlon
were In transit to the place of manufacture,
the court held, and rightly, that they were not
subject to taxation here.

“In regard to holding back, or helug a party
to holding back, any money due the wounty
for liquor liecenses, the charge is wholly and
maliclously false, and can be proved to be
false. - This matter was fully Investigated by
the grand jury last September, and ite report
is on file. In regard to the Kelllher and Ban-
dette road, I knew nothing mbout the matter.
and refused to approve Mr. Jinkinson's bill for
that reason. [ did approve two or three laheor
claims, upon the certificate of Mr. Jinkinson
that the men-had worked the time stated, at
the price charged, after learning upon inguiry
from the commissloners that Jinkinson was the
foreman in charge -of the work and the proper
party to certify to the bills of the laborers.
This I will assume responsibility for, and do
not fear the outcome.

No Grafting.

“I have never knowingly approved an illegal
bill for any amount whatever, and have never
been m party to apy graft, and knmow of none
on the part of any officer accused, during my
term of office. In regard to the printing con-
tract of last year, it Is true that the bid of
the Ploneer was higher In some particulars than
the others, but the circulation offered was at
least four times as great as that offered by
any other bidder.

“In regard to not progecuting eriminal cases,
1 have in some instances refused warrants where
the motive of the prosecution was to extort
money from the accused, 'and I was fully con-
vinced that the application was made not in
good faith to punish a crime, but to get re-
venge or extort money.

“I bave algo allowed some crinmiinal eases to
be dgnmlsud after an arrest, where the facts
