of the Gannon tragedy at Beaudette is not one 
of lecent biewing, nor is Matt Gannon the only 
victim. The newspaper correspondents have 
placed the blaine entirely upon Amei leans liv­
ing in the border townb, but tho o living on 
the Canadian side of the border are by no means 
guiltless—in fact, they are equally guilty with 
the Americans 

To undei stand thoroly the reasons that led up 
to the killing of Matt Gannon, one must know 
raauy of the ins and outs of the life that exists 
on both sides of the ltainy liver. The great 
source of trouble is the American license laws. 
In the United States all licensed liquor places 
mubt obtain two licenses, one from the fedeial 
government, an internal revenue license, and 
the other from the local state or county authori­
ties. But all the places where liquor is sold 
in the border towns do not have the latter; the 
formei thei must ha\e. 

Laxitj prevails in the administration of the 
state license law in northern legions of Minne­
sota, and the inhabitants have taken advantage 
of it On the Canadian side the law is moie 
rigorously enforced, and nothing but fully 
licensed hotels are allowed to operate, there being 
no such thing as a saloon There aie many 
mills and lumbering camps on the Canadian side 
of the Raim river, and as there Is a much 
better opportunity of running the dives which 
the men working in these places usually fre­
quent on the American side, it is only natural 
that many such places have been started there 
and are catering to this traffic. 

In fact, every night swarms of men from the 
Canadian mills and camps cross the river and 
engage In the coarse revelry usual in such 
haunts Under there circumstances it is only 
natural to suppose that many crimes are com­
mitted and that no one can be found upon whom 
to place the guilt. 

It is stated br many who were in the vicinity 
of Beaudette that the men who are responsible 
for the death of Gannon hailed from the Cana­
dian side It is known that Gannon was deeply 
hated bv many of the lumberjacks working in 
the Canadian camps, and of this he was well 
aware for he never daied crosp the il\er into 
Canadian territory except In broad daylight when 
the men were at work and there was \e iy little 
danger Many of the lumberjacks had been held 
up on the American side in some of the resorts 
and Matt Gannon was suspected of having a 
hand in the affairs. However that may be, these 
places of vice secure from federal interference, 
have become hell holes of immorality. 

Spooner consists only of saloons and, as n 
man who is acquainted theie remarked, "othei 
bouses " Across the river from Erao is another 
place called Indus, made up entiiely of saloons 
and "other places," with special Inducements to 
the lumbeijacks of Canada These are some of 
the social conditions along the border between 
Beaudette and International Falls, and the mur­
der of Matt Gannon is simply the result of the 
system that prevails In that district

MEDINA TURNS OUT E N MASSE TO 

FIGHT FLAMES. 

Thousands of Acres Burned Over and 

Hay Buildings and Even Livestock 

Are Lost—Farmers New to the Dis­

trict Do Not Understand the Danger 

in Burning Stubble. 

Special to The Journal, 
Duluth, Mtun., April IS—The first ore was 

loaded at mines of the Gogebic range last week, 
and the docks at Ashland are being filled. The 
poit will not be open for some time, as it 1B 
in u bay which does not thaw readilj. Ore 
has anived at Marquette docks from Ishpem-
ing. Shipments were made during the week 
fioui the Two Harbors docks, from the Mesaba 
lange. and the docks of the Duluth, Mlssabe & 
Jsoithern road are rapidly filling. Kscanaba has 
commenced shipments and almost every port 
on the lakes is open. . 

But the lower lakes are closed. For the first 
time in the history of the lake trade western 
Lake Superloi is wide open while Brie is so 
solid bteel ships are damaged while trying to 
bieak thru, and eastern Superior has white Ice 
from Iroquois to Whi tenth point. It may be 
two weeks before lower lake \essels can get up. 

The Buffato & Susquehanna Iron company at 
its Monro mine, Iron Mountain, is making Im­
provements leading to a far larger output than 
befoie. New buildings are going in, new ma­
chinery has been placed and a quantity of strip­
ping is being taken off the ore body, which Is 
to be mined by the milling process. Some ore 
has been mined, but the greater part of work 
done has been in getting ready for a lively sum­
mer. This is the only one of the Buffalo & 
Susquehanna mines that shows tlgns of opera­
tion. 

The Oliver Iron Mining company, at its Mans­
field mine. Crystal Falls, is bailing the wafer 
out very fast, and in less than thirty days it 
will be pos«ible to install the big pumps and 
begin underground drifting. By June the mine 
bhould be producing ore at a good rate, unless 
there are unforeseen hindrances. The company's 
other mines in this region are"* busy. At the 
Corrlgan mines of Crystal Falls a great deal of 
work is going on, and shipments of ore to Es-
canabu have begun. At Great Western the big 
cave is being filled from surface and the ore 
that was exposed is being mined beneath the 
fill, which is settling down as desired. The 
cave is kept full of waste earth, and as mining 
goes on below* the filUng is run down and more 
is put in to replace it. This saves the exposed 
ore and the shaft. 

Lincoln mine has commenced hoisting ore; 
Lamont will have its crusher ready and In 
operation in a week or more; the water is being 
lowered In the Dunn pit thru the drill holes 
bored to the old workings tho slowly on ac­
count of the fact that these holes were not put 
thru to water, but were stopped in loose ground 
and readily become clogged A second crusher 
and a new equipment of hoisting machinery la 
being placed at Tobin mine, which is to be a 
verv large producer this year. 

The production this year of silicious, limonitlc 
and other off ores, including lean bessemers of 
the Marquette and Cascade ranges, the sale of 
which In some quantity was referred to lart 
week. Is sure to be far larger than it has been 
for any pieceding year. Ever since the Mesaba 
range became prominent these ores have been 
considered valuable largely as a mix for the 
low silicon Mesabas but of late for themselves. 
Thev are mostly easily mined, are in large quan­
tities near the surface, and the silicious bes­
semers carry very low percentages of phosphorus, 
about 40 to 45 per cent iron and 33 to 40 per 
cent silica, making them excellent for furnace 
use. The Oliver Iron Mining companv is mining 
one of these properties on the Cascade range by 
steam shovel, having stripped a few feet of sur­
face off the bed of ore. Others are operated 
by milling. 

HALSTAD JOINS HENDRUM 

West End Educational Association

Special to The Journal, 
Jamestown, N. D , April 18 —Prairie fires are 

destroying much property and feed this spring. 
In almost every case they are due to the care­
lessness of fanners In burning stubble oi straw. 
A little wind will fan a small blajse into an 
uncontrollable Hie in a short time, owing to 
the fact that the grass is very dry. Many of 
the newei farmeis of this district do not seem 
to understand this dangerous condition, and fires 
are often bejoud control before any effoit is 
made to stop them. 

A fire heading for Medina last week caused 
much excitement in that place and citizens 
turned out in a bodj to fight It. Herculean work 
was done in the vicinity of the Olson ranch to 
save hay and buildings Thousands of acres 
in the western counties were burned over, and 
hay, bouses, barns and stock lost. In many 
oases individuals have been badlv burned in 
their efforts to save their pioperty. 

Stabbing Affair at Cleveland. 

At Cleveland James Smith was severely cut in 
the back of the neck and lungs and some seven 
1 laces in all from a large jackknife in the hands 
of Luther Schooling. The latter is a young 
man who, it is said, has been subject to annoy­
ance and bulljlng on the part of Smith, who 
has made many feel that he was in need of 
some kind of punishment, but little expected that 
the result of the quarrel and ill-temper that 
has existed between Schooling and Smith would 
have such serious consequences. 

Schooling was brought to Jamestown todav 
by Constable Grobo after having given himself 
up. He appeared before Justice BIgelow and 
was taken back to Cleveland by the sheriff 
in order to give him a chance to obtain bail. It 
is said that Smith is dangerously cut, and 
that the chances are about even as to his re­
covery. The further hearing of the case was 
postponed till the 27th.

Varsity Professor of Wisconsin Will 
Head a Student Party. 

BVELETH, MINN.—Charles Kenneth Lelth, 
professor of geology at the University of Wis­
consin, and author of the "Monograph on the 
Mesaba Iron Range," published by the United 
States geological survey, will make a tour of the 
two Minnesota ranges at the head of about 
twenty students of geotogy. The Vermillion range 
is to be visited first and it is expected the 
party will arrive in a special car April 29. After 
studying the mines at Ely and Tower, they will 
leave for the Mesaba, where the remainder of 
five da} s alloted to the trip will be fepent. 

The studies here will probably extend from the 
iron range cut above Wymau to the Hibbing 
district. A party of advanced students from 
the University of Wisconsin made a similar 
trip two jears ago with Professor C. R. Van 
Hise and Professor Lelth, and at that time mines 
in Michigan and Wisconsin were included in 
the itinerary. 

The school will, be' <st&Wlshed at the state 
experiment farm as a ftart'bf that institution. 
Instructors whdt will ttfaeff" the classes in tbe 
high school will also have charge of the various 
departments on tbp big farm, The pupils who 
attend the high school will be given an oppor­
tunity to work on_the experiment farm for their 
board and a portion of their expenses. All or 
the common branches as well as the higher which 
pertain to agriculture and farm work will be 
taught, and it is expected from time to time 
that the scope of the work will be increased. 
Farmers of the valley are enthusiastic over the 
enterprise, and from present indications the 
school will not want for hearty support. 

The school will be conducted upon the industri­
al plan to a certain extent, means of support be­
ing provided the pupils in the shops. Various 
branches of work can be taken up to advantage 
in this section, and the profits from the sale of 
the finished product go into the pockets of the 
students for their maintenance. 

The cottage plan of dormitory will be em­
ployed, if present plans carry. Students wil be 
entitled to accommodations in the cottages, but 
will be expected to provide their own food, fuel 
and lights, as well as bedding, and other Inci­
dentals. A halt dozen can club together in one 
cottage to advantage and enjoy life at school im­
mensely without much expense.

WATERPOWER DEVELOPMENT 

Streams Will eB at High Stage for 

Some Time to Come. 

CALUMET, MICH.—The weather is just right 
for driving. The breakup is not too rapid and 
the streams should be at high stages for some 
time to come. 

The Murphy Lumber companv of Green Bay, 
Wis., will make an effort to finish up its timber 
holdings in the north country by the close of -the 
1906 season. It has about 23,000,000 feet to saw 
this season and camps will furnish enough logs 
to enable the mill to operate continuously thru 
the following season and along into 1906. 

The C H Worcester company of Munlslng 
operated heavily the past winter, getting out a 
large quantity of cedar timber, cedar posts, ties 
and poles. The Supeiior Cedar & Lumber com­
panv of the same place got out more timber than 
usual and will operate Its shingle and tie mill 
to its full capacity. The shingle mill has a ca­
pacity of 200,000 daily and the time mill 1,500 
dally. Its sawmill will also operate thruout 
the season. 

The Morgan Lumber & Cedar company of Fos­
ter City, Dickinson county, cut 5,000,000 feet 
of pine, hemlock, basswood, birch, maple, pulp-

wood and cedar, operating three camps. Besides 
large quantities were put in by jobbers under 
contract.

The extension will 
open an immense belt of timber and provide rall-
load facilities for the Big Bav Lumber com­
pany at Lake Independence, which heretofore has 
been compelled to ship only by water.
