From evidence introduced before it, this Jury
finds that a public offense has been committed,
triable in the county of Anoka, to-wit, the
crime of attempting to advance and pay money
with the Intent that such money should be ex-
pended in’ bribery at an election, in that: That'
at the elty ot Anoka on March 17, 1905, a cer-
tuln person did felonlously attempt to advance
and pay to another pereon, to-wit, one- Theo.
Veldt, the sum of $200 lawful money ‘of the
United: States of Ameriea, with the intent that
sald money should be expended and used in%|
bribery &t the annual charter election of the
city of Anoka on Aprill 4, by felonlously offer-
ing and promising and agreeing to pay to sald
Theo. Veldt the sald sum to be expended for
the purpose aforesaid, the sald person falling in
the perpetration of sald ecrime by reason. of
the refusal-of Veldt to accept the money; and
that there ls reasonable ground for believing that
one C. A, Warren committed sald crime.

Liguor Law Violations.

The grand jury also made the followlng re-
port:

““While we have not as yek secured sufflelent
evldence to warrant the returning of indictments,
we have In certain cases where the evidence war-
rants, as we believe, returned presentments and
recommend . that further Investigation be made
along the lines provided by law, and that prose-
cutlons be commenced.

“We find that since our adjournment a minor,
named McKay, who was on parole from the
state reformatory, procured llquor in the elty
of Anoka, became intoxicated, and by reason
thereof was returned to the reformatory. THe
time at our disposal ‘being limited, and some
of the witnesses being at a distance, we were
unable to return Indictments at this time. We
recommend, however, that full investigation. of
this matier be made and that prosecution be:
lostitnted. 3

**We find that the county commissioners at
their last meeting granted a llgquor license to
Gllbert, in Fridler, who had been within twelve
months prlor to his application convicted of a
violation of the state ligquor laws.. We belleve
thls to be in yiolation of the law."

Shrinkage of Eleven Millions.

This is a shrinkage in the past thirty days.of
about $11,000,000, and would naturally be called
a sufficiently serlous thing anywhere, but es-
pecially when the bulk of the shares are held
by persons living along the shores of Lake Bu-
perior, whose financlal strength is mnot generully
supposed, except by those who know, to be able
to stand a very heavy strain. But there has
been no strain in this break, nor is there any
erying over it.
