Koch took from his office to his home, 
or, as the s ta te claims, from Dr. Geb­
h a r d ' s office. 

Originally i t was the contention of 
the s ta te t h a t Dr. Koch, when he left 
Dr. Gebhard ' s office, went home by way 
of the creamery, upon the doors of 
which were found t h e next day finger­
pr in ts in blood. I t is understood today 
t h a t an effort will be made now to 
prove t h a t Dr. Koch really went home 
along the route on which, as he said 
later , he saw the rabbi t which he went 
back to kLQ. 

The day following t h e murder, as re­
ported a t t h a t t ime, a ha t was found 
by t he roadside between the central 
pa r t of New Ulm and the Koch resi­
dence. I t is believed t h a t the s t a t e ' s 
desire in changing i ts a t t i t ude on this 
question* is to prove if possible t h a t 
t h e derelict ha t was the property of 
Dr. Koch and tha t he lost i t t h a t night 
upon the very route which, according 
to his own testimony, he followed to Iris 
home. I t is understood t h a t a t least 
one new witness will be introduced to 
substant ia te th is claim.

He 
thought he would pronounce the de­
fendant guil ty if proved so beyond a 
reasonable doubt, bu t maybe the fact 
t ha t t he defendant would be pu t to 
death as a result of t he conviction 
would deter him. He d i d n ' t know. 
The s ta te challenges. Tim ,iudge re­
peats again what he has said to the 
t r iers many t imes before: 

The triers are instructed that it is their 
duty to find the challenge true if the 
evidence establishes the existence of a 
state^ of mind on the part of the juror in 
reference to the case, or to either party, 
which satisfies them, In the ' exercise of 
their sound discretion, that he cannot try 
the issue impartially and without preju­
dice to the substantial rights of the party 
challenging; and that, if otherwise, they 
shall find the challenge not true. 

The three t r iers , who sit directly in 
front tof t he bench and a t t he end of 
the counsel tables, get their heads to­
gether for a consultation, and then re­
port t h a t the challenge is t rue . The 
judge says to the juror : " Y o u a re ex­
c u s e d " ; the clerk reaches into the box, 
pulls forth a card and shouts another 
name; swears the juror, and the ex­
amination—the same examination—be­
gins again.

French Premier Speaks. 
New York Sun Special Service. 

Par is , April 20.—In the chamber of 
deputies yesterday, Premier Eouvier 
said tha t the governtnent was doing 
everything necessary to assure the 
maintenance of neutra l i ty in the far 
east. The salient point of the debate 
was tha t France was unwilling to fol­
low any policy tha t would be l ikely to 
result m aW armed conflict. 

No confirmation has been obtained 
here of the report t h a t J a p a n has for­
mally protested against the s tay of 
the Bussian squadron in the waters of 
Indo-China. The following guarded, 
semi-official s ta tement was issued: 

Outside of French Waters . 
Nothing is known in the highest French 

diplomatic quarter^ concerning the pro­
test, which according to certain foreign 
reports has be<»n formally addressed by 
Japan to the French government relative 
to the violation of neutrality by the Rus­
sian squadron. Furthermore, this squad­
ron has been outside French waters for 
several days past. 

In view of t oday ' s press dispatches, 
saying the Bussian squadron was still 
a t Kamranh bay, the last par t of the 
semi-official s ta tement appears to indi­
cate tha t Admiral Bojestvensky has 
wi thdrawn outside the three-mile l imit 
from the shore line of t he bay which, 
according to French law, constitutes 
the open sea. 

Bussia Denies Nava l Rumors. 

St. Petersburg, April 20.—It is said 
here t h a t Admiral Bojestvensky has not 
overstepped the French rules of neu­
t ra l i ty a t Kamranh bay, the coaling and 
provisioning of his ships being done 
outside of terr i tor ia l waters . 

The charges of Bussia ' s violation of 
neutral i ty, coupled with t he revival of 
the story tha t Bussia intends to send 
her Black sea fleet th ru the Dardar 
nelles, and the report t ha t the Bri t ish 
Mediterranean fleet will be sent to the 
Aegean sea to head off the Bussian 
fleet, cause extreme irr i ta t ion. The As­
sociated Press is again authorized to 
s ta te tha t Bussia has no intention of 
sending out the Black sea fleet. 

The admiral ty officials a re quite 
elated over news showing t h a t not a 
single collier dispatehed to the China 
sea thru the s t ra i t s of Sunda, to throw 
the Japanese off t he scent of Bojest­
vensky, fell into the hands of the Jap ­
anese.

Awakening tof Keweenaw County; P a v e s 
t h e W a y for Railroad Building a n d 
Mine Development — Isle Eoyale 
Shows Improved Results—Old Toltec 
Mine to Be Operated.

Oalumet, Mich., April 20.—With th« awaken* 

log of Keweenaw county and the beginning of 
exploratory work on various old and undevel­
oped properties In Houghton and Ontonagon 
counties, there promises to be an unusually large 
amount of diamond drilling In the Lake Su­
perior copper district the coming summer. 

In a short time exploratory work will be 
begun upon a tract of land near the Bohemian 
Range M'-lng company's property In Keweenaw 
county. The property carriei the same lodes 
Which are being explored by the Bohemian Range 
company with favorable results. Boston and 
Lake Superior men are supplying the funds for 
the exploratory work, and in the erent of a prom­
ising showing a mining company will be or­
ganized with the ueual capitalization. William 
E. Smith, clerk of Keweenaw county, brought 
the various lands, comprising 1,440 acres, to­
gether into the new property. Frank L. Van 
Orden, superintendent of the Wyandot Copper 
company and consulting engineer for the Bo­
hemian Range corporation, will conduct the pre­
liminary Investigation on the tract. 

Repairs to the Osceola Consolidated Mining 
company's stamp mill on Torch lake are pro­
gressing rapidly. Already three heads have 
been converted into the steeple compound stamps 
and three more of the simple heads wlU be re­
modeled at once. The Osceola company's milling 
capacity Is being greatly enlarged by the changes 
completed and under way, and before the end 
of the year. It is expected that facilities wUl 
be avaUable for the treatment of about 5,000 
tons of rock every twenty-four hours.

The Young's lake property adjoins the Bhak-
spere gold mine, which is making a remarkable 
showing and yields ore running exceptionaUy 
high in gold contents. The purchasers will at 
once' begin vigorous development work ,and a

Improved results are being secured by the Isle 
Eoyale Consolidated company. Rock shipments 
have been increased gradually and now average 
600 tons daily. There has bent some improve­
ment in the character of the rock, due mainly 'gptolal to The Journal.
