Bussian Liberal . Journalists Arrange
for a Big Den_mnstra.tion.

St. Petersburg, April 22.—May Day
demonstrations on a grand seale thru-
out the empire is the program of the
socialist wing of the reform party, as
announced at the pan-Russian tongress
of journalists which closed yesterday
after a protracted and stormy session.
The congress illustratad the lack of
unity in reform circles, the program as
ﬁnaﬁ’y adopted failing to touech many
burning questions of - the hour on ac-
count of the impossibility of harmoniz-
ing the views of divergent elements.
At the close neither side was satisfied
with the program. e ;

The chief accomplishment of the con-
gress was its determination to organize
an association which will participate in
the gemeral work of the reform league
of the professional classes, in which
the lawyers took the first steps at, their
recent congress here. -

The program  adopted comprises
vague resolutions in favor of the na-
tionalization of land, some form of
liberation of the laboring classes from
the industrial voke, and the right of
various nationalists to self-government
as far as consistent with the existence
of the empire.

Would Arm the People.

A long discussion of tacties resulted
in a declaration that the present sys-
tem left no room for legal methods of
agitation, and the delegates pledged
themselves to the greatest possible agi-
tation in favor of a legislative assem-
bly by both legal and extra-legal pub-
lications. In view of alleged attempts
of the authorities to incite the prole-
tariat against the educated classes, the
congress demanded the right of the

cople to arm themselves and form
f::;cal militia for self-defense.

latform was a declaration for an eight-

our workday.
