It started out with six profes-
gors and eighteen students, and now has
fifty-thres of the former and twelve hun-
dred of the latter. The courses of study
are considerable longer than in America,
medlclne requiring from s=even to elght
years and law about five, hence the stu-
dents stay longer together and their bonds
of friendship are probably on this account
correspondingly stronger.
