DEADLOCK I N IRON TRADE NOT A CHECK 
ON CONSUMPTION. 

Cleveland, May 18.—The Iron Trade Review 
this week says: , 

"The deadlock in the iron trade continues, but 
i t is a wait for better data as to the price 
basis for the next buying movement, and not 
necessarily an indication of a check upon con­
sumption. 

"Construction work stil l stands out as the 
strong feature of current demand. The Amer­
ican Bridge company closed 12,000 tons on well 
distributed buying the past week, and est imates 
a total of 70,OOu tons for May. Bids on the 
new Pennsylvania railroad station foundations 
In New York ba-\e gone in, representing 20,000 
to 21,000 tons, and the superstructure wil l re­
quire 40,000 tons more. At Chicago the steel 
for the new Baldwin building was let . On 
the lakes contracts for three large freighters 
were closed in the week for delivery In 1906. 
They will require about 14,000 tons of steel . 
The American Shipbuilding company now has 
eleven boats to build for next year, and never 
had so many contracts so far ahead. That the 
car-building programs of the railroads are to 
go farther is now more certain than appeared 
only recently. The total of steel car orders 
placed this year is now estimated at 58.000 
and of all cars at 105,000. Considerable addi­
tions to the rail tonnage of 1905 are also ex­
pected. 

"Steel bar contracts for the second half of 
the year are not expected to be nearly as large 
as those of the latter part of 1904. It i s plain 
that "some buyers' In agricultural l ines covered 
for most of this year when they placed their 
orders at 1.30 cents, tho the material was stip­
ulated to be taken out before July 1 and wi l l 
be so taken out ."
