NELSON MEETS A
~ SECOND DEFEAT

Lost to Attell, Who Was Ten
Pounds Lighter Than
Dane.

New York Bun Bpecial Bervice.

Philadelphia, May 23.—Altho outwelghed from
ten to twelve pounds, Abe Attell of Californln
last night defeated Battllng Nelson of Chicago
by a wide margin in a six-round bout ut the
Natlonal Ar . Itswas a fast, sclentific boxer
agalnst a rogged, rushing fighter. and sclence
won over brute strength and courage. In the
firat, three rounds Attell made Nelson look llke
the proverbial deuce. He mnot only landed
both bands on the Dane almost at will and
evaded Nelson's rushes, byt marked Battling
up by drawlng blood from the Iatter's ecars
and mouth and from a ent over his right eye.

In the fourth Nelson did his best work. Then
he got Attell at just the proper range, and
the way he hammered him with right and left
gwings eaused the Callfornian te hang on . for
dear life. 1n.the last two ronnds, while Attell
outpolnted XNelson, he was more careful and
permitted Nelson to set the paee. The crowd
went wild with delight over Attell's showing,
At the finlsh, however, Nelson was almost as
strong as at the start, whiie Abe was tiring
fast, partly from Nelson's blows and partily
from bis own fast work in the early rounds.

Until within a few minutes of the time
when the men entered the ring it was not
known who Nelson would fight. Yesterday

morning Attell appeared at the Hotel Scott and
welghed In with his clothes on, without ralsing
the beam, which was set at 130 pounds. Attell
then demanded that Nelson should also weigh
in. This -Nelson, whose usual fighting weight
is 130 pounds, refused to do. Attell then de-
clared the match off and Kid Herman was
substituted. While the crowd, which only about
two-thirds filled the hall at prices of from
$1 to £3, was witnessing the preliminaries, Nel-
son and Attell and thelr managers-met in the
dressing room. Attell was willing to meet
Nelson, and after a great deal of haggling be-
tween the managers. Nelson ended by remark-
ing: “‘Put Attell or anyone else on; they all
look allke to me.'

That eettled it, and Attell prepared for the
ring. When the boxers and thelr seconds met
in the center of the ring Nelson refused to
shake Attell's hand. At the beginning of the
glxth round Nelson repeated this action and
was roundly hooted by the spectators.
