Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Mar 26.— 
The edge came off the wheat this morning, 
prices fal l ing back in all options. Good weather 
and a let-up In the buying both here and in 
Chicago, made the bears a l i t t le more confident, 
and they pressed the market successfully in 
July. May stuck at first w i th bids at $1.2S, 
$1.19% and back to $1.20, but practically no 
business done. September sold to 84 %c and 
then hardened, but July was weak and down to 
$1.08%. The run of wheat this way continues, 
and 226 cars were in here against 118. Chi­
cago got nothing against 12, Duluth 8 against 
21, Winnipeg 43 against 66, St. Louis 35,000 
bo against 22,000 and Kansas City 22,000 
against 88,000. Theweather was not bad, altho 
rains fell that the county would be as wel l off 
without. Valentine. Neb. , and North Plat te 
had rains, also Oklahoma City, Fort Worth and 
Palestine, Texas, Tennessee, Illinois, Kentucky 
and Ohio all got some rain. The forecast is 
for fair and cooler weather in Illinois, Indiana, 
Michigan, Wisconsin, wi th showers and warmer 
weather for Minnesota and the Dakotas, Iowa, 
Nebraska and Kansas. Primary receipts were 
808,000 bu againBt 261,000. Clearances, wheat 
and flour, 111,000 bu. 

Argentine shipments were 1,208,000 bn against 
1,784,000 last week and 2,192,000 a year ago. 

Minneapolis elevator stocks hare decreased 
about 875,000 bu so far this week. 

Kansas reports now say rains have greatly im­
proved the condition of wheat. Men who claimed 
the recent Impairment was not due to lack of 
moisture, now say that fields look much better. 

The Modern Miller says continuation of un­
favorable weather conditions caused a further 
impairment in the condition of the winter wheat 
crop. There haB been too much rain and a lack 
of sunshine and the weather has been too cool 
In the southern part of the whaet belt, especi­
ally in Texas, the territories and Tennessee. 
There has been a further spread of rust and 
there are traces of rust In other sections tha to 
a much less extent The damage by fly is s l ight. 
A further deterioration i s noted in many sec­
tions, which i s attributed in part to the inferior 
quality of the wheat seeded. Nebraska, Ohio 
and Indiana promise the best results . 

Broomhall cabled that l ight Argentine wheat 
shipments caused covering by shorts, resulting 
in an opening advance of 14 d in July and %d in 
September and' further gains of %d in both 
months A large spot demand was also a bull­
ish factor, but late in session July eased off 
14a and September %d on moderate realizing. 
Torn—A sharp advance in offerings from 
America and a big spot trade caused advances 
of %d 111 both months after an unchanged open­
ing.

WEAKNESS I N W H E A T , DECLINE IN CORN, 
OATS EASY IN OPENING. 

Chicago, May 20.—Improved weather condi­
tions caused weakness l a the wheat market here 
today. Selling was quite general and with no 
definite support prices declined nearly a cent. 
A sharp break at Minneapolis, following in­
creased receipts at that point, had a bemUa 
effect on the market here. July opened un­
changed to %c lower, at 90%c to 90%c. and 
sold off to 89%c. Minneapolis, Duluth and Chi­
cago reported receipts of 229 cars, against 164 
ca i s last week and 126 cars a j e a r ago. 

After July had sold voft to 89%c the market 
turned strong. Fresh confirmation of reports of 
damage in the southwest started an act ive gen­
eral demand resulting in a quick raly. During 
the last half hour buying w a s of an influential 
character.

A New Method that Is Progressive, but 
Not Revolutionary. 

Professor L. H . Bailey in tbe Country Calendar. 
The most recent development is the recrudes­

cence of the idea of inoculating directly by 
means of pure cultures of the germs. This is 
the result of the work of Dr. George T. Moore 
of our national department of agriculture. He 
has incorporated h i s cult ivated germs, in a dis­
located state, with absorbant cotton, so that they 
can be sent by mail and then be used for the 
inoculation either of the soil or of the seed. 
The cotton Is thrown into water (which Is pre­
pared by treatment with certain chemicals) and 
when the germs have multiplied sufficiently to 
n a k e the water cloudy, the seed or the soil i s 
we t wi th the liquid. The process i s exceedingly 
simple and Is inexpensive. A large number of 
packages of the inoculating material were sent 
out by the department of agriculture last year, 
and the gratifying results of the work are re­
ported in Bulletin 71 of the bureau of plant 
lhdustry, issued Jan. 23. 1905. The subject, 
therefore is orly this year before the general 
public for information and discussion. 

It i s ye t too early to give an opinion as to 
the value of this new method of inoculation. 
The published resalts are most encouraging. On 
the other hand, other experiments wi th alfalfa 
rave given no pronounced results, nothing l ike 
those secured from inoculation by means of soil. 
The question *is yet in i t s experimental s tage 
so far as ge i era l field results are concerned. 
I t wi l l not b i a panacea, nor i s the "culture" 
a fertil iser. At best, the inoculation wi l l con­
st itute only one factor maKlng for productive­
ness . VII new developments, particularly those 
that have novel and striking features, are l ikely 
to be over-valued and sensationalized by undis-
criminating persons, and this often results in 
injury to some of the best innovations. It i s 
now to be determined what the possibilities of 
the new met tnd are, under wbat exact conditions 
it may be expected to be successful and how to 
el iminate tbe o iuses of failure. There Is no 
indication that this new method wi l l be revolu­
tionary, but there i s reason to believe that it 
wil l carry us one step further toward the 
realization of ou«- quest for nitrogen to provide 
the food for mankind.
