The 
members of the board are supposed to 
be thorolv acquainted with grain 
grades. They receive a salary of $3,000 
a year, and three are stationed at Min­
neapolis and three at Duluth. The law 
requires the board to be bipart izan, not 
more than twro members at each city to 
belong to the same political par ty . In. 
the foregoing list there are two republi­
cans. The. Thorson of Glenwood and F . 
B. Thorson of Winthrop. The rest are 
democrats, and W. F . Kelso of Hallock, 
a prominent Red river valley farmer, 
was on the t icket last fall for railroad 
and warehouse commissioner. 

For the first t ime there are no repre­
sentatives of twin city or Duluth ele­
vator and milling interests on the 
board. Franklyn L. Greenleaf of Min­
neapolis and E". H. Pugh of Duluth are 
on the present board, but neither is re­
appointed. The explanation given at 
t h e ' governor 's office is t ha t the cities 
have had sufficient recognition, in other 
ways. The only one of the present 
board reappointed is A. F . Evenson of 
St. Peter , who is a neighbor and per­
sonal friend of the governor, and was 
appointed in the winter to succeed the 
late M. Lally. Other members of the 
old board who are not reappointed are 
A. C. Aaby of Rock Dell, Olmsted coun­
ty, G. J . Strang of Alexandria, and 
James K. Stone of Montevideo. 

The appointments take effect a t the 
end of the present crop year, Aug. 1.

Mrs. Mary Pulford, a Minnesota ter­
ri torial pioneer of the early days, died 
early this morning a t the home of her 
daughter, Mrs. J . C. Howard, 406 S 
Ninth street, a t the age of 80 years. 

Mrs. Pulford came to Minnesota with 
her husband, George Pulford, one of the 
best known pioneers of St. Paul , about 
the year 1848 or 1850. The first terri­
torial legislature of Minnesota con­
vened in the historic old Central House 
which was built and managed by them. 
Ne i l ' s History of Minnesota, in speak­
ing of this legislature says, " T h e legis­
lature convened in the Central House, 
which served the double purpose of cap-
itoliuildngb and hotel. On the first floor 
itol building and hotel. On thefirst flooor 
was the secre tary 's office and the cham­
ber of representatives. On the second 
floor was the l ibrary and the council 
chamber. As the flag was run up the 
staff on the roof of the building, a num­
ber of Indians on the bluffs nearby 
witnessed the assembling and formation 
of a government which would ult imate­
ly crowd them out of the s t a t e . " 

The historic building was torn down 
some th i r ty years ago, and its pro­
prietor died about twenty years ago. 

Mrs. Pulford was well-known and be­
loved by the early residents of the ter­
ri tory, many of whom had par taken of 
the hospitali ty of the Central House 
when, they first came to the terr i tory 
as strangers. Many a young bride of 
the early days, leaving home 
and friends to make a new home in the 
terr i tory, knew and loved her and found 
h e r a f r i e n d . "Unt i l fifteeen y e a r s a g o 
M r s . P u l f o r d m a d e h e r h o m e i n S t . 
Paul , since then however she has made 
her home in Minneapolis with the 
daughter, Mrs. Howard. She also has 
a son, William Pulford? living in the 
city. 

The funeral will take place tomorrow 
a t 2 p. m., from Hume & Davies under­
taking parlors in the Masonic Temple. 
Services will also be held a t Oakland 
cemetery, St. Paul , a t 4:30 p . m., where 
the interment will be mad*.

Some members of the police force 
th ink a clever swindler has slipped 
thru their hands in the person of Grace 
Curtis!, alias Grace Eobinson, alias 
Mabel Moody, who was discharged m 
police court' yesterday after serving 
three days o f a ninety-day term, im­
posed for shoplifting. 

Several of the police officers admit 
t ha t thev were fooled by the ancient

the workhouse. In the meantime an­
other pre t ty young woman came to 
Matron Seh'aeffer, and, passing as the 
fair shoplifter 's sister, begged tha t the 
prisoner be released. The sister prom­
ised tha t the erring one should leave 
the city, as there were other charges 
against her. 

Since then some of the police officers 
have been invest igat ing and have 
learned t h a t the young woman was a 
visitor a t central stat ion once before.

I n re­
sponse to this threat the door was 
opened. All were then compelled to 
clamber into the dark express car. 
There the robber fixed a dynamite 
charge to the safe, but the express mes­
senger managed to snuff out the fuse 
when the robber ' s back was turned. 

" 'The re ' s one of vou fellow's fool­
ing with me , ' said the robber, ' and you 
don ' t want to t ry it again or you ' l l not 
go back home with this t r a in . ' A sec­
ond charge failed, but a third did the 
work. The top and sides of the car 
were blown off, and the safe forced 
open, exposing in the light of flickering 
matches a pile of gold pieces. 

" T h e robber in-his eagerness to get 
the money, became fatally negligent. 
Turning his back on his prisoners, he 
leaned over to use both hands in filling 
his lynamite bag with the booty. A 
second later, a heavy timber, in the 
han»ds of the express messenger descend­
ed on his head. Engineer, fireman, and 
express messenger then piled on th pros-
t r a t man, but this was unnecessary. 
The robber was unconscious. On ex­
amination later, some of his ribs seemed 
fractured from the force with whieh his 
captors had jumped on him. 

Passengers Hid Their Rolls. t 

" T h e first word the passengers had of 
the real trouble, was when a t ramp, who 
had been stealing a ride, rushed up to 
the conductor, and told him the ex­
press messenger was being held up, and 
begged for a gun. The conductor leav­
ing the train, began firing his revolver 
a t dark forms around the express car. 

" ' F o r God's sake don ' t shoot! ' 
you' l l kill some of u s ! ' yelled the engi­
neer, while the robber replied to the 
con'ductor's fire with two or three shots. 

' ' The robber was a husky fellow. He 
woren o mask, but pulled a dark slouch 
ha t down over his eyese. During his 
performance he was ' in a good humor, 
and gave his commands in a .jocular 
way. His revolvers wer strapped to 
his wrists. 

" W h e n the passengers learned tha t a 
holdup was in progress, there was a 
panic to hide money and valuables. Bob­
bers were expected to march thru the 
cars any moment, demandin'g booty. So 
intense ' was the excitement of some 
tha t after the affair was over, some for­
got where thev hid their rolls of bills. 
The porters on the sleepers found con­
siderable monev tucked in mattresses 
and around sleeping berths, which was 
afterwards refunded to its proper own­
ers* ' '
