GAPTAIN TIETJEN
TELLS EXPERIENCE

Hamburg Sailors Used O0il to
Take Kinks Qut of the
Waves.

New York Bun Special Service.

Cowes, Isle of Wight, June 1.—Captaln Adolf
Tietjens gave an Interesting sccount today of the
Hamburg's Atlantle trip in the kaiser's cup race.
He sald:

“*We encountered some heavy weather coming
over, but the ship quite answered onr expecta-
tion. We soon ran thru the lee of the Utowana
and Entdymion snd outstripped the others with
the exception of the Atlantie, and after getting
a freshening breeze we gained her weather side
and slowly drew akead. By 9 o'clock on the
opening day of the great race we obtained a
nice lead.

On the second day the wind was variable with
some fog. At daybreak om the 19th we discov-
ered a yacht on our starboard quarter steadily
galning on us. Sbe proved to be the Endymion.
At 9 1.m. we sighted the North German Lloyd
steamer eastward bound. OQur log showed a speed
of thirteen kuots, and on the following day we
encountered a light westerly breeze. The En-
dymion wu# in front again, but in the afternoon

{we went away in a slashing breeze and before

dusk our rival was nearly out of sight. It was
a fine race. May 21 was n miserable day for
recing. We saw nothing of our companions. On
the 22d the wind was very light, our speed belng
J.8 knots an hour,

Saw Whales.

“In the morning the weather was extraordi-
narily clear. We noticed a good mwavy whales
spouting. At 5 In the afternoon a steamer of
the Ameriean lne, America-bound, passed us.
On the 23d the wind was sontheast and we ran
with eails close hauled. The weather was hazy
and in the forencon we observed a number of
feebergs twelve miles distant. Towards evening
we were enjoring a nice breeze which made the
vacht heel sowe, tho the surface of the sea
was a8 smooth as a pond.

At 5:30 p.m., Greenwleh, we pnssed the En-
dymion, ond at 6:37 p.m. we went by the Allsa.
During the night we never legged less than L
knots and sometimes 1514, In the forencon of
the next day our lee deck was coastantly awash,
the gea Iucreasing during the day. On the 24th
the wind moderated. Towards nightfall we set
the p.ain topsail and Jib topsail. There was
much water, on deck on the 25th, a very high
gea running, in which the yacht worked heavily.
On the following day at about D in the morning
we lowered the malnsail several feet to keep
the beat before the sea.

Used Oil on Water.

“In heavy squalls we frequently used ofl to
smooth the seas. There wos a tremendous high
sea running on the 27th. We reached a latitude
more northerly thun we bad intended, but had to
use every precaution in steering so as 1o avold
a grbe and broaching-to. On the 28th we stag-
gered along in grand style, under press of salls.
A day later we passed geveral steamers bound
westward. In reply to our signals, we were
told they had passed a three-masted schooner
which we supposed was the Atlantle. There ls
no doubt about it now. At 6 o'clock on the 30th
off Wolf Rock we met with the steamer Lady
of the Isles with several gentlemen of the
Amerlcan press aboard, who nsgisted us in to_r-
warding messages to Germany. Our little ship
stood the seas remarkably well. No aceldent
whatever oceurred during the trip. We are here
only for the night, as we leave for Hamburg to-

morrow.”" '
Had Not Seen Atlantic.

The ecantain added: “We have no reason to
be ashamed of our position in the race. We did
our best., At an early stage a wire rope strap
from the mainsheet broke, causing a delay of two
hours. The Atlantie passed us during the repairs
and we have not seen much of her since,” face-
tiously remarked the skipper.
